Whilc the four Central American states have sigﬁcd and ratified this Convention, Canada has not.

We have urged Canada to ratify the Convention ai this year's Summit of the Americas.

Economic, social and cultural nghta are all directly cffected by free tmde The Protocol of San

Salvador are parties to the Protocol. Nicaragua has signed but not ratified. Neither Canada nor
Honduras have signed or ratified. Canada cannot do so unul it becomes a party to the American
Conventlon on Human Rights itsell.

3. Protocol to the Américan ConVention on Human Rights to Abolish the Death Penalty

Only Nicaragua is a party to the Protocol. Canada .cannot become a party to the Pmtocol unnl it
ratifies the American Convenuon on Human R1ght<'.

Guatemala and El Salvador dre parties to this Convention. Hondurus and Nxcaragua have si gned
but not ratified. Canada has not blgncd or rauﬁed .
