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2; Each Party shall provide to the Commission all the information that
may be required for the fulfillment of the objective of this Convention, including
statistical and biological information and information concerning its fishing
activities in the Convention Area, and shall provide to the Commission
information regarding actions taken to implement the measures adopted in
accordance with this Convention, whenever required by the Commission and as
appropriate, subject to the provisions of Article XXII of this Convention and in
accordance with the rules of procedure to be developed and adopted by the
Commission.

33 Each Party shall promptly, through the Director, inform the Committee
for the Review of Implementation of Measures Adopted by the Commission
established pursuant to the provisions of Article X of this Convention of:

(a) legal and administrative provisions, including those regarding
infractions and sanctions, applicable to compliance with
conservation and management measures adopted by the
Commission;

(b) actions taken to ensure compliance with conservation and
management measures adopted by the Commission, including,
if appropriate, an analysis of individual cases and the final

decision taken.
4. Each Party shall:
(a) authorize the use and release, subject to any applicable rules of

confidentiality, of pertinent information recorded by on-board
observers of the Commission or a national program;

(b) ensure that vessel owners and/or captains allow the
Commission, in accordance with the rules of procedure
adopted by the Commission in this respect, to collect and
analyze information necessary for carrying out the functions
of the Committee for the Review of Implementation of
Measures Adopted by the Commission;

(c) provide to the Commission every six months a report on the
activities of its tuna-fishing vessels and any other information
necessary for the work of the Committee for the Review of
Implementation of Measures Adopted by the Commission.

5. Each Party shall take measures to ensure that vessels operating in
waters under its national jurisdiction comply with this Convention and the
measures adopted pursuant thereto.
