1
see there is a spirit of Christmas willingness to co-operate at
this point in time. 1 risc in that spirit. 1 noticed on the order
paper that the Minister of Justice (Mr. Chrétien) was going to
introduce and give first reading to his bill with respect to
amendments to the Criminal Code relating to sexual offences
and offences against children.

allow this bill to be introduced. There are a number of people
who are concerned and would like to see the legisiation itself
brought before this House and tabled so that we have the
specific bill before us to study over the rccss.

Second, 1 understand that the Ninister of Justice is holding
a press conference, and while 1 anticipate that hc will not, of
course, be revealing the contents of the bill itself, he is going to
deal with the general directions in which the government
intends to move in this respect. It seems to me that it would
just be a matter of common sense and courtesy to this House
that we now have the actual bill tabled before the House.

1 think we should be able to arrive at some consensus in this
House in this regard and allow the minister to corne forward
and go through the formalities. It is not a long process. It
simply involves his tabling the bill. We can ail then have it for
our Christmas reading, and 1 think that suggestion should be
taken seriously by the representatives of each of the parties.

Mr. Baker (Nepean-Carleton): A wonderful idea.

Mr. Knowles: Mr. Speaker, 1 appreciate the spirit in which
the hon. member for Saskatoon West bas made his appeal,
but for reasons that some of the members of my party feel
are valid they have asked me flot to agree to the presenting
of that bill today.
