NATIONAL DEBT

Question No. 1,331—Mr. Cossitt:

1. What is the per capita national debt in Canada?

2. In proportion to the population, is Canada’s deficit approximately double
that of the United States and, if not, how does it compare with the United
States?

Hon. Pierre Bussiéres (Minister of State (Finance)): 1. The
term ‘“‘national debt” has been interpreted as the public debt of
the federal government in the response to this inquiry. The
federal government’s public debt is recorded on both a gross
and net basis with the difference being the net recorded assets
of the federal government. The per capita gross debt was
$4,169 as of March 31, 1979, and is estimated to have been
$4,479 as of March 31, 1980. The per capita net debt was
$2,360 of March 31, 1979, and is estimated to have been
$2,818 as of March 31, 1980. As a percentage of GNP the
gross debt has been reduced from 55.7 per cent in 1962 to 40.7
per cent as of March 31, 1980. Similarly, the net debt has
