Windsor have been doing a land office |
pusiness for some time, selling llcensesl
to couples flitting across the border to|
pe married.

Under section 17, subsection C, licen-|
ses may be issued to parties one of
whom has been a resident for 15 days |
in the municipality in which the ‘mar- |
riage is to bé solemnized. If either are
not residents for 15 days the reason
for having the marriage contracted in
that place must be shown. not to be
for purposes of evading publicity, or for |
any other improper purpose.

The attorney-general has handed
down his opinion that the above section
refers only to districts within the pro-
vince, and that licenses should not be
jssued to aliens under any interpre-
tation of the section. Accordingly, the
provincial secretary’'s department, "un-}
der which the issue of marriage licen-
ges is directed, will strictly enforce the
law'in Windsor and other places on the
borders.
