THE WATERWORKS PROBLEM.
Mr, Mansergh’s estimate for.putting
our water system in first-class shape
amounts to the very large sum of five
and a half million dollars. But his
recommendations are not so formidable
when they. are examined in detail. In
the first place, the expenditure of the
five and a half millions is spread over
50 years, and it will not all be required
if our population does not increase ac-
ccrding to anticipation. Furthermore,
Mr. Mansergh’s project involves sever-
al features that are subsidiary to the
main recommendation, and entire-
ly discretionary on our part.
His recommendations for improving
the present water system may be div-
ided into four parts :' (1) The laying of
pipes and construction of a tunnel
from the intake to the pumping sta-
tion. (2) The construction of a sub-
giding reservoir. '(3) Filter beds, and
(4) new mains to connect with the
Rose Hill and Bglinton reservoirs. The
subsiding reservoir involves a capital
outlay of $110,000. The filter beds are
estimated at $2,055,000, and in addition
to this is an item of $110,000 for plant
to pump water to the filters. The es-
tlml.tg for the -steel pipe and tunnel
across the bay is-$486,000, of which
$70,000 is for the pipe and the balance
for the tunnel. We can very well get
along without the filters for some years.
The water at the intake is, as we get
it at present, decidedly purer than
that which most cities obtain, and un~
til we can afford the luxury of having
it filtered we may -rest assured that
the water is good enough for all prac-
tical purposes. The immediate con-
struction of a subsiding reservoir may,
perhaps, be advisable from an economi-
cal point of view. It will relieve us
of the trouble which we have experi-
snced in the past in regard to sand
choking  up the conduit and interfer-
ing with elevators and machinery in
the city. The éapital required for this
is only $110,000, and as thig reservoir
would, in addition to relieving us of
sand, help to purify the water, the
enginecer would probably recommend
it as one of.the first things to be un-
dertaken in improving the system,

But .the only work that is really
called@ for 'immediately is the con-
struction of a suitable conduit from
the intake to the well. The engineer
forcibly reminds us that the present
system is very defective and iiable to
cause us trouble at any moment. No
matter what system of waterworks is
,o,d'opted, we cannot afford to defer
replacing the wooden conduit by a
steel pipe at the .earlest possible mo-
ment. A tunnel, .too, should be begun
this year, or, at the latest, next year.
With these two improvements, togeth-
er with the subsiding reservoir, we
believe the system would be as perfect
as we would require. The question of
the immediate present is the providing
of $70,000 for the six-foot steel pipe |
from' the intake to the mouth of the:
proposed tunnel. The Board of Works
yesterday recommended the taking of
a vote of the citizens to raise the
money for this purpose. If the vote
should happen to prove adverse, which
we do not think it will, the Council
will have no other alternative than
raising the $70,000 by direct taxation.

The essential features of Mr. Man-
sergh’s scheme involve an expenditure
of much less than $1,000,000. All the
other recommendations are subsidiary
and may be undertaken or not, just
as we.may deem advisable, in the fu-
ture. ‘It is well that the publie should
umderstand this ‘thorpughly.; An offi-
cial statement from Mr. Keating as
to what Mansergh’s recommendations
really involve would be in order.

SOCIALISM AND THRES PER CENT. MONEY

British Consols sold last month at
109, which means that the owners are
drawing but 2.35 per cent. interest on
their investment. The Financial News
thinks it is highly probable that in a
few years Consols will be valued on a
two per cent. basis, The enormous ac-
cumulation of idle funds in Great Bri-
tain is responsible for this remarkably
low rate of intérest on money invested
in Consols. It ig also the principal rea-
son why English investors have to be
satisfied with no more than 3 per cent.
from ordinary industrial and commer-
cial ventures. An investment that re-
turns three per cent. in England is of
the gilt-edge variety. Three pér cent.
money in Ontario would prove a god-
gend to farmers, to businessmen, to
owners of real estate, As long, how-
ever, as English money has to go

likely Canadian borrowers will be able
to obtain it at less than six, certainly
not less than five per cent. The only
prospect that the Ontario farmer has
of getting money at somewhere ap-
proaching the English rate is by the
Government acting as the middle-man
between the English capitalist and the
Canadian borrower. The English Gov-
ernment at the present time is about
to establish a precedent for a policy
that has hitherto appeared a remote
contingency in Ontario. Last week a
bill received its second reading in the
Imperial Parliament, in virtue of which
workingmen will be enabled to borrow
money for building purposes from the
loeal authorities. It is proposed to ad-
vance 75 per cent. of the value on ap-
plications for loans up to $1000. The
Government or the local authorities will
stand between those who lend the
money and the borrowers, and in this
way the English workingman will be
enabled to float a loan at less than
three per cent.
