FARMER ELFORD'S CRIME.

Mentally Unbalanced He Cut His Throat
While in Jail,

Cobourg. Ont.. Nov. 7.—~This evening
about 6 o’clock Robert Elford, who is
an inmate of the county jail, cut his
throat with ‘a dinner knife and died
in 30 minutes.

£10,723. Mr. Ivey stated that he had not
the slightest conception of his position un-
til he went to the bank to get his remit-
tances cabled, to meet his bills on Oct. 4
last. Then the bank intimated to him that
in consequence of the serious state of busi-
ness generally they could not see their
way clear to increase his credit. The list

Gladstone had exer-
ciged self-denial, while to find exam-
ples of what had become of those who
fad not followed this rule in life one
had only to look at the faces -of many
of the old men of to-day.
