AND 200 BURNED TO DEATH

——

Thirteen Hundred Philippine Insur-
' gents Slaughtered.

—

A Most Deeisive Vietory Gaimed by the
Spanish Forces—Ofiicials at Madrid
Jabilant—A saspicion That Japan Has
Had a Good Deal to Do With the Philip-
pine Rebellion and Satisfaction im
spanish Circles at Her Discomfiture.

Madrid, Jan. 4—The Queen Rege'nt‘
and the Government have gent mes-
sages to Gen. Polavieja, Captain-Gen-
eral of the Philippine Islands, congratu-
lating him upon_his great victory ©
the insurgents on the heights of Ca-
caron, Province of Bulacan. In the first
engagement the loss of the rebels was
600 killed. The troops captured a large
quantity of munitions of war and &
factory in which the rebels had been
making cartridges. .

While the Spaniards were pursuing
the fleeing rebels it suspected that
the latter would mpt to 1 the
troops into an amby e in the dense
thickets through which the pursuit led.
The troops were therefore ordered to
et fire to the bushes in many places
in order to drive out any rebels who

might be lurking in them. The flames

i ith great rapidity and it was
soon learned that the suspicion of an
ambuscade was well founded,

L of the insurgents
in the bushes, evidently
waiting for the troops to pass, when
they would have attacked them in the
.  Many of the rebels. succeeded In
ing their escape for the time being,
but 200 of them perished in the fire.
In, the meantime other Spanish
columns had been hurriedly despatched
to outflank the fleeing insurgents, and
this they were successful. The reb-
els were utterly routed, losing 500 kill-
ed. The total insurgent lozs was 1300,
of the number given in
yesterday's despatches. These 200 were
without doubt,
to death. The Spanish loss was qne
officer and 26 privates killed. The vie-
tory, which, it is believed, will prove &
crushing blow to the insurrection, is
hailed everywhere with delight.

Gen. Polavieja has confirmed the sen-
tence of death imposed by a court mar-
tial on 11 rebel#chiefs, including three
priests.

One.of the
prisoners has stated that he knew that
Japan intended to send a squadron of
war ships to the Philippine Islands, and
that she would recognize the belliger-
ency of the rebels if all the provinces
revolted. This confirms the belief that
has been entertained ever since the
outbreak of the insurrectiom, that Ja-
pan,which is very anxious to secure pos-
session of the islands, is responsible for
much, if not all, of the trouble.
