the American roads. On account . of
the enormous amount of traffic han-
dled between Chicago and New York,
and the keen competition that exists,
rates between those points are on a
very low basis, Omne of our Canadian
railways in connection with an, Ameri-
can road from Suspension Bridge is
competing for a share of this through
traffic. The rates between Chicago
and New York are undoubtedly on a
paying basis, or they would not be in
existence, Some of the American roads
{ practically handle nothing else but
this through business, and pay a rea-
sonable dividend. Centainly the more
business ‘a railway hduls the better
able it should be to reduce rates. Well,
then, doeg The Globe pretend to advise
that, so long as the Grand Trunk is
hauling this through business from
Chicago to Suspension Bridge, it
should reduce its loca] yates in Can-
ada to the basis  of the American
rates? Such'an argument would be
perfectly absurd.

The Globe is very much struck on
the manner in which the State of Iowa
handleg its railways.
