Medical Health Officer Sheard yesterday
gave The World some facts about the con-
nection that had been traced between the
scarlet fever epidemic and the milk sup-
ply. The doctor says that by careful in-
vestigation he feund that the dairy that ne
afterwards ordered to be closed was sup-
plying milk to quite a number of families
in which scarlet fever had broken out. A
careful inspection of the cattle belonging
to this dairyman followed, and they were

found to be in a perfectly healthy coundl-
tion. Suspeciing that the infection was

‘carried in the boitles, 1200 new ones were

precured, But when it was found that there

. was no abatement of the outbreak Dr.

sneard advided the dairy in guestion to be
slosed and cleaned out from:tcp to botzoj.u._
This was done, and about a week ago milk
was again allowed to be delivered from t!gxs
dairy and ne further outbreak has been re-
ported. There is every reason to suspect
that the infection was carried from the bot-
tles to the brushes used for cleaning theu
in fact, the doctor says he only kmuows of
two dairies in which the cleaning process is
properly carried on. Very few of the bot-
tles used by dairymen will stand the heag
necessary to sterilize them. The majority
of them will crack, and it is not unnaturat
that some of the dairymen apply less hecat
than is required to destroy the infection.
The bottles commonly used nowadays cost
about seven cents each, and a bottle of
such a quality as to stand sterilizing heat
would cost a good deal more.
