Severely Tested an Me Great Northern Bend 
at St. P.nl,

A very ingenious and valuable contriv­
ance for the saving of life by prevent­
ing railroad accidents through forgetful­
ness of trainmen has just been invented. 
The machine has just stood a very se­
vere test on the Great Northern Rail­
road, at St. Paul, after having been 
previously operated successfully on the 
St. Paul and Duluth road. Practical 
railroad men in this section have given 
strong indorsements to the device after 
seeing its work. The object, of the de­
vice is to provide an accurate and re­
liable reminder signal and distance in­
dicator for locomotives, by means of 
which engineers are prevented from tor- 
getting their train orders as to stopping 
or meeting pants. The mechanism is 
simply but positively connected with 
the forward tracks of the engine, there­
by accurately measuring the distance 
traveled, the diaJ-^-pIaced in front of 
the engineer—showing correctly the dis­
tance traveled- Above tie smaller of 
the two dials are placed fifteen triggers 
or dogs, pivoted at equal distances 
around thé centre. When the engineer 
receives,bis orders he sets one or more 
of these triggers to e point one mile 
short of the distance to be traveled be­
fore reaching stopping place. The mile­
age indicator, on reaching such point, 
releases the trigger, which starts a 
signal for whistle-blowing. This 
tinues to blow for one-quarter of a mile, 
promptly warning the engineer of the 
near approach to stopping place. If the 
engineer is inattentive and fails to stop 
when this last mile has been run over, 
the machine sets the airbrake and 
stops the train for hm. A train similar­
ly equipped coming in the opposite direc­
tion would be stopped in tile same man­
ner and a collision prevented. The de­
vice can be made to ran forward or 
backward. For foggy or stemring wea­
ther, or for dark nights, the device is 
considered especially valuable for or­
dinary road use, although- its life- 
saving feature was the point at first 
sought for by Mr. Wallace.
