After congratulating the creditors on the 

selection of their representatives the Mas­
ter tendered the committee some advice as 
to their duties. The outside public might 
regard tuelr dealings with ibis matter 
through spectacles that were colored poli­
tically, but it was the committee’s duty to 
look through the clear light of business 
spectacles. When they were In doubt as 
to any question of law they should co 
the liquidator and his solicitor. Proceed­
ing, the Master explained thé present posi­
tion of affairs. The creditors were to have 
all their claims in by March 31. Share­
holders were liable to the amount of their 
unpaid shares, and in regard to the pay­
ment of dividends that have not been 
earned It was for the liquidator to say who 
was liable. Two parties were liable by 
law. Shareholders might be ordered to re­
fund, or directors, managers and auditors 
compelled to make up the sum. in the 
case of the Oxford Building Society the 
court held that the balance sheets put for­
ward by directors without scrutiny were 

legal, and they were ordered to make 
full compensation. In the Leeds Company 
case not only directors but auditors were 
compelled to make restitution. The Mas­
ter added that he did not know how far 
the law was applicable to the present case.

Sketch of the Eventful and Brilliant Career 
of Prof. Franklin Howard 

Ker/ooi, D. D. *
This eminent preacher, professor and 

temperance advocate who Is to preach the 
anniversary sermons In the College-street 
Baptist Church next Sunday was. born iu 
Virginia In 1847. He entered the Confeder­
ate army when about 18 years of age. Soon 
after tne close of the war he 'became a 
student in «Columbian University, Wasutng- 
ton, D. C., where he was graduated in 
1869. He pureued theological studies in the 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary 
(then at Greenville, S.C., now in Louisville, 
Ky.,), and in the Crozer Theological Semin­
al y, near Philadelphia (1869-1872). After 
traveling in Europe, Egypt and Palestine 
he studied for a year in the University of 
Leipzig.

In 1877 he succeeded Dr. Rdchard Fuller, 
one of the most eloquent and Influential 
preachers of hls time, a« pastor of the 
Eutaw-place Baptist Church, Baltimore In 
1883 he became pastor of the Strong-place 
Baptist Church, Brooklyn.

In 1887 be was appointed co-professor of 
systematic theology (along with Dr. Jf. P. 
Boyce), in the Southern Baptist Theological 
Seminary. Two years later he succeeded 
Dr. Boyce In hls chair in the seminary, and 
In hls administration of the finances of 
the Institution. During the last few years 
(especially since the death of Drs. Boyce 
and Booadus) he has come to be accepted 
as one of the -trusted leaders of the South­
ern Baptists.

Dr. Kerfoot is highly popular among the 
students and In the denomination at large. 
He has an uncommonly tine p 
rich voice, genial manners, and 
gifts of a high order. He is just now en­
gaged as a representative of several de­
nominations of Christians in seeking to 
secure the enactment of a local option bill 
by -the Kentucky Legislature. The tem­
perance people of Toronto and those who 
are fond of eloquent preaching will no 
doubt crowd the church at ali the services.
