5. The Catholle inspector wiil confer with
the Archbishop-regarding books in read-
ing, history, geography and religious in-
structions to be employed In e Cath-
olle schools. .

Franchise Bill Passed the Second Reading
After Belng Debated at Some
Length

Ottawa, March 29,—(Special.)—In the Rail-
way Committee to-day Mr. Blair made a
strong plea in favor of Mr, D. C. Corbin’s
Kettle River railway bill, a proposition
which will tap the trade of Canada, out
in the Boundary Creek distriet of British
Columbla, and .divert it into American
channels. So strong is the sentiment In
British Columbia against the bill that the
Provincial Legislature has filled a solemn

protest against it. However, Mr. Blair
supported the bill in a vigorous speech, tak-
ing exactly o![_)émslte ground to that which
he put forward last year in support of the
Crow’s Nest Pass rallway subsiay.

Blair’s Change ef Front.

When the House met in the afternoon
Mr, Davin brought up the matter. The,
following is a portion of tae extract read
by Mr, Davin from Mr. Blair's speech of
last session: 4

It does seem to be n serious questio
whether it is not the duty of Parliament
to lend every possible aid, without delay,
in order that we may come into possession
as soon as possible—the exclusiveBposses-
sion—of +this valuable territory. ecause
the committee must not lose sight of the
fact that this important section of the
country lies immediately adjacent to the
boundary of the United States, It is not
very far from an extensive trunk line of
railway. It will not take many miles of
raflway to be laid down in order to pene-
trate that Boundary Creek section. Now
that the people on the southern side of
the border are liable to do in respect of
that Boundary country what they have al-
most done in respect of the Kootenay dis
trict, they are liable, by building a section
of the railway Into that country, to get
possession of it, from a business and trade
point of view, and they are liable to di-
vert the trade away from our own coun-
try, from the east and from the coast, and
carry it to the south of the line.”

It was less than a year ago, namely, on
June 18, 1897, that the Minister of Rail-
ways laid down the foregoing policy in the
House. To-day he takes quite the opposite
view, and Mr. Davin, who professed to be
béwildered at this contradiction of state-
ments, asked the Minister to enligtg~n the
House upon the subject.

But Mr, Blair sat silent in his seat.

Several Enqgalries,

Several enquiries upon important topics
were directeda at the Ministry by the uUp-
positlon at the opening of the House.

Sir Charles Tupper enquiréd what .truth
there was in the statement that Mr. M. C.
Cameron, M.P., was to be appointed Lieu-
tenant-Governor of the Norihwest.

»1f it were well founded at ail,’”” was the
Premier's reply, “the matter would be made
otficial and, as it has not been made of-
ficial, it is not well founded.”

Mr. Foster observed that the statement
had been made in the Senate that a wagon
road by an all-Canadian route would be
made into the Yukon for the mounted police
and military, and he would like to know
what was the Government's policy in this
regard. :

Sir Wilfrid would state nothing further
than that it had been announced in the
House that the Government would ask Par-
liament for an appropriation for the survey
of the route from Observatory Inlet and
Glenora, or Telegraph Creek, on ‘the Sti-
kine River. He intimated, however, that
he could not maké any statement of the
Government's policy in the event of the
rejection of the Yukon Rallway Bill by the
Senate.

(Lib., Labelle), who spoke strongly in favor
of the bill, after whom the speakers were
Messrs. Clancy, Casey, Rogers, Stenson and
Powell. The latter moved the following
amendment:

“That the bill be not now read a second
time, but that it be resolved that this
House, while desirous of reducing the ex-
pense of preparation of lists, as far as
may be practicable, considers that no sys-
tem of franchise would Dbe satisfactory
which does not preserve Federal control,
Hmh on the basis of suffrage and voters’

sts.’

The debate was continued by Messrs.
Martin, Britton, Hughes, McCleary, Hen-
derson, Glllles, Robertson, Davin, Moorz.
Legris. Chauvin and Flelding., At 1215,
the division was recorded and Mr. Powell’s
amendment defeated by 97 to 48.

The division was a strietly party one,
