A GREAT FRUIT CROP.

The l‘li.l Crop Dilletln Issued by
the Agricultare Department—
Tobacco Also Good.’

The following facts were gleaned from a
careful perusal of the latest report Issued
by the Minister of Agriculture for Ontarlo:

Fall Wheat—Poor yields exceptional;
large ylelds common. Grain plump; weight
as high as 64 pounds to the bushel. The
yleld is 24 bushels per acre. The new fail
wheat area doubled. An encouraging out-

look. -

Spring Wheat—The -acreage Is only a
little over one-third of that of fall wheat;
average yleld; the quality good, A large
goose whedt has been growa.
The yleld is ]7.7 bushels per acre.

Barley—Thé yleld per acre has been large
and a better sample of grain as to welght
and color has seldom been raised. The
yleld is 28.9 bushels per acre.

Qats—The crop has turned out two bushels
per acre better than was estimated before
narvest, bringing the yield up to the extra-
ordinary total of 86,858,203 bushela,

fiye—What little rye was grown for
graf;; turned out well.

Peas—This appears to have been the most
anfortunate of the grain crops. The crop
continued to drop in yield, so that the final
statement gives 13,521263 bushels, some-
what under the previous year, and 15.6
bushels per acre, as compared with 19.6
bushels per acre, the average for the period.

Corn—Drought -and an attack of frost in
July wrought considerable injury, The
crop, however; turned out: better than was
expected earlier In the season.

Tobacco—This crop has turned out well
The genson for setting out plants was rather
dry, but the general growth was good, and
a large guantity of leaf was obtained. A
little late planted was caught by frost, but
the bulk of the-trop escaped.

Beans turrmed out best in the TLake Erie
counties, where the bulk of the crop 18

TOWR.

Buckwheat—The crop is a conmiparatively
poor one. i

Potatoes-—~The crop:is light throughout
the province. Early ‘potatoes a complete
failure. The quality is good.

Turnips—A fair average yield, The crop
has been secured.

Mangel Wurzels—This has probably been
the mgst successful of any of the root
crops. Very little of the crop remains to
be taken up.

Carrots—Carrots have done well, especlal-

in the West. The yleld has been got un-
der cover in good condition.

Fruit and Fruit Trees—Fruit. trees and
vines are in a generally healthy and thriv-
ing condition. There were many caus?s
which adversely affected the frult crop.
The drought and frost inflicted considerable
fnjury during the earlier stages of its de-
velopment, and much loss has also been
caused by Insect pests. The apple crop in
particular, suffered ' much from worms,
much of the fruit being affected in unspray-
ed orchards. The tent caterpillar also did
injury. Notwithstanding all disadvantages,
the returns-from all over the province show
that the supply of fruit, more especlally of
apples, was considerably more than suffi-
clent for home consumption, very large
shipments having been made to England
and the United States from the western
fruit-growing  section. ~ Pears, peaches,

ums and ‘the smaller fruits were also

ipped from many localities. .
