In
other citlés the system has been found to
be eminently satisfactory and by adopting
it here it is firmly believed that the vexed
questi of sewage disposal will be soived.

States. It Is uaderstood that the Britisi
anthorities quite tully coincide with this
view, and that, white the Germans seemed
to regard it favorably, it was left open for
wore mature approval by the Berin au-
therities. In conceding this island and ‘har-
bor to the United Suites, account was 1aken
of the fuct that If an agreement was reach-
ed on that point it wouid stul be for the
United States Senate to give its approval
to the arrangement, One of the remaining
islands, Upolu, is of much value, while the
other, Savali, i# practically valueless,

It 1s suggested that Great Britain cede
the Gilberr and Solomon Islands to Gei-
many, the latter retiring trom Samoa.

The Fijl Islands and some other points
also have been considered diring the dis-
cussion, but thus far Germany has not act-
ed favorably on the suggestion, and there
have been evidences that she preferrved to
retain her interest and make compensation
to Great Britain. This remains open and
appears to be the chief point remainmng in
the way of a final adjustment.
