Squall Struck Challenger While Pre-
paring to Race, Injuring Sir
Thomas Lipten

CAPT. WRINGE'S RELATIVE DROWNED

Cellier Was Handing Glass to Sir
Thomas When He Was Knocked
Overboard, 5

Weymouth, April 17.—Sir Thomas Lipton's
new challenger for the America’s Cup,
Shamrock 111, was dismasted In a squall
to-day shortly after leaving this harbor pre-
paratory to another ngbl spin with Sham-
rock~I. Her mast, as it fell over the side,
carried several of the erew and all the
gear and canvas overboard, One man was
drowned and several persoms, including Sir
Thomas, who was knccked down a hatch-
way, were bruised or otherwise injured.

The man who was drowned was a brother-
in-law of Captain Wringe. He w=os hand-
ing a binocular glass to Sir Thomas at the
time he was swept overboard. One of Sir
Thomas’' hands was injured, but not serl-
ously.

The yachts were manoenvring in the rcad-

stead under mafnsails, jibs, foresails and
gaff topsalls prior to the start. A strong
northeast breeze was blowlng, but there
was nothing in the nature of a gale. The
boats semed to carry their ra®ing sails
well as they feteched out from the shelter
of th~ breakwater. Shamrock ITI. leading
on a tack out scaward, apparently with the
intenticn of testing the strenglih of the
wind outside. The breeze had just weight
enough to keep her lee rail lipping. Before
the start Sir Thomas Lipton, Ratsey (the
sailmaker) and Col. Sharmun Crawford
(viee-commodcere of the Royal Ulster Yacht
Club). boarded the challenger, which made
a magnificent picture, as, under her Eloud
of canvas, she drove past Nothe Head.

The Erin had taken up a pazition to send
;the boats away around a triangular course,
and everything secmed to promise a fine
{race. SRhamrock III. thén wmade a_short |
hoard on the port tack, dragging fhru a |
iheavyAaquall with her lee decks awash.

At abont 10.40 a.m., when ncarly a mile

off shore. she went about on the starboard
itack to stand up to ercss the line, when a
'swdden gust of wind, sweeping out of Wey-
mouth Bay, struck the vacht and complete-
ly dismantled her. The weather rigging
serews of her main shronds gave way, and
lber mast carried away close to the deck,
| With it weot safls and gearing in a con-
|fuged mass of wreckage. ~The yacht's
decks were crowded. syith Sir Themas Ldp- |
ton's . guests, .officers. and men, and t |
| geemed imposgihle that 1he disaster was
not attended by serious loss of life.
' Deprived of its shromds, the Immense
|steel tubular mast swaved for a fraction
‘of a second and went overboard, creating
| general havoc as it fell. So sudden was the
i calamity that the yacht lay, wrecked and
helpless, before ithose on board realized
what had happened. Fortunately, most of
the tremendous weight of the gear fell
clear of the deck. Otherwise the disaster
mmst bave been muitiplied ten-fold. As it
was, only one life was lost, that of a mem-
ber of the crew, named Collier. a brother-
in-law of Captain Wringe. Collier, at the
moment of the accident, was handing a
I hinnewlar glass to Sir Thomas Lipten, and
istill had the glass in his hand, when he
was struck by some of the tumbling gear
and knocked overboard. The rattle of
blocks and wire ropes on the metal deck
of the boat drowned all other sounds for a
time. . \

The lull was broken by a sharp order
from Captain Wringe to get away 2 hoat.
The eaptain's self-possession spurfed the
orew to instant actiom: and a boat was shot |
overhoard, manped aund slarted to search |
for Collier, * Boats also were dropped from
Shamrock 1. and the Erin. In a conple of
minutes there were all heading for the
acene of the accldent. Collier, however,
never reappeared. A number of cthers
were injured by falling gear, hut none was
seriously hurt. Sir Thomas was knocked
down a hatchway, and one of Ms hands
was injured, but not serloosly.

Clearing away the wreckage was quite a
diffieult task. owing to the natnre of the
spars and gear. ‘The Frin passed a I'ne to
the wrecked yacht and stood by her to
give all the aid necessary. Sir Thomas,;
who . was extremely distressed by the fa-
tality, and the injury to the vacht, said in
an interview that the accident occurred
‘al\snlmelv withont warning, apd much
| quicker than when Shamrock IT. was simi-
larly dismasted 'n the Solent.

Just as a race hetween Shamrock i,
| ghamrock 1. and Syharita was being start-
ed in the Solent, off Southampton. England,
Mav 22. 1901. a sudden squall struck the
vacht broadside on. The topmast of Sham-
rock 1I. was earried away, and then her
mainmast went by the heard, carrying all
her sai's with it and leaving her practically
a wreck. Shamrock 1. was also cons'der-
ably damaged. No ome was injured on
