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PROPER EDUCATION IN FORESTRY
FOR FARMERS AND FOR EXPERTS

Profits in Tree Planting if Itis
Undertaken on Scientific
Principles.

The fifth annual meeting of the
Canadian Forestry Association filled
the members’ reception room in the
parliament buildings with a gathering
of solid and intelléctual 166king gentle-
ment. Hiram Robinson- presided inEis
official right, and in an informal ad-
dress called attention to fire as the
greatest enemy of:the Canadian for-
ests, Careless settlers, smokers, and
the railways were the chief offenders.
Secretary Stewart reported a member-
ship of 479, an increase of 79. Father
Burke is the single member and dele-
gate from Prince Edward Island.

This has been great-
ly increased under improved methods.

i In.growing white pine it was shown

to be profitable either with selfsown
‘8seeds or planting with three year old
itrops. From the first cutting of an
{old stand to the complete clearance
and. restocking of the area by uelf-
sown seed takes seven to ten years.
A period of ninety years is considered
to be the normal period of rotation.
The Douglas fir has been introduced
from Canada to Germany with good
results, and the locust is profitable.
Tree ianting Profitable,

John Bertram, president of the Do-
minion Transportation Commission,
read a paper on Forest Management.
He advocated the growth of pine, and
dealt with means adopied to ensure
the best results. The ravages of fire
on the Georgian Bay height of land
required attention, and steps should
be taken te bring this district under
the system of fire protection. Mus-
koka was a type of country adapied
both to farming and forestry. He re-
commended farmers to acquire large
areas and devote themselves to both
pursuits Jjointly, where timber was
the most valuable crop the nature of a
soil could produce.. He personally
knew of a case in Scotland where a
pine growth ‘of fifty yeats Brought a
higher return than’could have been
obtained by renting for agricultural
purposes.
