OTTAWA, Aug. i;.—(Special.)-Hon.
Wm. Pugsley, minister of public works, 
relumed to-ilny from a seven weeks’ tour 
of the western provinces. He expresses 
himself as astonished at the marvelous 
progress the country has made since he 
traveled over it some twelve years ago.

The development of the water routes in j 
the prau le provinces Interested him most 
deeply, he said to night. He had given a 
good deal of study to the proposal to im­
prove navigation genei ally In the Saskat­
chewan River, and open up water com* 
munlcatlon between Edmonton and Win-. f 
nlpeg. This would mean everything to | 
the farmers living In proximity t<Lthat •" 
great river. .— —,

"The locks at St. Andrews will soon x-oer 
be completed, thus enabling vessels tra­
versing Lake Winnipeg tti-. reach the City 
of Winnipeg. By the expenditure , Of a 
reasçnable sum of money, It appears,” 
said Mr. Pugsley, "that It will be pos­
sible to secure water communication by 
way pt the Red River to Lake Winnipeg 
and lheySaskatchewan River.”

The minister added that, tho It might 
seem "somewhat visionary, he believed 
that a great system of waterways con­
verging on the Nelson River; and so 
reaching Hudson Bay and Europe direct­
ly, could be created.

Mr. Pugsley spoke in ' complimentary 
terms of the American settlers and the 
good work they had done In Saskatche­
wan, rendering highly productive land 
which a few years ago ever, the govern­
ment experts declared unfit for cultiva­
tion-. These men, however, had come 
from a territory in which similar dry 
conditions prevailed, and they had turn­
ed their knowledge to such good account 

'that land which they had purchased for 
two or three dollars an acre was to-day 
valued at from thirty to forty dollars.
At Dpndurn, for Instance, one farmer ex­
pected 35,000 bushels of wheat from two 
sections, while another anticipated 50,000 
bushels from two thousand acres.

In British Columbia, said Mr. Pugsley, 
h£ had not heard the oriental question 
Mentioned, except by the ladles, who said 
that If they could not get more. China­
men they, Liberals and Conservatives 
alike, would get UP a monster petition to 
have a host of domestic servants import­
ed. He found that Chinamen were much 
liked as domestic servants.

Mr. Pugsley will leave for St. John,
N.B., in a few days.
