OAK HALL’S GREAT MID-WINTER SALE STARTS FRIDAY MORNINGA meeting of the creditors of E. O. 
Parsons, drygoods merchant West St. 
John, was held yesterday afternoon in 
the office of the high sheriff. Sheriff 
Wilson was confirmed as assignee and 
W. E. Foster was appointed inspector. 
These gentlemen were authorized to take 

inventory and sell the stock for the 
benefit of the creditors.

the benefit of the “Ernest Workers So­
ciety” while ,the government alleges, the 
proceeds were used for her own benefit.

More recently Miss Morrison has 
brought out another magazine known as 
“The Children’s Advocate.” The first 
number announces that the “Children’s 
Christian Association is to be organized 
and incorporated for the benefit of 
homeless children”. It tells of a gift 
of land by A. W. Morrison, father of 
Miss Morrison, in Loch Lomond, Cape 
Breton, and tells of the plans for raising 
money in Cape Breton and elsewhere.
In the June number subscriptions from 
about forty St. Stephen people are ack­
nowledged. Despatches mention the 
names of Mrs. Blood and Mr. McLellan 
as being asosclated with Miss Morrison 
in her work in Maine. It is thought 
here that the man may be a Mr. Mc­
Lennan of Cape Breton who was known 
to be assisting her some time ago.

Through the activities of Miss Mor­
rison and her associates, homes were 
found for infants in several private fam­
ilies, but afterwards complaints were 
made that board had been promised and 
not paid, and it is believed that this was 
the cause of the investigation.

Speaking of Miss Morrison’s work this 
morning Rev. J. James McCaskill said 
that he believed that the work was per­
fectly legitimate and that she would 
have no trouble in clearing herself.
While he was located in Maine he knew 
of her activities and knew of much good 
work that she did and could not believe 
her guilty of any intent to defraud. In 
the past the work has been directed to­
wards finding homes for children in pri­
vate families but last year the move­
ment was started for the establishment 
of a home in Cape Breton, and he be­
lieved that it would have been started 
by this time if it had not been for the 
war. Mr. McCaskill said that ministers 
in Sydney, Truro and other places had 
endorsed the work and evidently had 
faith in it

Rev. J. A. McKeigcn said today that 
he had never met Miss Morrison, but 
bad heard of her work through friends 
in Sydney. From what he had heard he 
thought that her intentions were per­
fectly good but that she might be 
what impractical and lacking in judg­
ment At the time the announcement 
was made of the nlans for the establish­
ment of the home in I 
B* Rev. James Fraser, Presbyterian 
minister at that place, wrote to the Syd­
ney papers condemning the scheme as 
unsound on the grounds that the loca­
tion is unsuitable and that the ground 
given as a site was of little value. Mr.
MacKeigan thought that the investiga­
tion would show that Miss Morrison’s 
intentions were good .even if the results 
were not achieved what she had intend­
ed.

Miss Morrison visited St. John not 
long since, and showed the Times the 
prospectus of the proposed cottage .îomes 
for children, to be established in Cape 
Breton, and stated that it was the Inten- 
tention to seek incorporation, to get in 
touch with Mr. Blois, and work in har­
mony with the Children’s Protection Act 
of Nova Scotia. She stated that when

proposed children's homes available for 
the three maritime provinces. She 
then collecting dollar subscriptions to­
ward the fund which she said she was 
endeavoring to raise to begin work at 
Loco Lomond, C. B., this year. Miss 
Morrison had a long list of signatures 
of Nova Scotia people on her list, in­
cluding well known names.
