The in-
jtiative comes from the woman, and
pnly an extremely insensitive or un-

obtrusive man will fail to take his cue
from the woman.
“Jll-mannered, ungracious people, be
they shop girls, telephone operators,
or duchesses, are very foolish people—
foolish in their own interests; for
momepts come in the lives of every
one of us, no matter how sclf-reliant
we may be, when we need the out-
stretched hand.
“To exaggerate and be indiscrimin-
ate in the use of words is a tempta-
tion you must avoid. It leads to in-
sincerity and artificiality.
“In language today, we have ‘a reign
of terror.’ Everything is terribly nice,
terribly amusing, terrifically funny.
Just as when I was a little girl things
were‘awful.
