HER ASSAILANT

Young Woman Attacked In
River View Park

PRISONER DENIES IT

Preliminary Examination on Serious
Charge Begins in Police Cout
—Miss Earle Tells of Attack

Michael Burns was brought before the
police court this morning to face a seri-
ous charge, that of attacking a young
woman of Prospect street last might, in
Douglas avenue near Riverview park. A
preliminary examination was begun be-
fore Magistrate Ritchie. Miss Lillian
Earle told the court of a dastardly at-
tack made on her early in the evening as
she was coming through Riverview park.
She said she saw three men sitting on
a seat in the park, and that one dashed

under the shade of a tree and caught
her as she passed. She got away from
him, but he followed her across the
street and caught hold of her again. She
Jjabbed him with her hatpin, and then
walked along. He followed her, how-
ever, down towards Main street. She
called for help, but was caught again
and thrown against a stone wall. Her
head was forced back into some lilac
bushes and her assailant put his hand
across her throat, so that she could not
call out. She struggled and stabbed him
again  with - her hatpin and was
positive that she struck him
two or three times in the left cheek.
She finally managed to cry out again
and this time the assailant, whom she
positively identified to be the defendant,
left her. She then met Frank Cunard,
whom she knew well, and’ together they
went to lay a complaint with the police.
They met Policeman Briggs soon after-
wards and it was not long until he and
Sergeant Smith had Burns under ar-
rest on suspicion.

When he was brought into court this
morning Burns positively denied that he
was the man, saying that he had not
been in Douglas avenue since his little
girl was buried a few weeks ago. The
prisoner’s face was scratched on hoth
cheeks and Miss Earle said she knew he |
was the man who attacked her. She also |
sald she had known him before when in !
Milford and said that about two years
ago he was charged with having attack-
ed a Syrian woman in Fairville.

Miss Earle showed a bruise under her
left ear which she sald was a result of
the attack. She showed a piece of a
hatpin about two inches long, which she
said she found this inorning near the
scene of the struggle where her hatpin
was broken in her efforts to beat off the
assailant. The rest of the hatpin she
handed over to the police.

Frank Cunard said he had known Miss
Earle for a long time. When he met |
her in Douglas avenue about five min- |
utes after the attack he found her crying |
and she told her story. He told of go- |
ing with her to notify the police.

The prisoner is a man about thirty-five
years of age. He was remanded.

One of the benefits which this part of
the country is likely to reap from the
European war situation is an increase in
the cut of pulp-wood in New Brunswick
and also an increase in the freight re-
ceipts on the I, C. R. from the hauling
of this commodity. i

The imports of pulp from Europe to:
the United States have been of large pro-
portions and it is inevitable that the war,
will have the effect of reducing the ship-
ments from the other side in some de-|
gree, and, possibly, to a very large ex-i
tent,

If this is the case the manufacturers
will have to look elsewhere for their
supplies and the pulp mills on this side
of the ocean will benefit proportionately.
Owing to the growing scarcity of pulp
wood in the Uniteq States, Canada may
be looked upon to supply much of the
additional quantity required and New
Brunswick should get a substantial share‘
of the business. |

During the last year the pulp manu-:
facturing trade in the United States was |
at a rather low level and any improve- !
ment from ordinary causes should help
to stirulate the purchase of raw mater-.
ial in New Brunswick, apart from the
effect of the war upon the business.
