The Pond in

Mr. Samuel Wilmot, of the Dominion
Fishery department, while in the city
yesterday paid a visit to Carleton in con-
nection with the proposed changes which
the department intend making about the
Carleton mill pond in order
to make it fit for
keeping parent salmon in until they are
readyfor the uses of the hatchery at
Rapid de Femme. The use of the pond
has been granted by the common coun-
cil, and any works to be erected must be
satisfactory to them. The intention is
3 build a bulkhead or dam - across the
raceway, which lets the water in
and out of the pond from the
harbor, this dam to be high
enough to keep five feet more
water in the pond at low tide than now
remains in it when the tide is out.
There will be a culvert in the bulk head,
which will be closed with a slide-door
so that when it is necessary to remove
the fish from the pond the slide door
can be raised and the water allowed to
escape through the culvert, leaving the
fish in a very shoal basin.

When the slide is raised to let the
water out an iron grating will keep the
fish from going out with it. The dam or
bulkhead will be built about under where
the raceway crosses the railway. From
the top of the dam to a couple of feet a-
bove,high water aheavy iron grating will
be put in, extending the raceway,so as to
keep the salmon from escaping from the
pond at high tide.

The work is to be commenced very
soon and has to be completed before June
1st. A large number of salmon will be
purchased, and the fishermen are to be
paid $2.50 per fish for all the department
takes of them.
