and that debentures to the amount of
$35,000 issue under the provisions of
section 26 of 52 Vic., cap. 27, to pay for
work being done under sections 24 and 25
of said act being in the sum of $10,000
for work being done on the western side
of the harbor, and in the sum of $25,000
for paying the highway to Indiantown, [
such debentures to be in sums of not
less than $500 each, bearing interest at
the rate of 4 per cent. and payable in 40
years. Adopted.

The board of works recommended that
a memorial under the seal of the city be
forwarded to the minister of rail-
ways, praying that gates be erected on
all streets where the tracks of the I. C. R.
cross the street in the city, and further
that this board take such steps under the
advice of the recorder to compel the St.
John Bridge and Railway Extension
company to have gates erected where
their tracks cross the streets. They re-
ported that in their opinion it is not de-
girable that a fence should be erected
around the old burial ground, and
that wall and coping should only be
placed in such places as may
be absolutely necessary, and they
would recommend that they have
the authority to take such steps as they
may deem proper to have the grounds
put in a good sufficient state. They re-
commended that they have the author-
ity to settle the claim of Saunders Clark
against the city, and that they be anthor-
ized to call for tenders for laying water
main for about 700 feet along St. John
street west. They further recommended
that the tender of John Ferguson for
$7,304, being the lowest, be accepted for
the erection of the warehouse on
the Pettingill wharf. They reported
that T. L. Morrissey has no claim
against the city, It was recommended
that the report of Mr. Murdock, the
superintendent of water and sewerage be
printed with the city accounts. The
board recommended that they have power
to close up any public street under repair
at any time they may think it desirable
to do so; that Mrs. Elizabeth Costigan be
paid a sum not to exceed $200, for dam-
age to her property in consequence of
overflow of water. It was further recom-
mended that in future five members of
this board constitute a quorum; that the
common clerk notify David O'Coninell that
the city will proceed with the work of fin-
ishing the grading of Delhi and Brnns-
wick streets, under the provisions in the
contract made between the city and
Michael Corr, the contract having been
assigned to Mr. O'Connell. The board
reported that the sub-committee had con-
ferred with D. W. Clark & Son with re-
ference to their contract with the city
for the operation of the Carleton electric
lights and submitted a report. It was
therefore, recommended that the council
approve of certain changes made in the
contract, and that Messrs. Clark be call-
ed on to supply two additional lights un-
der the terms of their contract.
