THE WIRELESS SYSTEM

Is Being Installed Among Puget Sound 
Ports With Government Co-oper­

ation.

A system of wireless telegraph connec­
tion is being installed on the Sound, the 
United States government -co-operating 
in the work. The first station which is 
being equipped is at Fort Casey. The 
160-foot pole used in connection with it 
has been erected under the superintend­
ence of Mr. New, of the Pacific Wireless 
Telegraph Company.

At Fort Casey matters are rapidly 
taking on that aspect which will admit 
of the final installation of the complete 
plant. Quarters for the reception of the 
delicate instruments and the housing of 
the operators are to be erected without 
delay. The material is already on the 
ground, having been shipped there in 
knock-down fashion, and only awaits the 
arrival of carpenters from Seattle to set 
them up. The instruments for the sta­
tion are under way and will be installed 
without delay upon the completion of the 
buildings.

At Port Townsend a second station is 
being erected. No building will have to 
be erected there. The exact location of 
the third land station has not yet been 
decided on, but will most likely go to 
Friday Harbor or Roche Harbor, where 
it will be of great assistance ,’n facili­
tating the work of the collector of cus­
toms.

A fourth instrument will be installed 
on the revenue cutter Grant. Commer­
cial stations will be located later as the 
company gets in shape for the further 
expansion of their business.

On Monday evening she ate 
nothing, and she took no breakfast 01 
Tuesdv.y morning, xxt, her last meal at 
witness’s house she had eaten some cold 
ham, cucumber -and mutton. She was 
of a delicate constitution.

The coroner, in summing up. said that 
death from acute indigestion was not 
uncommon. , The symptoms in this 
and that of>nRtctmaine poisoning 
very similar, the-flatter, however, being 
very severe. When he saw the girl ea 
Tuesday last he did not think the indi­
cations required an inquest. This had 
been held in response to public clamor.

After the jury had returned the above 
mentioned verdict, the coroner said he 
had intended to make some “caustic 
comments” on this cast*, but had re­
frained. He attributed the agitation f >r 
an inquest to the incorrect reports given 
out in the pros-s as to the cause of 
death. These reports were due to the 
fact that the -reporter who had spoken 
to him preferred to do Ills work by tele­
phone, instead of coming to see him, aa 
he had been requested. ■

Foreman Petch suggested a rider to 
•the verdict, condemning the reports ap­
pearing in the press, but the jury quite 
wisely refused to discuss the matter.

There has been no “Incorrect reporting 
in the Times as to the cause of Misa 
Frith’s death. This paper simply pub­
lished whiat it had been- told by the medi­
cal practitioner ïn attendance. Dr. Hart, 
whom it considered the proper authority. 
When the r.etifirter 'communicated with 
him by telephone in reply to qu stions, 
he said that the indications were that 
death resulted from poisonous food of 
some kind. From what the doctor said 
the reporter was led to believe that the 
oause of death had bet^ as stated. At 
that time Dr. Hart said nothing about 
calling to see him. It was later in ithe 
day. in response to another-telephonic 
communication, that he curtly ask'd the 
reporter to come and see him if “he 
wanted news.” As tltb. doctor had al­
ready givep 1 the, Mxformation required, 
it wasn’t nectary to accept the invi­
tation.

** Common is the commonplace.’* The 
most valuable of civil benefits is such a 
commonplace matter, that we scarcely 
give it a thought. It would take a win­
ter on a whaler nipped in an ice floe to 
make us truly appreciable of the worth 
of the postal service. What a wonder­
ful thing it is ! Wonderful in its organ­
ization, with its vast machinery for the 
collection and distribution of letters, its 
railway mail cars, its route riders, the 
unfailing order and precision of its 
methods. Wonderful it is too in its re- 
su.vS. It knits together families widely

separated. It carries across the eea 
some tender lover's message or perhaps 
a little flower piçked from the daisied 
grave of an English churchyard. Every 
hour of every day the mail bag is packed 
with words which waken love and laugh­
ter, and words which deepen the furrow 
in the cheek and dim the failing sight 
with bitter tears.

But with all this there is going on 
through the mail service a dissemina­
tion of human knowledge, a reaching 
out of human help which is one of the 
crowning blessings of our century. The 
correspondence schools led by Chautau­
qua, are sending to every village and 
hamlet:the broader knowledge which is 
so eagerly craved by many who are shut 
in to the homely duties of a humble 
life. Without the mail system this plan 
of" education would be impracticable.

Every mail, too, carries from the great 
centers, the advice of great physicians, 
which it would be impossible for the 
distant public to obtain were it not for 
the mails. Few people realize how 
many thousand people depend on the 
mail service for medical treatment. Not 
long ago when some postal affairs were 
being discussed in connection with the 
erection of the new postoffice LVhling 
in Buffalo.
