Thursday the electors of Vietoria se-
lected their aldermen and three of their
school trustees for the term of 1905. The
polling marked the termination of the
contest that was conspicuous because of
the absence of excitement, and the ap-
parent indifference of the public. The
election of Mayor Barnard by ‘acclama-
tion and the lack of controversial sub-
jeets in the early part of the campaign,
if there was a campaign, doubtless were
for the apathy that pre-

policy beyond the usual generalities and
the therefere had nothing to
warm themselves over.

A feature of yesterday’'s returns was
the extermination of the old guard im
North Ward. The two representatives
who offered themselves for re-election,
Alds. Beckwith and Kinsman, were laid
low, although the former gave his con-
queror, W. F. Fullerton, a good run
for his victory. The defeat of Ald, Kins-
man is more than an ordinary incident,
because he was the veteran of veterans
on the municipal board, and it was his
first reverse in a decade or more of ac-
tive participation in public affairs. The
vote polled by W. J. Hanna, who came
second in this ward, was a surptise to
the superficial observer. It was con-
ceded that Mr. Hanna would make a
pretty strong run, but in this, his first:
battle for aldermanic honors, it was not
expected that he would do so well.

In Central Ward it was believed that
last year’s trio would be re-elected. The
vote polled in this ward was quite small,
but there was a fair margin between the
first, second and third candidates. Be-
tween Ald. Elford and H. E. Levy, how-
ever, but six vofes intervened. Neverthe-
less there was less certainty regarding
the results in this division than in ‘the
other electoral sections.

There was a genuine surprise in
South Ward. Ald. Vincent was defeateds
end Jas. Douglas headed the polls. The
Times yesterday predicted that Mr.
Douglas would be returned, but did met
expect he would leap into first place. He
beat Ald. Fell, who came second, by
thirty votes and Ald. Oddy by thirty-
three.

It is amusing to contemplate the child-
ish attitudes beaten candidates occa-
sionally adopt in their attempt to dec-
count fcr defeat. For instance, the pa-
pers have been resentfully informed by
vanquished aspirants that their chances
were blasted by the pre-election predie-
tions that were made yesterday. It was
manifestly impossible for the prophets
to include all the candidates in the slate
predicted, much as they might have de-
gired to do, and it is worth while noting
that several whose returng were pre-
dicted were defeated. The successful
candidates were elected because those
who cared enough to qualify to vote
wanted them, and that was all there was
to it.

The results in the school trustee con-
test were as generally expected, Alf.
Huggett, Dr. Bolton and Geo. Jay being
returned by substantial margins.

The mnearest approach to excitement
since the elections were announced was
visible at the various polling stations
while the count was in progress. As
usual the arrangements for facilitating
this function were first-class, Mr. North-
cott being foo old a hand at the work
to overlook any essential detail. Unfor-
tunately the returning officer could not
be everywhere at once, whieh accounts
for the absence of any bulletins regard-
ing the contest for school trustee until
quite late in the evening. Reporters
were denied admittance to the holy of
holies in which the count was taking
place, namely, the police court chambers,
the officers in charge of this department
doubtless appreciating how flat, stale and
unprofitable is a little brief authority’
unless exercised with becoming pride,
pemp and circumstance. This ig the first
oceasion that newspaper reporters have
not had every facility for furnishing the
waiting public with prompt and accurate
reports of the count. Fortunately the
impasse did not exist at the market
building, where the aldermanic tally was
in progress, and the refurns were ex-
peditiously bulletined at both  newspaper
offices. A large number of plumpers were
cast for some of the candidates, Mr.
Douglas heading the list, it is reported,
with nirety-nine.

THE NAVY LEAGUE.
They Discussed Reduction of Fleet at Thelr
Last Meeting.

