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A WONDERFUL DREAM.

‘O, yes—! Yes, yes—I believe in
dreams,’ said old Silas Tafton. He tuok
another whiff at his pipe, and then
added : ‘One of the greatest specula-
tions I ever went into come of a dream,
a wonderiul dream. I'll tell yo about
it?”

And we listened to the old man’s
story as_follows :
