Death of Mrs. McOurdy.

Mrs. Catharine Thomson McCurdy, widow
i the late Rev. John McCurdy, D.D., ot
Chathsm, died last Siiday moruing after an
uluess of thres weeks, induced by a severe
«wack of the prevailing wfluenza, She haa
enjoyed remarkably good health almost up
o her last iliness, her bodily vigor enablicy
ner to perform a vast amounut of work durioy
her loug sod useful life. She died in the
nouse which had been her home for sixty-
WO years.

By the death of Mts. McCurdy another
link is broken that coonected us with the
early days of the Miramichi settlement. The
Jeceased lady was born in Perthshire, Scot-
lwd, on Ma ch 3cd 1815 and came with he:
paronts to the then viliage of Cbatham
\0 she xummer of the following year. Her
father, the Rev. James Tuowson, of the
S-cession Church of Scotland, bes des being
the tirst permanently settled Piesnyterisn
miuiater in Now Broo-wick, was the fonuder
ot St. Audrew’s Church in this tuwn, and as
1t~ pastor labored hard and taithtally will his
premature decesse in 1830. He was aloa
ma_istra'e, 8 s-hool rustre and a pioucer

long many paths ot scer:l development.
W heu h.asuccessor,the Rov. Johu MeCaruy,
ot Jusiow, N 8., arniived in Chathaw, he
touod the congregstion divided, ihe ad
nerents of the Established Church of Scot-
lsnd beiug then ia the msjrriey. The
represeniatives of the original congregation,
having received a legal indemoity fiom
tnem, ersct d iv Chatham the edifice kuown
ever since a8 St Joubu’s Coupreh.

Ia 1835 Muss Thomron was married to
Mr, McCardy. Their bappy union was ended
by Dr McCurdy’s death 1n 1868, She haa
slways been an active pa-tor's wife, and alter
ner husbanw’s des h her 1n erest and labors
ror the coogregstivn seemed to increase
S0 long wus she 1denutied with ity affuir-
that »he exercieed a remarkable 1wfuence
sver them, which slthough vot asserted by
heraclf was yet yielded as a concession due
to time-honored aud loving service rendered
with christ:au cheeifuloess and se!f-denial,
sod en active energy which was tireless.
Leug'h of years, indecd, ouly added to her
zo:l and devotion, and there was vot an
enterprise of the church which a woman
could take part in which she did ot for ward
with all her resources of hand, mind and
heart. In the religions and benevolent
work of the community geperally she was
an eager and unwearied participant. Of the
Miramichi Lacfes’ Bible Siciety she was,
for many years, the central figure and, as
was said io the funeral address oo Monday,
its continued existence was the reanlf. of her
ardor and z-al. She ever gave close atten-
tion to its interests, not ounly contributing
personsily to its funde and directing the
managemeat of jts affairs, but influeaciog
others by preeept snd example to activity in
the same direction. She wag alro associated
with the local Women’s Christigp Temper-
ance Union sad was one of its wisest and
most efficient members, her long experience
in Christian work sud practical acquaictance
with the social conditions of the commuoity
enatling ber to coun.el with wiedom,
although she never assumed nor did she en-
conrage others 1n assertiog any right to sit
iu judgment upon the efforts of other workers
to better the moral condition of those
within the circle of their jufluence.

On the very day of her death Mrs. Me-
Cardy completed her 84ta year and had
thus seen the progress of the community for
three generations, For the town of Chatham
snd for its people she had au ivtense and
loyal affection which, in her case, took the
form of active helpfuloess, She was a
woman of & singular energy and fervor of
spirit,but withal clear-sighted and practical,
0 that her influence was of the kind that 1
most effective and lasting.

Of her children, three survive her : Mrs,

Goo, Haddow, of Dalbousie; Mrs. Wm,

Anderson, of Chatham and . Professor J.
Frederick McCurdy of Toronto. Another
of her sous was Dr. John McCurdy who died
in 1885, and is weil remembered as a ekill-
ful practicing physician of the town.

