AN AMERICAN WOMAN DIVOROES A TITLED
HUSBAND,

In the case of Aylmer v, Aylmer, recently
tried in London, Lady 'Ann Reed Aylmer
sought to have her marriage divoreed on the
ground of the cruelty and adultery of her hus-
band, 8ir Arthur Percy Fitzzerald Aylmer,

Bart, who arswered denying the charge, but
says the London News, there was really no
defence. The parties were married on Auguat
16, 1884, at Kensington, and afterward lived
together at Bristol, Boulogne, and in Am.
erica, There was no issue of the marriage.
Acording to the evidence of Lady Aylmer,
from the commencement of her marrisd life
her husband had ill-trested her, Two dsys
after -marrisge, when they were staying et
Bristol, he attempted to strangle. her, and
when she called . for assistance he tried to
smother her with a pillow, 1In the sprisg of
1885, she was at a hydrophathic establishment
at Coombe, when he struck her on the head
with a walking stick, the blow being a very
severe one. She screamed, and Mrs, McQueen
who had since become her friend, came to
her assistance, she staying the rest of the night
in her room. 1In July, 1885, her husband left
her at Deal and came to London, after which
he proceeded to Dablin with a flower girl named
Rocky, returning to Daal abont the 9:h of
August. Upon his return he was tsken ill and
was nursed by witness, After he recovered he
went to London, having previons!y recsived a
telegram and a letter from this women, with
whom he afterwards lived at the Lord Warden'
botel, Dover. Upon two occasions he had
msde & full confession cf everyihing to witness,
Lact  Sept, jast before embatkicg for
Americs, he assaulied hsr at Liverpocl,
A similar. thing occurred after their re.
tuzn to London, when they were .liv-
iog together at 144 Queea’s road, Bays-
water.  Upon that occaslon he struck her a
brutal blow in the face, and she was obliged to
oall in medical attendance. In answer to the
learned jodge, Liady Aylmer said that her hus.
band. struck her with his fist, and was after-
ward turned out of the houre by the landiady.
In cross-examination, Lady Aylmer said that
she married the respondent before he succeeded
to the baronetcy. Before marrisge she had
known him several months, In the marrisge
certificate she was described as a widow, but
her first husband was still alive. Mr, Richards:
You were divorced in America, I believe ?
Lady Aylmer : My lord,am I bound to answer
this question? Justice Batt:; I think you
bad better anawer the question. Lady Ayl-
mer, on the question being repeated, suid
that she was divorced for deserting her hus-
band, It was his petition, but gross mis-
statements were made to the court when the
divorce was granted in Chicsgo.
