Ritchie Kaufman, Getting Beaty for the Champion­

in New York Tonight.

Victoria's Health—Has Lost Track 
of All Important Happenings.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 1*. — 
Serious disturbances of a revolution­
ary character has broken out here. 
The situation Is grave.

FRANKFORT, April IS. — "Constan­
tinople has been In full revolution 
since early this morning," declares the 
Constantinople correspondent of the 
Frankfort Zettung In a despatch from 
tre Turkish capital dated today. “Two 
battalions of troops quartered in the 
ministry of war marched lut at dawn 
headed by their officers and proceed­
ed via Divan and Johi streets to the 
mosque of St. Sophia from which point 
they surrounded the building of Par­
liament. They demanded the dismis­
sal of the Grand Vizier, the President 
of the Cabinet, and the Minister of 
War.

VIENNA, April 13. — Startling лі­
те rs are current here to effect that 
Constantinople today Is In the throes 
of a grave revolutionary movement. 
The information thus far received Is 
meagre, but it la reported that several 
thousand mutinous troops have sur­
rounded the building of the parlia­
ment and that the whole capital is in 
a state of dangerous excitement. An­
other report says that the ministry of 
war has been occupied by the Insur­
gents and that the minister has fled.

LONDON, April 13.—The only news 
to reach London up to half-past 
twelve today of the situation in Con­
stantinople, was contained in a code 
message. It set forth that seriosu 
disturbances of a revolutloary charac­
ter had broken out and that the sit­
uation was grave and it was accepted 
here as foreshadowing a dangerous 
upheaval. Neither the foreign office 
the Turkish Embassy, nor the banks 
with Constantinople connections had 
any further Information. It is known 
however, that the situation had been 
extremely strained for several weeks 
past owing to the great bitterness be­
tween the committee of Union and 
Progress and the Liberals. The Liber­
als resent the attempts of the com­
mittee to control public affairs.

The murder on April 7 of Hassan 
Fehml Effendd, editor off the Liberal 
newspaper Serbesti, is thought here 
to have been the climax of this politi­
cal argument. Effendi was shot and 
killed by an unknown man as he was 
entering his office. A government of­
ficial accompanying him was wound­
ed. The Serbesti had been carrying 
on a campaign against the committee 
on Union and Progress, in other words 
the Young Turks. Violent demon­
strations both Inside parliament and 
in the streets adjacent followed the 
killing of the editor. The Grand Viz­
ier and the President of the Chamber 
were obliged to harangue the crowds 
outside and assure them that justice 
would be done. The Chamber accept­
ed the interpellation denouncing the 
crime as a political murder and call­
ing upon the government to take the 
necessary steps to aprehend the as- ,

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 13—The 
mutinous troops are demonstrating 
against the building of Parliament. 
Panic has seized the people of Con­
stantinople and all through the city 
shops are being hurriedly closed.

The twenty-six Chinese taken in a 
raid on a Milt street laundry Sunday 
evening were today discharged as the 
case against them had not been prov­
en. The hearing, adjourned' from yes­
terday, was continued at half-past ten. 
this morning .

The first witness was Sergt. Kilpat­
rick, who said that In consequence of 
complaints made, he has given Sam 
Wail’s place some attention. He has 
often seen Chinese going there on 
Sundays.

They commence to arrive at Weh’s 
about two o’clock. At first the door Is 
unlocked, but later on In the afternoon 
it to locked, and when the Chinese ar­
rive they make a noise on the latch 
of the door. The blind Is pulled back 
and then the door is opened. The 
sergeant said that lie had repeatedly 
heard loud noises in the rear off the 
laundry, and -the sound of money 
Singling and cards being thrown on 
the table. There is a large window in 
the rear boarded up.

To Mr. McKeown, witness said that 
on .the night off the raid he was in 
the front shop and did not see any 
cards played.

Deputy Chief Jenkins testified that 
he took part in the raid on Sunday 
night. When he entered the rear tf 
the laundry he saw men Jumping up 
from a table. Witness found some 
dominoes on the table, and Hum 
Obong took something from the table 
and put it in his pocket. Witness 
searched him immediately and found 
that Chong had. placed $14 In his pock­
et. He could only reoigalze Chong 
and Wah.

Witness said there was no drinking 
tr drunkenness in ‘.e place, and no 
smoking of opium. The only table was. 
a round one and it did not have small 
shelves In It where lemonade glasses 
might be placed.

This closed the case for the prosecu­
tion.

Mr. McKeown asked for the dis­
charge of the defendants on 
ground that the charge was keeping a 
common gaming house. A common 
gaming house is one where the gain 
is for the proprietor, and if a number 
of people gathered In a lawyer’s office 
and played a game, no matter what 
the offence might be, the office could 
not be termed a common gaming 
house. In the case being tried: there 
Is no evidence showing that the pro­
prietor was making any gain or was 
even in a game.

Mr. Ritchie spoke at some length 
and asked for the discharge of the 
prisoners as the evidence showed that 
only seven of the twenty-six defend­
ants were in the rear room. At least 
the other nineteen should be dismissed.

The magistrate reviewed the case 
and said that Christians play cards 
for money and on Sunday. There are 
games going on not a hundred miles 
from the court. "I’m not a detective, 
but I heard of some young men who 
met recently and although they could 
111 afford It, there wae at one time $87 
on the table. It is not Chinese who 
play, or Jews, but I recently heard of 
a case where in the game of cards a 
Jew got the best of some Christian*. 
Women have complained of their boys 
gambling and told me of the place.

In this community we have to have 
some consideration for- these Ceiee 
tlals. He said he did not place much 
importance in the Chinese assembling). 
If they were Christians and playing 
dominoes on Sunday they might be 
expected to put their Sunday time to 
some other use, but these defendants 
are not Christians. Would any per­
son say that the Chinese In the first 
and second room wrere doing wrong? 
Could any person Imagine twenty-six 
Christians meeting In a room on a 
Sunday without a bottle of black and 
white? But the Chinese only had a 
pot of tea . There Is no evidence 
against the men In the first end sec­
ond rooms, and attention can only be 
given to the rear room. According to 
the evidence the first and second 
rooms should he discharged and the 
proprietor should he discharged. I 
think that a case has not been made 
out. They can all go.

The decision of the court was re­
ceived with some applause from spec­
tators, and when the Celestials learn­
ed that they were free there was a lot 
of chatter.

NEW YORK, April 13,—Back from 
an extended trip of exploration in 
China and Thibet, during which he 
made interesting discoveries along the 
Chinese Great Wall, Dr. William Ed­
gar Geil, of Doylestown, Pa. arrived 
today on the steamer Minnehaha from 
London. Dr. Geil traced the Great 
Wall a distance of 1,800 miles from 
the coast to the northern border of 
Thibet, discovering about 200 miles of 
the wall that Had not yet been map­
ped. He found evidences, he says, of 
the existence of at least, ten great 
walls apart from the famous one. Dr. 
Geil confirmed reports of tho existence 
of a wild raoe of Chinese pigmies in 
the mountains north of the wall, 
vfoere they have dwelt for twenty cen­
turies.
