The following morn-
ing he breathed hisast, and the same af-
srnoon was consigned to a watery grave.
This melancholy incident cast a gloom
pver the entire ship.
With the fine weather which followed,
thowever,the spirits of the men rose. Thea
the tramsformation, which convin-
oéd even those who were most ukgptled,
ghat, while lacking a great deal in the
mecessary military training, the contin-
gent would scon be able to look after
jtself. A finer body of men physically
aere never enrolled in any British regi-
ment. It was soon discovered that they
possessed not only a high degree of na-
tural intelligence, but that quality of
adapting themselves to circumstances pe-
culiar to Canadians generally. It was
these two qualities which enabled the con-
tingent, under difficulties such as few
British regiments of trained soldiers are
called upon to endure, to demonstrate
#heir fitness for active service. After two
reekuuponvhatatbestca.nonlybecnll-
ed an improvised troopship, the wholly
untrained - contingent of Canadign citizen
soldiers have not only learned to look
after themselves and keep the ship in or-
der, but they have put in at least one half
of their time each day in drill. No body
of men ever bent under the yoke of

with greater willingness or more cheer-
fulness. They seem to realize that they
are upon no pleasure trip, buk that upon
their own exertions will depend whether
they -are allowed to go to the front when
they reach South ' Africa. Every man
cheerfully does his best. There are very
few laggards, the esprit de corps in the
various companies being sufficient to make
the lot of the shirk an exceedingly wn-
comfortable one. y

With the exception of the heavy gale
encountered off the coast of Newfound-
land, the Sardinian has had a splendid
voyage across the dreary stretch of ocean
between Newfoundland and the Cape
Verde Islands. The weather has been de-
lightful, with just enough breeze to ren-
der the heat of the tropics supportable
in the erowded lower decks, where the
troops sleep. After crossing the tracks
of the steamships bound to and from New
York to British ports for- nearly a week,

with two exceptions, not = single sail was |

seen nor a steamship sighted. Most of |

the time we were hundreds and at times

thousands of miles out of the regular

course of steamships on a part of the
great Atlantic, probably never before
ploughed by any -other steamship. Cap-
tain Johnston, who has been at sea for
4 years, told me that he had never heard
of any steamship sailing over the course
we have followed since we left Quebec.
On Saturday we were informed by the
captain that we could sight the first of
the group of the

' Cape De Verde Islands.
San Antonio,early on the following morn-
ing, Sunday, the 12th of November. With
the first peep of dawn, Sunday morning,
the watch on deck made out the volcanic
clifis of the island, silhouetted against
the sky, away to the southeast. Quickly
the words “land in sight” -were passed be-
low,and in a few minutes the upper decks
were crowded with partially dressed offi-
cers and men, anxious to catch the first
glimpse of land. It was nearly 8 o’clock
before we were close enough to distin-
guish the shore line distinctly. A beauti-
ful sight it was indeed. There did not
seem to be a level spot on the entire isl-
and. Rugged cliffs and nfountains of vol-
canic rock towered up into the teecy
clouds, the highest peak some 7,400 feet
above the sea level. The Sardinian skirt-
ed the shore of the island from west to
east just outside of the three-mile limit,
giving those on board a splendid oppor-
tunity of studying the character of the
land. Immense cliffs and mountains, ap-
parently bare of all vegetation, extended
from the shore inland as far as the eye
could .reach, with deep, tortuous valleys
or ravines opening out to the sea. in
these ravines, between beetling cliffs,
_nestled little villages, their white walled
cottages. shining bright in the early morn-
ing sun, while away up on the cliffs above
could be seen prettily designed light-
houses and the dwellings of the keepers.
Passing along the entire northern coast
of the island we crosed a narrow gap of
about seven miles which separates San
Antonio from the island of St. Vincent,
a still more dreary and :

Inhospitable Looking Place.

Like the first little island is also of vol-
canic origin, with a widly rugged surface.
Steaming up between the island. the har-
bor and coaling station of St. Vincent
burst upon our view. It was one of the
most beautiful pictures I have ever seen.
‘As far as could be seen inland there was
nothing but a sea of mountain peaks of
naked rocks extending down to the shore.
Standing out in the middle of the entrance
to the harbor was what is called the Bird
FRock, a small rocky island rising several
thousand feet and surmounted by one of
the most picturesque looking lighthouses
imaginable. Either side of the entrance is
commanded by towering cliffs, and away
to the left, high up among the mountains,
js the signal station and cable office. The
town of San Antonio, with its flat-roofed
houses, encircles the shore of the harbor.

There were quite a number of vessels ly-

ing at anchor in full view as we came op- :
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posite to the entrance. Though -our

glasses we could distinguish a British crui-

ser, with four white funnles, probably

either the Terrible or the Powerful, and

two transport ships bearing on their bows

the numbers thirty-one and ninety. They

were both of the Cunard Line and more

than likely on their way to the Cape witn

troops for the Transvaal. They had evi-

dently gone into St. Vincent to -coal.

