We will then be able to claim from the
sailors that important decisive work '
which they can give so willingly, We will
land in Jepan, sweep onward to the cap-
ital. Eurcpe may threaten to intervene
atl she desires. We shell not concern
about her. It is at Tokio, and nowhere
else, we shall sign conditions of peace.”

St. Petersburg, March 24—Orders have
been cabled to Admiral Wirenius to keep
his squadron at Piraeus, Greece, until fur-
ther instructions.

Kuropatkin's Plans.

St. Petersburg, March 24—When Gen-
eral Kuropatkin reaches Mukden, it is
anderstood that the Russian forces at the
theatre of war will be divided into three
armies,—one on the peninsula, including
the Port Arthur garrison under General
Stoessel, military commander at Port Ar-
thur; a central army under General Line-
vitch, and a northern army under General
Baron S'ackelburg. Any idea that General
Kuropatkin’s arrival will be signalized by
aggressive tactics is discouraged in the
highest military circles, where attention:
is called to the general’s repeated injunc-
tions—patience, patiencé, patience.

The continued = landing of Japanese
troops in Korea is exactly to the liking
of the Russian strategists.

Great Damage Was Done.
and Much Loss Sus-
tained.

SUBURBS SUFFER.

Town of Indiana Harbor, Twenty
Miles Away, Has One Man Killed
and Many Injured — Eighteen
‘Residences Blown Down—Wires
Demolished and Power Shut Off.

Chigago, March 24—One of the most se-
vere stoims this city haw known in many
vears passed over Chicago tonight. Gureat
damage wae dome in the suburbs to (T
south of the ¢ity and considcrable lovs wii-
sustained north of the ety proper.  The
storm did not strike ghe business portion
of the c.ty in dte greatest force.

The town of -Indigna Harbor, 20 mile~
goutheast of Chiwago, on the Lake Shon
and Michigan Southern Rajiway, was the
heaviewt sufferer. One man, L. Barsdr,
propriedor of a dry gooas store, wa
killed and fifteen pevsons were injured,
some of them eerioudy, although none is
expected to die- The slorq, was entirel)
demolished. Eighteen residences wert
blown down and several pensons were hur:
in the ruins of their homes. It iy almost
imposib.e to obtain full details tonigh:
because of une condition of the telegraph
and telephone w.res, nearly all of them
bemg down for miles between Uhicago anu
[ndiana Harbor. Wires of electric line
are also dowa.

Residences Demolished; People Irjured.

in Hammond (Ind.), a number of res
denices were badly damaged, and two peo-
ple were injured, but not tatally. Oune
end of the large p.ant of the Republic Ir.n
and Steel Oumpany was blown down. A
pumber of business houses were unroofed
and the city tonight is un total darknes
So many of the electric light wires were
blown down that the authorities compebied
the ccmpany to shut off all the power, be-
cavse of the fear vhat lives mught be lcsi
through contact with live iires. In the
freght yards at Hammond great damage
was done. Many cans were unroofed,
biown over and the yards were piled with
wreckagce.

On ihe Grand Crossing, eight miles eouth
of the centre of the city, a number of
buildings were wrecked, freight cans blewn
albout the yards and the tracks of the rail-
roads covered with debris, blocking traf-
fic temporamily. The telegraph amd _tele-
phone companies suffered greatly south of
‘the city.

To the morth of the city the storm was
also severe, much damage havaog been
done to suburbs of Evanston, Rogers Park
and Thornton.

An exceedingly heavy fall of rain accom-
panied the storm.

MARINE CASUALTIES.

Repart of Department Shows That
Thirty-two Lives Were Lost Last
Year, and the Loss to Vessels and
Cargoes Was About $500,000,

Ottawa, March 24—(Special)—Lieuten-
ant Governor Forget, of the Northwest
Territories, has been granted a second
term. His first term expired last Novem-
ber.

The annual report of the marine depart-
went wus presented to parliament today.
The expenditure for the varicus branches
of the marine was $1,671,494. The fisheries
expenditure amounted to $527,944.62. The
amount voted by parliament for marine
\nd fisheries was $2,256,466. The expendi-
ture for the fiscal year was $57.027.33 less
than the amount voted by parliament.

