As your Secretary
of State for External Affairs said, in a
Speech that should not be forgotten, a

power, is not sufficient to- establish per-

- manent peace, but can only create the

conditions under which this peace can

be maintained and protected by an ac-

cepted equality of rights.

In fact, the solidarity between our two

_countries does not end in military and in’

material assistance: it is manifested and
strengthened daily in numerous other
fields such as politics, diplomacy, econ-
omy, cultural and social life. I would like

_to recall that in this city, in September
“of 1951, in one of the rooms of this very

building, - Italian and Canadian represen-
tatives found themselves in firm agree-
ment on’ the desirability that. relations
between  Atlantic Pact countries should
depend not only on their alliance, but
rather on their membership in a real com-
munity and that all Member countries
