These are
old truths, gentlemen, but they cannot
be too oiten repeated, Like the Apos-
tles on the See of Galilee, who in the
abzence ot their Lord fished all night and
ceught nothing (it was only when He was
present the miraculous draught of fishes
took place) g0 we “fishers of men,” un-
less united with God, and anointed by
His Holy Spirit, sball labor and toil
without any results fruitful in glory to
Goa and in good to man, Tae love of God
burning in the hearts of His ministers,
and the “form of all justice shining
forth” in their livee, like the light of
a trapsfiguration, and clothing them
in its heavenly beauty, these are the
lozdstones that draw eouls from the rub-
bizch of worldly and sinful pleasures,
and attract them to holiness and to God,
their centre and the heart's resting-
place, I eay therefore to you, in the
words of our beautiful ordination s¢ rvice,
and I apply the same words to myself:
“The Lord chose the seventiy-two, and
eent them two and two to preach, that
in word and act He might teach
the ministers of His Church that
they ought to be peifect—founded,
thet is, the power of the two-fold love of
God and of our neighbor.

FAREWELL SERMIN AT THE
CATHEDRAL.

Oo last Sunday an immense congrega-
tion assembled at St. Poter’s Cathedral to
hear Bishop Wal:h’s farewell sermon on
the eve of bis departure tor Rome.

His Lordship took his text from the
gospel of St, Mathew, 22nd chapter, 15th
to 22ad verses, and commenced his dis-
course by saying :—

As we are on the eve, dearest breth-
ren, of two great religious celebrations,
namely, the feast of All Saints, and the
commemoration of the souls of the faith
ful departed, I intend to say a few
worde upon them this moraing, and to
point ouv some of the lessons which
they impart to us, The Church cele.
brates the feast of All Saints in order to
glority God in his saints—in order to
praise God, and to thank Him for the
especial gifts of grace with which He
enriched them. She celebrates these
fessts in order to venerate the
saints of God—in order to induce
her children to invoke their inter
cession—and she celebrates it also
that she may raise our hearts and minds
to desires of heaven by contemplation of
the happiness that the Saints of Gid
enjoy in His Kingdom. Drawn down as
we are by our psssions, and by the cares
and trials ot lile, we do not eufficiently
contemplate that happiness for which
God has created us, and for which the
Son of God has redeemed us by His
sufferings and death on the cross. There.
fore, on an occasion like this, when the
Church holds before us the comm«-mora
tion of the saints—the commemoration
of their virtues and holy examples—and
holds up before us also the rewards
which they are now reaping in the King
dom of God—it behooves us to raice
our hearts and minde to the contempla
tion of that happiness for which we, as
well as the saints, have been created and
redeemed.

But you know, dearest brethren, that
we have been made for happiness—we
naturally seek it—our hearts have been
made for the supreme good—our intel
lects have been created for the absolute
and eupreme truth—and our imagina-
tious for perfect beauty, We have, in
other words, been made for God, and we
are able to aay with the Psalmist: *As
the hart panteth after brooks of water,
so0 panteth my soul atter Thee, O God.”
We are made for happiness, but we
don’t always seek it in the service of
God. It is true that we cannot always
form an adequate 1dea of the happiness
of the saints. “Neither hath eye seen,
nor emx heard, nor has it entered into
the heart of man to conceive the happi.
ness that God has prepared for those who
love Him,” But by the aid of contempla.
tion and reflection, and by the illumin-
ation of faith, we can get some adequate
ideas of the joys and rewards that God
has in store for those who serve Him
faithfully here below,

The happiness of the saints, my dear-
est brethren, is a state made perfect by
the exclusion of all that oan distress,
afflict or annoy. In heaven there is no
pain or sorrow. In this fallen and sin.
stained world we have trials and dis-
appointment—we have griefs and calami.
ties. Itis a place of probation—it is a
place of exile—veiled with human
sorrows, and moistened with human
tears, and we can all say, with the Psalm.
ist, that our tears shall be vur bread day
and night. God wills this in order to
wean us from earthly affections and
ties, that we may fix our souls’ aspira-
tions on that place of joy and happiness
in the Kingdom of God, where they shall
hunger no more, neither thirat any
more, neither shall the sun light
on them, nor any heat. In heaven no
gnin will be felt, in Heaven no tears will

e shed., There, brethren, the Scripture
says, the wicked shall cease from troub.
ling, and the weary be at rest—there the
man of toil shall cease from his labors
—there the poor man shall be eternally
rich—there the tears of the sorrow-
stricken shall be dried up—there the
sick and the decrepit and the aged shall
put on strength and vigor, for they shall
renew their youth like the eagle—there
shall be no toil or sorrow, the widow
shall find her husband, and the orphan
his father. God shall wipe away all tears
from their eyes,

Then the kingdom of God has another
element of happiness) for it is beautiful
beyond comprehension or deecription.
We can only know that the omnipotence
and the wiedom of God have combined
to make that place a fit habitation
for the saluts. The inepired apostle
condescended to describe its beauty
in images, and herce be calls it a city of
perfect beauty, wilh errects paved with
the pureat gold, with walls of precioas
stones avil gntes of pearls, watered by the
River of Life, on whose banks grows the
trea of life, whose fruit is to heal the'sick
nations and impart immortal life,

who enter the gates of Paradl:e—who
enter at its gates of pearl,—who walk on
its streets of gold, and eat of the tree of
life, which shall impart immortal life,
forever and forever.

