DISTRESSING OCCURRENCE.—S8t. John's pa-
pers give the following very painful account of
lou‘of life which took place ip December last :—
1 be Queen left St. Johu's, N. F., last fall with
supplies for the Tilt Cove—the seat of mining
operatiens in the Island. It was mot heard of
for four months, and ail hands were given up
as lost. But about a fortnight sgo a little seal
irg schooner was passing » small island called
St. Jobn Gull, when those on board thought
they saw a line hanging over the cliff. Sailing
mesrer, and going on shore, they found two
eknatona. and several bodies covered with a sail.
Information was immediately given to respon-
sible periies, which led to further search, when
about five bodies were found, oonsisting of the
captain and mate, a Mr. Dousley, Mr. and Mrs.
Husk.inl, Miss Stition, and five others. The
captaia had kept a diary while life lasted, from
which it appeared that tkey had been cast on
tae 'Is'nnd on the 11th December. Tkey had
subsisied there, on a bleak and inhospitable
shcre, for perbaps a fortnight, and then they
died. On the 24:h D:cember, the captain wrote
ia the journal:—¢] have this day walked all
round this Island, and ‘see nothing before me
but death. I expect to be one of the first to
die, as I now feel very weak.” Aft:r that he
wrote no more.

They neither had food, fire, or water on the
Itland. We are told that “ The ecene the peo-
ple witnessed when removing the bodies ean be
better imegined than described. They were all
so frczen together that they had to be separated
with prizes and crowbars.” Mr. Dousley, io the
anticipation of deatk, had written in his melsn-
choly diary:—* I do not expect my body will
ever be found.”

Within sight of the adjoining rettlement and
the mainland, these poor creatures perished, the
nature of the cosst being so inhospitable and
rugged that the island in question might have
remeined unvisited for years.

United States.

WaSHINGTON, May 16.—The Impeachment
of President Johnson cawe up at noon to-day
in the Senate. When the question was taken
on the strongest article, the eleventh, the vote
stood thiry-five for conviction, to nigeteen for
ucquittal, = The required twc-thirds vete mot
being obtained, the President stands acquitted
on the 11th article. Immediately after voting
the Senate adjourned to May 26:h.

TERRIBLE CALAMITY IN THE SANDWICH
IsLANDS.—Lste despatches from San Francisco
aunounce a series of fearful eartbquakes and
volcanic eruptions in the Hawaii or Sandwich
lslands. 'Phe scene of the greatest loss was the
island Maunola. The earthquakes commenced
on the 27th March, and continued for several
weeks. Two thousand shocks had occarred by
13th of April.

At Warischina the eartbquake opened in many
places and-the tidal wave, sixty feet high, rose
over the tops of the cocea trees for a quarter of |
a mile inland, sweeping human beings, houres
and every thing moveable before it. The terri-
ble shock prostrated churches and killed many
jersons. Io all one hundred were Jost, besides
thousands of horses aud cattle, The craters
vomited fire, rocks and lava, and a river of red
hot lava five or six miles long flowed ten miles
per hour, destroying everything before it, and
forming an is!land in the sea, and a new crater
two miles wide opened and threw rocks and
streams of fire cne thousand feet high. Streams
of lava rolled to sea. At one time the illumina-
tion extended fifty miles at night. At Warie-
china three miles from shore, a conical island
rose suddenly, emitting a column of steam and
smoke, while the Kono packet was passing,
scattering mud on the vessel. ~The greatest
shock occurred April 2ad. Prior to the erup-
tions there was a shower of ashes and pumice:
During the great shock the swaying motion of
the earth was dreadful, so that no person could
stand. In the midst of this tremendous sheck
eruptions of red earth poured down the moun-
tein, rushiog across the plain three miles in
tbree minutes and then ceased. Then came the
great tidal wave, and then streams of lava.
The villsges en the shore were sll destroyed by
this wave. The earth opened under the sea and
reddened the water. The earth eruptions swal-
lowed thirty persons and the sea many more.
Great suffering and terror prevailed in the dis-
trict, and the whole region was affected. The
sloop ‘Live Yankee has beem despatched with
provisions to rescue and relieve.

Honolulu correspondence gives details of the
voleanic cisturbances, showing that the earth-
quake shocks extend to all the islands of the
group but one. No damage is known to bave
ocourred except around Mauncloa. Numerous
extensive land slides accompanied the pheno-
meus, destroying life and property. The sum-
mit and side of the bill, 1500 feet high, were
thrown & thousand feet over the tops of the
trees and landed in the valley below. The gases
\hat issued afterwards destroyed both vegetable
and animal life. Bottomless fissures opened in
the mountain side, and a lava stream Hows un-
der the ground, breaking out in four jets oix
miles from the sea and throwing lava and stones
1000 and 1500 feet high, and is pow jeined to
the maio laad by a stream of lava a mile wide.
A large stream of water has burst from the
mountain where the earth eruptions cccurred.
‘The base of the volcano is about thirty miles
in circumference. At least 8 half million dol-
lsrs’ worth of preperty is destroyed. ]

The King of the Sandwich Islands bas issued
a proclamation for the relief of the sufferers.

Many visitors had gone from Honolulu and
will go from San Francisco.

The worst is thought to be over, but the lava
flow coatinues. It is a grand spectacle.

New York, May 18.—The acquital of the
President on the 11th article of impeachment,
caused considerable excitement among re‘publl-
cans, and rejoicinf among democrats.