The usual monthly meeting of the com-
mittee of the Victoria-Esquimalt branch of
the Navy League was hewd at the secre-
tary’s office on Wednesday afternoon, the
members present being A. B. Fraser, sr,,
president, Captain Clarke, Captain Gaudin,
James Thomson, W. E. Laird, C. Hayward,
C. E. Redfern and Joseph Peirson.
Although the agenda was somewhat short,
considerable discussion took place on mat-
ters pertaining to the removal of H. M.
fleet and the subject of the memorial pass-
ed at last meeting and which had been
sent through the secretary of state for the
Governor-General in council. The attitude
of the city council relative to the same was
regarded as somewhat strange, inasmuch
as it was a matter that by some: effort
something might be gained, and, in any
event, nothing could be lest. The commit-
tee noted with pleasure that the Board of
Trade were at last dealing with the ques-
tion of the fleet and drydocking. The lat-
ter subject had very serious attention
some years ago, and representations were
made which resulted in the secretary of
the league having communications from
England, and in copies of information
elicited by a special sub-committee being
sent forward for presentation to several
members of the House of Commons about
the drydocking requirements on the Pacific.

MAY DISPOSE OF

fered for Sale—Cbanges in Naval
Regulations.

It is reported in Esquimalt that the
canteen grounds bordering the barbor on
one side and Esquimalt road on the
other, and containing several acres of
level green, are to be offered for sale in
the near future in accordance with the
plan of naval reduction here applied. The
canteen is a valuable piece-of property,
recently emclosed with a new iron femce
and, kept 4s it was by the navy, was a
favored place for the holding of games
of all kinds. q
The announcement that it is to be
sold comes in a most indirect way, but
would only be consistent with the pres-
ent admiralty policy. This, however, it.
is hoped, will be changed ere long and
that the powers over naval affairs will
be brought to a proper appreciation of
the importance of Esquimalt.

With respect fo some other changes in
the naval programme the following from
the Daily Chronicle of December 30th
will be read with interest:

“The inauguration of the big reor-
ganization scheme in the royal dockyards
was foreshadowed yesterday' by the is-
sue of an important admiralty order at
Portsmouth, directing that all officers
and men above the age of gixty years
who are still employed in the dockyards
are to be discharged by the end of
March.

“In ordinary circumstances dockyard-
men, whether on the retired or estab-
lished lists, have to retire at the age of
sixty, but if specially recommended by
their officers they are allowed to remain
until sixty-five years, when they are
compelled to retire.

The new order will be sfrictly carried
out. All men over sixty-two will leave
in one month’s time, and the remainder
by the end of March. About 150 officers
and men will be affected at Portsmouth.
‘““Though no official announcement has
yet been made, it is well understood that
the permament reduction of hired men
will be effected, and their places will be
taken- by naval ratings who have com-
pleted their time on active service. These
will still be amenable to naval discipline.
“Losses in death and retirements will
be added to by considerable discharges,
until the hired men, of whom in Ports-
mouth yard alone there are over 7,000
on a total staff of just over 11,000, have
been reduced by one-quarter.

‘““The order applies to all yards, and
the object, which is known to be much
favored by Sir John Fisher, is to give
naval mecharnics regular shore employ-
ment, and thereby popularize the service
and increase the potential reserve of
qualified men.”

There was only one man in the naval
yvard at Esquimalt whom these changes
would have affected, however, and he
mong others was recently discharged.
f the naval ratings here none are me-
chanics’ and therefore cannot take the
place of the civilians dismissed, who had
been engaged in the naval department.

DENMARK’'S NEW CABINET.

It Includes Several ‘Members of the
B Former Ministry.

Copenhagen, Jan. 13.—The new cab-
inet is composed as follows: M. J. C.
Christensen, premier and minister of
war and marine; Count Raben Levetzau,
minister of foreign affairs; M. Alberti,
minister of justice; M. Ole Hansen, min-
ister of agriculture; M. Enevold Secren-
zen, minister of instruction; M. Svend
Hoegsbro, minister of public works; M.
Sigerd Berg, minister of the interior; M.
Wilhelm Lassen, minister of finance.

Alberti, Hansen and Secrenzen, like
Christensen, belonged to the late Deunt-
zer ministry. Christensen is the first
civilian to administer the military and
naval departments of Denmark.