The funeral services were by special re-
quest of the members of the cougregation
held in St. John’s Church at three o’clock on
Monday afteraoon. Many friends visited the
house, where there were numerous evidences
of the high regard in which the deceased
was hela. The floral offerings were quite
noticeable. A beautiful cross, composed
largely of cailas, from St. Joha's congreg a-
tion ; a large wreath from Mrs. Snowball
and a sheaf of wheat from Miss Shirreff were
amongst the most prominent of these, while
there was also a profusion of cut flowers.
There was o brief private service at the
house, which was conducted by Rev. Messrs,
Murray aod Hamilton, after which the
funeral procession was formed under the
direction of Mr. John McDonald. There
were eight pall-bearers, viz., elders Alex.
Dicksou, R. Gordoa, Wm. Gray and Alex.
McKinoon,and Messrs. D. Ferguson, Dudley
Perley, Jas. Firth and John Lobban. The
funeral was very largely attended by all
clagses in the community,many beiog present
from Newcastle, Douglastown, Nelson,
Loggieville and other centres.

The service at the charch was under the
direction of Rev.-Wm. Hamilton, who is at
present supplyiog St. John’s congregations
the clergy assisting being Revds. T. G.
Johnstone, D. Henderson, W. C. Calder,
Wm. Aitken, Geo. M. Young and L Jack,
aud in addition to these Rev. Jas. Murray
4nd D. Macintosh were also present. Rev,
Mr. Aitken gave the address, in which he
recounted the leading features of Mrs.
McCurdy’s life and charaeter and made an
earnest application of their appropriate
lessons to those who were present. Ao
efficient choir sang the fnneral hymns very
feeliugly, Mrs., Alex. Brown presiding at the
organ. The interment was in St. John's
cemetery, where the services were concluded
at the grave by Rev, Messrs. Hamilton and
Maciatush.

The late Robin Brydene-Jack.

The Victoria, B, C. Culonist of Feby.2l, in
its news from Skagway, gives the following
partioulars of the deatn of Robin Brydonme-
Jack ot Ficdericton, N. B. :—

Robin B. Jack, connected with the White
Pass & Yukon reilcoad, died very suddenly
st Skagway, Februwry 13, trom a stioke of
paraiysis. He was connected with tne rail-
ruad as trustees’ eugineer, being the repre-
seutative of all the Euglish bondhoiders of
the ruad. He was comparatively a young
man, being only 36 years old, and leaves a
wile and three chiaren, the oldest of which
18 tive years old. One very ead feature
about his death 1s that his tamily is await-
g his return at Vaocouver on the dowan
ti1p of the Cottage City. Mr. Jack was an
importaut tactor 1o the management of the
rariroad. He was respected by every
citizen of Skagway and consjdered an hoonest
and npright man. The offices of the rail-
10ad compauy were ail closed on the day of
bis death and the engines and trains ere
draped in mouiniog. The remaius were
embalmed and will be shipped on the first
poat landing at Vancouver. Just before the
rematus are shi -ped, tuneral services are to
be held at the Uanion church by Rev. 8. M.
Sincl.i-, aud besides closing all of the rail-
road oflices, the employes at Skagway wiil
attend the tuveral at the church aod march
to the buat. A brother of Mr. Jack, a
doctor, resides at Vancouver.

R. B. Jack was a graduate of the Royal
M lisary Coilege at Kingston, Oatario, and
nas tilled many imporiant positions as an
eugiaeer of various public and government
works. Before going to Ala ka he was in
cnarge of the Crow’s Nest Pass Railway, snd
besides that wae at one time 10 _charge of
the water worke system at New West-
minster.

The Vancouver World of the 2lst ult.
say8 ;—The remains of Robin Brydone-Jack
brother of Dr. and A. C. Brydoue-Jack, of
his city, arrived in Vaocouver from
Skaguay oa the steamer Rosalie on Moanday
evening. Deceased, who was only 36 years
ot age, was eugioeer for the trustees on the
White Pass Railway. He leaves a wife
aud three children, resident in this city, to
mourn their loss. Death was due to
paraly~is and occurred on Feb. 13. Deceas-
ed was highly respected in Skagway and
nonored and trusted by the officials of the
company.