When opposite the entrance to the har-,
bor the Sardinian slowed up and display-

ed flag signals to inform the signal sta-!
tion away up among the mountains that.
we were the Sardinian, Quebec to Cape |
Town, troops aboard.

Report all Well.

The answering pennant from the little
station went up to show that our message
had been received and understood. The
British cruiser and the transport dipped
their ensigns as we slowly steamed on
through the channel between the island.
In an hour’s time shey were nothing more -

‘than mere dots on the distant horizon,

and we were on our long wayage to Cape !
Twon, with ‘no expectation of again see- |
ing land until Table Mountain is sighted :
There was a good deal of disappointment
among both the officers and the men when |
it became kiown that the ship would ;
peither ~ call at St. Vincent .or allow a

mail to be sent ashore. Thousands'of let- |
ters had been written in anticipation. |
The captain, however, was inexorable, and -
said that to enter the harbor would ‘mean
no end of trouble and perhaps -detention

as he had neither a bill of health or.clear- ;
ances for the port. Our only chancenow
of sending letters home is in case we:meet
a homeward-bound British vessel, which
will stop when' signaled. This much the
captain has promised to do, in .order ‘to
give those on board an opportunity «of
posting their letters.

The weather during the next three.days
after leaving Cape Verde until the home-
ward-bound vessel on which this 'was mail-
ed was met, continued beautiful, but very
warm. Though the troops suffered .a good
deal from the heat, all continued well.and
in good spirits. It was between thvee and
four o’clock on Thursday morning, the
16th of Nevember, that we sighted the
steamship on whick this letter was posted.

The arrangement for the messing of the
troops are much better than it was ex-
pected they would be. This is due in a
large measure to the fact that the cater-
ing for the entire force is included in the
contract made with the Messrs. Allans for
the transportation, and is done by the
ship’s officers. It is most fortunate that
such an arrangement was made, for the
ordinary difficulty of catering for a force
of over a thousand men is intensified by
the erowded condition of the vessel. L'o
cook and serve meals for such a crowd,
to say nothing of the skill requjred in
purchasing supplies and Leeping them
good in hot weather, is an art in itself.
And yet, almost from the beginning of the
voyage there have been very few com-
plaints indeed from the men, either asto
the quality or i

Quantity of the Rations

served out to them from day to day. This
work is under the direction of the chief
steward, Mr. William Gamble, who has
shown himself full of system and resources
in discharging the difficult duties of his
position. The food is cooked in a large
galley upon the upper deck, and the sys-
tem by which the troops are fed is inter-
esting. Each company has its own tables
upon the main or troop deck. They are
divided into ten messes of twelve men
each, and each mess from day to day ap-
points a detail of two men to draw their
food. Half an hour before the hrst bugle
call for meals, these details, m all eighty
men from the eight companies, are parad-
ed upon the upper deck.’ Ecch man is
armed with a pail pannikin or vessel ol
some sort. They are extended in a long
file from the door of the galley on the
port sidé aft almost to the quarter deck.
The chief steward stands at the door and
checks off the details as they enter the
galley. Inside there is a gang of assis'-
ant cooks, who give each man his quoto
of fpod. At dinner, for instance, one man
from each mess receives a supply of soup
and the other a supply of meat and po-
tatoes and vegetables sufficient for thei:
mess. Thus supplied, they pass out of
the starboard door of the galley and take
their supplies down the gangway to the
tables in the main deck. At first there
was a good deal of confusion in the work-
ing of this system, because the men did
not understand it. After a few days’ in-
struction from the chief steward, however,
the confusion vanished, and now,after
two weeks’ experience, it is possible to
feed the entire contingent in little less
than half an hour and inside of an hour
and a quarter the utensils are washed
up, the floors swept , tables washed avd
the mess quarters thoroughly cleaned up.

‘A Day’s Rations.

Under the British troopship regulations
each soldier is entitled to the foilowing
rations per day: One pound oI meat,
one pound of flour, two ounces of butter,
one ounce of suet, two ounces of fruit,
four ounces of vegetables, a pound ot
bread and half an ounce of tea, or cotice.
While this allowance is the basis on
which the catering for the men is done,
the regulations are not followed closely by
any means. A great deal has been left
to the judgment of the chief steward,
with the result that the men are receiv-
ing much better and more palatable focd
than if they were closely followed. The
fact is that what with the.allowances
made out of ship’s stores and supplies
sent on board for the use of the men, no
British troops ever lived so well on a re-
gular troopship as do our Canadian soid!-
ers on the Sardinian as far as their food
is concerned. The magnitude of this work
of feeding the contingent will be realized
when it is known that at a midday din-
ner, for instance, something over twelve
hundred pounds of meat have to be cook-
ed and over three hundred bags of pota-
toes boiled, to say nothing of the soup that
has to be made and the vegatables that
have to be prepared and served. All the
bread used is baked on board, and to
keep up the necessary supply the bakers
have to work night and day shifts. The
store of food upon the ship includes thirty
thousand pounds of meat, which is kept
in cold storage compartments; one hun-
dred and minety bags of oatmeal, forty
tons of potatoes and two hundred and
eighty bags of flour. Though by all odds

of the vessel, the messing of troops is giv-
ing greater satisfaction than anything else
on board, both to the men and the officers.