The maintenance for lights and coast
service and construction was $958,870, an
increase of $202,782 over last year.

The total number of casualties to British
and Canadian sea-going vessels reported to

the department as having occurred in Can-
adian waters and Canadian sea-going ves-
sels in waters other than those of Canada,
during the twelve months of lcss both
partial and total to ve sels and eirgoes as
far as ascertained, was $109,991. The pum-
ber of casualties to inland vessels so far
as have been reported, were slight and un-
important. )

The number of lives reported lost in con-
nection with the casualties were 32.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley said: I think it de-
sinbe to get this bill before the country
so that all interested in labor whether a-
employens or employes may undenstand i s
proviions and send in their suggestions.
I do not propcse to ask the commuttee Lo
pass any of the sections today, but merely
to have it comsidered so that the honor-
able gentlemen may express their views

The only desire of the government e
to make this bill as perfect as poesible 87
that employes may be protected without
working hard-hip on empleyers. This act
is a step in advance for this province s
far ap recognition of the rights of the
laboring class is comcerned. It is the
fourth step which we have taken in that
direction.

Other Mexsures for Prctaction of Labor.

The first was the act for the protection
of wage earmers. Before that act was
passed there was very littie preteciion for
the laboring man who wae liable to loec
his earnings after he had honesily earned
them.

The reovd rtep was the Woodman's
Liem Act and the Mechanes' Lien ..ct
two measures whch had long been dis
cusred but which we did not eucceed in
passng until the year 1895. Last year we
took the third wtep for the pre.ection o.
the working man by pawing the Kmploy-
e Liablity Act ani now we are taking
a further step by acking the house to pase
a bill for the pro ectiin of the pemons
employed in factores.

Lab r Bureau Favor:d.

Personally, and I am now only speak ng
for myseif, 1 woud be dispo-ed to take
even a more advanced fonward step. 1
would like to establish a bureau of labor
under the charge of a minister with a &ec:
retary nominated by the labor orgamiza-
tions to carry out that work. to collect
statistics of industry, Tates of wages and
to obtain other informat.on mecesary for
the consideration of thewe questons. |
think that this legislature could not do
better than to take thie forward step for
organized labor. But to do all these thinge
it would be neces:ary to incur considerable
expense which we canmot now affor:l.
However, I am not without hope that in
the futume in view of the improved finan-
cial position of the province the time may
arrive awhen ave can take th's forward step
and recognize organized labor in this way.

What a Fagtory Is

I feel that the interests of those who
employ and are employed can be best ad-
vanced by their working together. I have
had 200 copies of this bill printed and widl
endeavor to give it as wide a dstribution
as possible. The finst section of which I
would direat your attention is the inter-
pretation of the word “factory.”

Under this term are included all places
in which five or more pensons are employ-
ed in any handicraft or in manufacturing
goods for sale. It aleo indudes every
bake house where any article of food is
baked for sale for humam consumption,
every building in which steam is used for
manufacturing goods and every laundry.

Minister of Finance Tells Parliament That the Morey Is in the
Bank of Montreal Subj=ct to Six Months’ Nutice
of Withdrawal. :

Ottawa, March 24— (Special)—Hon. W.
§. Fielding in the house today, in reply
to Mr. Barker, said: “A depowit has been
made under the provisions of the original
agreement respecting the national trans-
continental railway as modified by the
subsequent agreement nOw before parlia-
ment. Such deposit is in the form of 2
deposit receipt issued by the Bank of
Montreal, March 9, 1804, certifying that
there has been deposited in the bank by
and on behalf of the G. T. P. Radway
Company the sum of $5,000,000 for the
purposes of the eaid agrecment, wh ch
sum the bank agrees to account for wiih-
out interest to the minister of finance and
recelver-general, &ix calendar months’
notice to be given of withdruwal.

“A' previous deposit was made for the
game pupose on the 17th of December,
1903, in London by the G. T. R. Company
of Camada in favor of the government of