What s the reason that the eternal love
of God came down from Heaven, and pur-
chased us with a great price? Is it
to mark the value of immortal souls
in the sight of God? We
were made in His own image. When
Ohriet asked for the coin of the Roman
Emperor he also asked, “Whose image
aund inscription is thia1” And when they
snswered, “Cpsars,” He ssid, “Render
unto Coear the things that are Cwsar’s,”
When He asks us whose inscriptions are
on our souls, we answer “God’s,” Then
give to God what bslongs to Him,
“With an eternal love,” says God,
“have I loved you, therefore have I
called you forth from nothing, taking
pity on you, You are my cbild,
then will set my image upon yon
a8 8 sign of my proprietorship that
you are a child of God, and an heir
to Heaven.” It is for this eud we are
put here, and for this we should labor,
and sufter and aspire,

Toen, my brethren, consider the asso.
ciations of the saints of God in Heaven,
We know what an irfluence society has
upon us here. Tuere we shall see
the whole army of saints, clothed in
beauty ehining like the stars of
heaven—there they shall be associated
with the good and great of every age—
there they shall see the Mother of God,
clothed with the sun, and the moon
under her feet, and on her head a crown
of twelve stars; and far beyond they
shall see the Son o! God seated at the
right hand of God His Father, looking
down with loving eyes upon the children
whom He has redeemed, and for whom
He shed His blood. And yet, dearest
brethren, these are only the elem=nts of
the incidental happiness of the saints of
heaven, for their principal happiness
consists of seeing the Eternal Cod face
to face—in looking into the ocean of
@od’s infinite being—and seeing daily
new beauties spring up like bubbles in &
clear stream, to feast their eyes, to
delight their imacinations, and to satsify
their hearts and their intellects,

But, brethren, we cannot conceive this
now—we capnot properly appreciate it
because we are not spiritually-minded
enough—we can hardly realizs what it 18
to possess God by the beatific vision, and
it is for that reason that St. Paul eaid,
“Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, nor
hath it entered into the heart of man the
things which God hath prepared for
them that love Him.” This happiness is
eternal. Here what little bappmess we
taste is embittered by the thought that
it must end—that it must cease—but not
80 there, That thought cannot enter
Heaven. The saints may gaze into the
most distant future,—and they can see
no limit to their happiness—and they
can see no shore to the ocean
of their icfinite delights, Their
crowns shall never fade,—the laurels of
their viciory shall never fall from their
browe—their happiness never pall upon
their tastes, because it is connected
with the exlstence of God himself, and
though ages may p2ss away, aud the
very seas dry up in their beds, and the
mountsing, tne eternel hills, melt into
dust, and the firmament shattered into
fresgments, the happiness of the saints
shall continue on during the everlasiing
ages.

Surely this is a high destivy—surely
this is an object and a purpose worthy
of God in his creating, and worthy of the
Son of God in bis redeeming us, This,
oh my brethren, is the purposs for
which the church has been instituted—
this is the objact of the teachings
and ministrations of the church of
God on earth—it is for this that
she labours, to sanctify souls
and prepare them for the happiness
of heaven. ‘“All things are yours”
says St, Paul to his disciples, “all things
present or future, whether visible or in.
visible, whether Paul, Apollos or Cephas,’
or, in other words, *the Church of God
is yours.” The very church of God is
established to promote your welfare, and
to prepare you for heaven, All things
are yours, you are Christ’s, and Christ’s
is God’s.

Surely, dearest brethren, on ‘an occa-
sion like this, when there is to bea
separation for a time of pastor and flock;
the pastor cannot preach on a more fit-
ting subject, because it is the motive of
his mission to sanctify the people, and
prepare them for the happiness of the
saints,