Flanagan to
take the chair in order that he might bring
up an important matter connected with bis
department. He said some action should be
taken in reference to the proposed water
works system before the expiration of the
present council’s term. His Worship Mayor,
Winslow, who was, unfortunately, still laid
ap, had communicated with him and other
members on the subject and transwitted
resolutions which he had prepared. These
he read to council as follows :—

1. Whereas, by Act of the Legislatare,
60ch Victoria, Chapter 93, 1897, a company
was incorporated to furnish residents of the
Town of Chatham an ample supply of water
for protection against fire, and tor sanitary,
manufscturing, domestic and other pur-
poses ; and

2. Whereas it was provided in and by
said act that said company should not do
snythiog under said act which would inter-
fere with the Town of Chatham establishing
a water woi ks system under an act passed at
the same session of the Legislature, untess
the Town Couuncil by resolution authorised
eaid company to do 8o, and

3. Whereas 81id Council realizing the im-
portance of retaining municipal control of
such a valuable franchise, did not authorize
said company to establieh such works ; snd
it was provided in and by said act that in
the event of the Counncil not doing so, and it
should at any time before the expiration of
two years,bona fide proceed to establish such
a water system, then the franchise conferred
by said act upon said company should cease
and be determined ; and

4. Whereas, by Act of the Legislature,
60cvh Victoria, Chapter 95, 1897, authorizing
the Town Council to establish a system of
water works within two years as aforesaid,
it was provided and declared that if the
Town should withia the said two years pro-
ceed to establish such water works system,
then the Town should at all times there-
after have the exclusive right to establish,
maintain and operate a water system with:
io the said town; and

5. Whereas, by act of the Legislature,
61st Victoria, Chapter 55, Section 7, 1898, it
was provided that upen the Tuwn causiog a
survey preliminary to the establishment of
such sewerage and water works system, the
Council ehoald thereby be decmed to have
pruceeded to establish s water works system
as provided by Sectioo 10 ot the said Aot
60ch Victoria, Chapter 95, 1897 ; and

6. Whereas, the ssid Town Conancil did
under the anthority of Seotion 5 of said lsst
mentioned act apply a portion of the prozeeds
of a bond issue for $20,000 for that and
other purposes authorized to be made to pay
for such a survey, which was duly made,
together with plans, specificatione and esti-
mates of the cost of the system, for the io-
formation of the ratepayers, which system
the Council propose shall be adopted as
recommended by Freeman C. Coffia, Esq,,
Hydraulic Eagineer, in the report made by
him and submitied to and approved of by
the Council ; and

7. Whereas it is made the duty of the
Council by Section 6 of the Act 60th Vie-
toria, Chapter 95, before proceeding with
the erection of such works to submit the
question of constracting the same, according
to the system proposed, to a vote ef the
ratepayers of the Town, i such maouer as 1t
may prescribe, and if $hoss voting in faver
of the system are a larger number and are

d in the t list last Liled, in
a greater amount of property than those
voting against it, the Council sh4ll proceed
to have the works erected according to the
system adopted ; and

8. Whereas the said works are estimated
to cost $110,000, and it wonld be necessary
to obtaiu the authority of the Legislature to
make an issye of bonds of the said Town to
meet such expenditure, aad it is provided by
Section 15 of the Act 59.h Victoria, Chapter
16, that the Council call a public meetiag of
tha ratepayers of the Town to which meeting
such expenditure shall be submitted and
which shall tirst approve of the matter by a
majority vote thereof :

Therefore Resolved, That the Mayor con-
vene a public meeting of the ratepayers for
the purpose and objects ahove meationed ;
the vote at such meeting to be takea by the
Town Clerk, and a record thereof kept by
him, for and against;said meeting to be held
oo Tuesday, the 11th day of April next, at
7 o’clock p.m., at the Masonic Hall, in the
Town of Chatham.

Ald. Soowball movad the adoption of the
resolution, seconded by ald. Loggie.

Some discussi-n, led Ly ald. McIatosh,
took placs in reference to the mode of voting,
and

Ald. Snowball pointed out that this was
set forth in the Mayor’s resolation which he
had just read. A ballot vote could oot be
taken, because the amount for which each
voter was assessed must be koown. It
would be for each ritepayer—and ratepayers
only could vote—to vote *‘yes” or ‘““no” on
the water system proposition, and his right
to vote, as wel] as the amount of assessment
oo which he voted, would have o be then

ald. Coleman, it was ordered that a re-
capitulation of the Public Works, Fire and
Police and Light annual reports be embodied
in that now being printed.