The food for the officers’ mess is cooked

ried to a pantry in the saloon. Owing, it
is claimed, to the inexperience of the|
stewards, who were picked up in Mon-
treal and Quebec, this service is not near-
ly as prompt or satisfactory as that of the
troops.

pecially ‘did 1 try -to impress upon the
committee members the necessity of re-
taining control of the wharf space and to
have the dock as part of our harbor,
under control of the harbor master.

The ap of a new year usually
brings so much of hesitati ion in business
that the small shrinkage this year is sur-
prising. Probably mever before bave the
productive forces of the country been #o
largely covered by contracts at this date
ensuring employment and profit far into
the coming yeer. This resulis, not from
any mere speculative excitement, but
from actual demands for consumption
running far beyond the producing ca-
pacity heretofore, and pushing it to re-
markable expansion. _

Prices of pig iron are strongly main-
tained,though extraordinary efforts prom-
jse increase of over a quarter in produc-
ing capacity within a year.

Hides are again stronger at Chicago, al-
though receipts of cattle at the four chief
western markets in 11 months have been
3 per cent. larger than in the previous
year, as the démand for consumption in
manufacture has evidently increased
much more. Thus western production of |
boots and shoes has gained more than
eastern and yet shipments from Boston
for the year have been 372,000 cases or
9.3 per cent. more than last year. ;

Leather holds strong with demand ap-
parently exceeding supply.

Wool has advanced further with muck
speculative buying, though most manu-
facturers have supplied wants for the
present and are less disposed to purchase
at prices now averaging higher than at
any time since June 15, 1891.

Higher prices demanded in the intericr
and rising prices abroad give confidence
in spite of the fact that goods have ad-
vanced from the lowest point this year
only 19.2 per cent. The demand is not
now large but prices have been marked
aup in order to establish if possible a
higher basis for the fall season. Cotton
is weakened by accounts of large quan-
tities held back and has declined an
eighth, but reports are sufficiently con-
flicting to make speculation active. De-
mand for cotton goods is heavy and
covers production far ahead in many
lines while fears of important strikes
have been dispelled by general advances
in wages.

Wheat has risen 3 cents and corn a
fraction with decline in western receipts
of both. .

Failures for the week have been 221in
the United States against 248 last year
and 33 in Canada against 22 last year,

Bradstregts.

New York, Dec 8.—Bradstreets tomor-
row will say: Warm weather early in-the
week exercised a depressing effect upon
Canadian ‘trade. This influence, however,
was removed later by winter weather
which * improved retail distribution and
is expected to be better collections some-
what. The drygoods market at Montreal
is reported queit, but the year’s results .
have been satisfactory. Fair activity is
reported in trade in the Maritime Pro-
vinces and collections about equal expec-
tations. In British Columbia business is
good, interior demand being especially
brisk and collections have improved.

Coal shipments in November were the
largest of any month this year. Cold
weather has also favorably affected busi-
ness at Toronto. Canadian cotton goods
have again been advanced. Raw wool is
held above recent offers on export ac-
count. A heavy output of Canadian lum-
ber is looked for as a result of the saw-
logs decision and American lumbermen
:Be preparing to establish plants in Can-

CONTRADICTS HIS SISTER.
Olive Schreiner’s Sister Says the Boers
Have Long Been Planing War.

London, Dec. 7.—Olive Schreiner’s ac-
tions and writings have attracted the at-
tention of the Cape public. The last mail
received Nere brings a letter from her
brother, Theodore, well known in Cape
Colony for his temperance and religious
work. This letter shows he is as deter-
mined an opponent of the Boers as his
sister is their thick-and-thin supporter.
Theodore does not even remotely share
his brother’s, the premier’s, Afrikander
tendencies.