Baut there ir another celebration,and that
is the commemoration of the faithful de-

arted. On Wedneeday next the Church of
aod calls our attention to this other portion
of her domaine—the souls of the thhful
departed. She pleads for the souls of these
prisoners, and she offers up the oblation
of the holy eacrifice of the Maes for thelx
rest and their refreshment. She calls, too,
upon her children for alms and prayers for
the suffering souls in purgatory, that they
may be permitted to enterinto God’s holy
kingdom where nothing defiled may ever
enter., The Church is the body of
Christ, St. Paul deecribes it in numer-
ous places as the body of Christ, and
the Communion of Saints is a revealed
truth and an article of faith, The
Church of God is the body of Christ,
and the children of the church are mem-
bers of the body of Christ, but all this
leads towards the kingdom of God’s love
aud God’s grace, and we know that our
8aviour came to tear down the walls of
division that hitherto existed, not only
between and men, but between
men and their fellow men. The King-
dom of God in heaven, the king-
dom of suffering souls in Purgatory
and the Kingdom of the children of Goud
on earth, have all a bond of union, which
makes them one living organization, and
says St. Paul “The head cannot say to the
feet, I can do without you, Nor can the
eye sy to the ear, I can do without
you.”  All these members are inter-
dependent—they all minister to one
another—they all sympathise with each
other—they all suffer with cach other—
beoauce when one is in pain all suffer,
and es all are pecesary to the perfect
body, eo do the members of the body of
Christ sympathize with and minister to
each other. The eaints in heaven pray
for us and plead for us before God, and
we benefit by their prayers, and by the
holy sacrifice of the Mass we bring

Oh, dearest brethren, happy are they

the souls in Purgatory, And this, dearest

brethren, is the communion of saints,
There can be mno division of the
members of the Catholic Church,
Degth cannot separate them, mor kill
their love and friendship, because love is
stronger than death, eeys the Scripture,

Ob, my brethren, may we be
devoted fo the souls in

Ohbrist, They are mnot cut off from
us by insuperable barriers—are not
separated from our sympathy nor our
K:wer to help, aud they plead to us to
Ip them, We may hear these souls
uttering, in the language of holy Job,
“Have pity on me, at least you, my
fricnds, because the hand of the Lord has
touchod me,” Some of theze may bave
been mewmbers of your housshold, and
sone of them may bave been your fathers,
motlcrs, sisters, brothers, husbands,
wives or children. Bome of them may
be there by your own neglect, or by your
owi sinful co operation. Bring your
dexd to Christ as the widow of Nuiam did
her gon, and plead that He may eay, as
He did then, “Arise.” Plead for them as
Martba pleaded for her dead brother,
Lazarue, that Carist may say, as He did to
L:zarus, “Come forth,” and the souls in
Pargatory will hear His wonderful voice,
As Christ once deecended into limbo,
and led caplivity captive, He will come
and throw open the gates of neaven for
our departed friends, and make them
partakers of Paradise, citizens of heaven,
where they shall stand before our God
facs to face ; and they shall not hunger
or thirst acy more, neither shall the sun
light upon them nor any heat,
May God in his meroy, therefore, grant
us grace io be sanints, and let us earn-
estiy plead for those who are now suffer.
ing 10 Purgatory, that they may enter
the Kingdom ot God: And God shall
wipe away all tears from their eyes, and

csonot forget that on your appointment
to the Seeof London twenty yearsago you
fourd the diocese not only heavily bur.
dened with debt, but also an almost entire
Absence of all that was neceesary for the
proper and becoming discharge of the
duties of your exalted position, your
catbedral ouly the modest parish charch
erected in the"early days of the city, no
episcopal residence worthy of the nume,
no'provieion for the poor and afilicted of
ouripeop'e, aud with school accommoda-
tion wholly inadequa‘e to the educationsl
wants of our ebi'dren,

But now, my Loxd, in strikiug contrast
to the etate of «ffairs which then ¢xisted,
you can proudly pofnt to the most wmagni
ficent cathedral i the Dominion, a stately
episcopal residence, a lage and well
sppointed orphansge, presided over by the
good Sisters of St. Joseph, in which the
wante of the poor aud needy, without
distinction of race or creed, are amply
provided for, echool buildings aud school
appliances second to none fun the city, in
which & sound secular and religlous edu
cation is imparted to our children, The
progress of the diccese at large has been
no less marked under your Lordship’s able
adwministration, for while on your ac-
cession you found only 23 parishes,
widely scattered over the extensive
territory which forms your Lordship's
dioceee, and only 30 priests to adminis
ter to the spiritual wants of your people,
there are now no fewer than 45 parnishes,
all with handsome and substantial
churches, presided over by 74 able and
zealous priests, and while your Lordship
found an existing heavy debt, not only
has that large debt been liquidated, but
also upwards of $1 000000 have been
expended in the erection of churches,
presbyteries, educational and charitable
institutions. :

In conclusion, my Lord, we wish to
bear testimony to the harmony which
bas always existed between your Lord-
ship and your spiritual, children, and we
return you our moet heartfelt gratitude
for the loving care with which, like a
good father, you have always watched
over us and guarded our interests.

We have also to congratulate your
Lordehip on the cordial and friendly
relations existing between your Lord.
ship and all classes of our citizens,

attend, and assist to make known their
works before the public. In the words
of the poet, “They do good by stealth,
and blush to find it fame.” They are

seen in their operation, but are eeen and
felt in their blessed resuits, Our schools
are a credit and are monumental
structures to the people of the city,
Then we have the Sacred Heart Con.
vent, which Las epent over §50 000 dur.