Lord Salisbury’s Barly Caveer-

Writing of Lord Salisbury in the March
Canadian Magazine, A. H. U. Colquboun
thus speaks of his first years of Parliamen-
tary life : The years that follow are the de-
veloping period of his life. A candid person
who met him at this time asserts that
among his friends and relstives he was not
regarded as of such consequence or promise.
His sister alone believed in him fervently.
“*Give Robert only the chance,”’zhe is credit-
ed with saying, ‘‘and he will climb to the
top of the tree.” During these years he ac-
quired his journalistic experiences. A peer’s
younger son, with an income of but £400 a
year, who determines to marry the woman
of his choice, and who has to bear the ex-
penses imposed by social position and & seat
in Parliament, must expect to augment his
income either by office under the Crown or
by some regular form of work. The former
alvernative was remote. Lord Robert Cecil
had yet to win his spurs in politics, and the
prospects of nis party, then in Oppostiion,
were poor. He betook himself to writing
for the press, a task for which he was ex-
oeptionally well equipped, and which must
have proved to him, as to many others, the
most congenial form of sluvery koown to
civilized man. A college friend, Thomas
Hamber, was the editor of the Morning
Herald and the Evening Standard, two
newspapers which had lately passed into the
hande of the same proprietor, and to the
columos of these journals the young M, P
contributed leading articles chiefly on
foreign politics. In 1885 Mr. A. J. Beres-
furd-Hope, & wealthy relative by marriage,
founded the Saturday Review, and Lord
Robert Cecil was one of a group of brilliant
men, including Joha Morley, Goldwin
Smith and Sir William Harcourt, who
wrote regularly for that versatile and
aggresive paper. His labours appear not to
have been the occasional ocoupation of the
dilettante writer, but the serious task of the
working journalist. From his modest home
io a quiet street off the Strand the future
Prime Minister may have often taken a
walk down Fleet Street with a supply of
printer’s copy in his pocket.

Michigan Lumber Output.

There was produced in the State of Mich-
1gan in 1898 a total of 2,158,343.122 feet of
lumber and 1,683,205,500 shingles. The
lamber product was about 200,000,000 feet
less last year than in 1897, while the shingle
output last year was 400,000,000 more than
the output for the preceding year. At the
close of the manufacturing season for 1898
there was in maoufacturers’ bands in the
State 828,791,000 feet of lumber, about
100,000,000 feet less than the quantity on
hand at the same date in 1897, and there
was in the hands of shingle maoufacturers
at the close of last sea-on 206,011,000
shingles, againat 46,838,000 at the same
date in 1897.

Of the 6,155,300,000 feet of lumber pre-
duced in Michigan, Wisconsin and Min-
nesots in 1898, Michigan produced a little
over one-third, and of the 3,030,816,000
shingles produced in the states named last
year Michigan produced more than one-half.
The high water mark in the lumber pro-
duction of Michigan was reached in 1888,
when the output aggregated 4,292,000,000
feet.

It is estimated that the output of the
present year will closely approximate that
of 1898, owing to the stimulus given the
ndastry by the improvement in the condi-
tious as to demand acd prices. The cost
of production will be greater the present
year, 1wnasmuch as wages are from 30 to
40 ger cent. higher for men working in
the woods than they were two years ago.

The situation in the lumber industry is
wore satisfactory at present and the outlook
is more favorable than has been the case
since 1892. Prices of lumber have advanced
$l a th d within the last sixty days and

An Ill-Mannered Judge.

The sixty-fourth annual dinoer of the St.
David Society of the State of New York
was held at Sherry’s on Wedoesday even-
ing 1st, Three hundred and fifty guests were
present, Col. C. F. James presiding. The
presidents of all the prominent societies of
New York were at the dinner and many
other prominent persons, the British Con-
sul-General, Mr. Percy Sanderson, the Hon.

Among the guests also was Civil Justice
Wauhope Lyon, who created some excite-
ment by refusing to rise or drink to the
toast to Queen Victoris, Mrs. Lyno, who
was with her husband, also remained
seated.

Mr. Justice Lynn, two' years ago, created
a scene at an  Auglo-American meeting in
New York presided over by Mr. Seth Low,
makiog a speech in denunciation of every-
thing Britieh.

When asked on  Wednesday night after
the dinner regarding the incident, he said
with emphasis that he would rather serve
twenty years in State's Prison than toast
the health of Queen Victoria.

The signs are maultiplying
that we are now about to go out into the
world and share with England the glorious
mission of elevating humanity to the staad-
ard of our higher civilization. At this heur
we are Jearniug our first lesson in the perils
of colonial government in the waters of the
China sea. Whatever the difficulties which
Eogland and the United Statee have yet to
overcome in achieving the primioy of the
world for the Knglish-speaking people,
they need fear nothing if they stand together
a8 they will.’