His letter states in the most unquali-

fied terms that the present war has been
planned with the object to overthrow the
British supremacy in South Africa since
1882.
«Ag far back as that date,” he writes,”
“I met Reitz, now the foreign secretary
of the Transvaal, then judge of Orange
Free State, when he was busy establish-
ing the Afrikander bond. It must be
patent to every one that at that time, at
all events, England and its government
bad no intention of taking away the in-
dependence of the Transvaal, for she had
just magnanimously granted the same,
She had no intention of making war cn
the republics,for she had just made peace.
She had no intention to seize the Raad
gold fields, for they were not yet discov-
ered at that time. When I met Reitz he
did his best to get me to become a mem-
ber of the Afrikander bond, but after
studying his constitution and programme
I refused, whereupon the following col-
loquy took place between us, which has
been indelibly imprinted on my mind
ever since:—

“Reitz—Why do you refuse? Is the ob-
ject of getting people to take an interest

any plotting and scheming to overthrow
her power and position in South Africa
which has been ordained by Him.

“Reitz—We will see.”

The letter concludes: “My object is to
show not that the British government,
but that of the republics, led by Kruger,
Reitz, Steyn, and their co-workers, have
been steadily marching toward war, and
have been consciously plotting for it even
before the Witwatersrand gold fields
were discovered.”

These witnesses have
been especially instructed.by the officials

ST JOHN WOMAN THE MOTHER:
OF AN EIGHTEEN OUNCE
CHILD.

She is Now Mrs. de Long, of New
York, but Was Formerly Mary
Nealis, of St John—The Baby is:
-8 Surviver of Twins and is Smal]
Enough to Receive Press Notice

The New York Journal, of December 1,.
has an article in which St. John people
will be interested. It tells of the birth of
Mr. and Mrs. De Long, of New York, of
twins, one of whom died and the other
lives, the smallest baby in New York.
Mrs. De Long was Miss Mary Nealis, of
St. John, an accomplished young lady
who was a graduate of the Bacred Heart
Convent here,and was married to Mr. De
Long about two years ago. The Journal
contains portraits of Mr. and Mrs. De
Long and says:

“Bound in swaddling clothes and cradl-
ed -in a homemade imcubator fashioned.
out of a dry goods box, lies the smallest
Baby in New York—Marie Thelma De
Long.

All babies are wonders, but this one
is considered ;by her parents to have sev-
eral blue-ribbon characteristics. She is:
not only the smallest living ‘baby in New
York; but she i the only one who has
ever been reared in a dry goods box

The little girl’s father was one of twins..
This baby. is the survivor of twins—the
other a boy—who were born three weeks.
ago.. Both :children were abnormally
emall. They weighed less than 18 ounces:
each; measured less than one foot in
length. Placed side by side they.covered

could be encircled by the thumb and fore-
finger. In other words they were about
the size of an ordinary hairbrush, easily
placed in a man’s hat and lost in a lady’s
satchel. Such were little Marie De Long
and her twin brother three weeks ago.

«At their birth the doctor said he did
not consider it safe to send the little ones:
to Bellevue on account of danger from ex-
posure. De Long realized there was 1o
time to be lost. Necessity suggested a
dry goods box as an incubator.

“Just the thing,” said Dr. Trenwith,
who was in attendance. “Never has beem
tried but I think it could be made to
work.”

“DeLong got a box about 2} feet square,
had a carpenter fit it up with a lid fit-
ted with a glass slide, being a tray in the
centre of the box like the tray of a trunk
and left beneath the tray a space for hot
water bottles.

“The doctor placed the babies side by
side in the tray, wrapped up in flannel
and covered by a ljttle quilt which would
ordinarly be hardly enough to cover &
medium sized doll. They were taken out
every two hours and fed. But the boy
baby did not seem as hardy as the girl.
At the end of an hour he died

“At birth the girl weighed less than a
pound. Yesterday she weighed 22 ounces
—a gain of about five ounces in three
weeks.

“In spite of this growth, however, the
baby is no larger than a small doll. Her
eyes, when open, are about the size of
small peas. On her perfectly formed
head is a little tuft of brown hair half an
inch long. The body is_perfectly moulded.
The waist measures three inches. The
feet are an inch long. The hands are
half an inch wide. The hands from wrist
to the finger tips measure one inch. The
fingers are like tooth picks.

The article continues: ‘“Mrs. DeLong,
who is slight, is a Canadian by birth, a
graduate of the Sacred Heart Convent,
and accomplished both in instrumental
and vocal music. Her mother, Mrs. J.
E. Nealis, is large, so is her father. Mr.
DeLong’s family for generations back have
been well developed though not large.

_“Mrs. DeLong is warm in her expres-
sion of appreciation both for the doctor
and the nurse—Mrs. Joseph Mauerhofer
—without whose constant care she be-
heveq it would have been impossible for
the little one to have lived. Mrs. Mauer-
hofer ascribes the good health of her
ch‘i‘!rge to the excellence of the incubator.

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THE TELEPHONE TODAY.

The telephone has become a necessity
of modern life, and whatever tends to
cheapen the telephone service and en-
large its sphere of operations deserves
support and encouragement.
