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News in Brief

——It was announced from Wellington,
New Zealand, on July 29, via London, that
bthe opposition had rejected the zovern-
ment’s proposal for the formation of a
coalition government in New Zealand.

——The lumber mills and box factory at
Millerton, N. S, which lately came under
the control of the McLeod Pulp Company,
was destroyed by fire Tuesday, July 27,
The loss is $20,000, with partial insurance.

——A Toronto Globe cable on July 28,
announced that because she persistently
praised Germany, Andre Barbler, a Lyons
engineer, slew his German wife with a
revolver last montt.. A court martial on
July 28, acquitted him on his statement
that she daily ridiculed his patroitism and
scoffed at the French army.

——Mrs. W. Olsen Bailey, aged 65,
while preg::ring dinner at her home in
Aylmer, Ont., on July 29, expecting the
arrival of hes only son, Ulysses, a druggist
in Detroit, on the noon train, dropped
'dead. - Her brother died in like sudden
manner a year ago.

——A Royal Proclamation _issued in
London on July 29, prohibits the importa-
tion into the United Kingdom of :unset
diamonds-except under special license.

This step has been taken presumably
on account of the alleged sale recently
of considerable quantities of German
stones on the English market

——A French military bipldne carrying
Quartermaster Duvoy, of the Fifth Light
Cavalry, caught fire while tiying over
Etampes, France, on July 29, at a height
of 300 feet. The cavalry officer was
thrown out of the aeroplane when at an
altitude of 150 feet, and died in a few
minutes. The machine was demolished.

" ——The following official statement was
made public in London on July 30:

“It is officially announced that two
prisoners who were charged with espion-
age were tried by general court martial
on the 16th and 17th. They were found
guilty and sentenced to death, and the
sentences, having been duly confirmed,
were carried out this morning. ”

——Mrs. John Chandler, while sitting
in her home at the Landing, two miles
north'of Westbourne, Man., on July 28,
conversing with relatives and friends, was
shot dead without the slightest warning
by John C. Hillas, who immediately ‘com-
mitted suicide. Private W. S. Stewart of
the 44th Battalion is a son of Mrs. Chand-
ler.

——A sad drowning accident occurred
at a point sofne miles north of Campbell-
ton, N. B, on July 26, in which Frank
Barton, bf Chatham, lost his life. Deceased
was employed as a painter, and was en-
gaged in painting a bridge when he lost
his balance and fell to- the water below.
He was stunned by the fall and sank im-
mediately. The body was recovered and
will be brought to Chatham for interment,

——At Newcastle, N. B, in the police
court on July 27, Magistrate Lawlor sen-
tenced John Nonlan, of Glace Bay, a
recruit for the 40th Battalion, to two
months without the option of afine. The

| previous afternoon, on the Ocean Limited,

Nonlan took a German book from a fellow
passenger and refused to give it back, and
in the endeavors of the train crew to get
it for him_the conductor, brakeman .and
news-agent all'came-in for a beating.

——That the charges made by C. P.
Fullerton, K. C., on behalf of fourteen
private members of the legislature were
unfounded, is the finding made by the
Royal Commission, of which Mr. Justice
Perdne is the chairman, made public in
Winnipeg, Man., on July 30. The com-
missioners report that “it is impossible to
say” that the negotiations which at
tended the resignation of the Roblin gov-
ernment were “in any degree improper or
unfair.”

——A dispatch to Reuter’s Telegram
Co. from Cape Town on July 29, says that
General Smuts, Minister of the Interior of
the Union of South Africa, in a speeeh,
déaling with the future of German South-
west Africa, made the announcement that
the government was planning to send
there a strong body of colonists from
British South Africa. “Those who have
borne the weight of the burden will have
the preference,” Gen. Smuts declared.

——The Russian Finance Minister Bark
has informed the finance commission of
the Duma that he has applied for authori-
zation to issue state securities amounting
to 1,200,000,000 roubles (about $600,000,-
000) beyond the sum at present allowable.
He mentioned that the returns of the
savings banks up to July 1, 1915, showed
deposits of 1,800,000,000 roubles (about $9-
00,000,000) above last year, which is al-
most the exact amount the treasury lost
owing to the prolfibition of vodka.

——For the first 1ime since the war
started, a Hamburg-American liner, one
of the rich prizes of Britain’s naval power,
arrived in Montreal on July 29.

Formerly known as the Friesian, and
now the Huntress, the former German
freighter moored at Windmill Point, is
easily the largest of her kind in those|
waters. She is of 10,000 tons tonnage and
magnificently appointed, the last word in
German shipbuilding. She was on. her
maiden voyage when a British warship
overhauled her on the high seas.

——A wage increase to more than 7,000
employes of the Standard Oil Company of
New Jersey, in its Bayonne, Bayway and
Jersey City plants was announced on July
29. It affects the men who went on strike
there two weeks ago, as well as those who
did not strike, ‘Workmen who now re-
ceive up to $2.50 a day, will receive a 10
per cent increase; those earning more
than $2.50 will receive 25 cents a day
more.

Employes of the Sandard here had
struck for a 15 per cent increase.

——Following the removal of President
Guillaumo, of Hayti, from the French
legation at Port au Prince, and his assass-
ination by an infuriated mob, marines
were landed from the U. S. cruiser Wash-
ingion on July 29, and Admiral Caperton
reported that he had the situation in hand.
(t is thought that in view of the disaster
which has again broken out in the turbu-
lent republic, the American Government
will insist on its original proposals beforée
withdrawing its forces.
———General Carranza cabled his Wash-
ington agent on July 29, that his forces
lafter six hours fighting had captured
Pachuca and routed the Villa flying col-
umn which was working south to reinforce
ta forces near Mexico City. -
serious has become the shortage of
food in Mexico City, that the United States.
will make imimediate representations in
Carranza and Zapata, urgin~ (hat provis-
ions be permitted to get th.ough to the
arving people in the capital.

——VWilliam Lefler was found guilty on
July 28 at Sandwich, Ont, by County
Judge Dromgole, of dynamiting the Pea-
body plant at Walkerville, and of conspir-
ing, with Kahlschmidt and “ Schmidt, ” to
dynamite other buildings on the Ontario
side of the Detroit river.

The court withheld decision, on motion
of the defence for a reserved case, and an
appeal to the Ontario High Court will
probably be made on the ground the in-
dictment was defective. Lefler was con-
victed on two-of three indictments. The
third charge, that of having dynamite in

is px ion, was g d, with the con-
sent of Crown Attorney Rodd.

Lefler faces life imprisonment.

——A man the police said was Samuel
Blurton, of Montreal, was arrested on the
street in New York on July 27, on a charge
of being a fugitive from justice. The
police declared that Blurton left Montreal
on July 10, with a payroll of $7,000 belong-
ing to the Canadian Steel Foundry Com|

pany.

They added, ‘that ‘siffce” Blurtori disap-
pedred a search had been made for him
in several cities of the United States and
Canada. His whereabouts were deter-
mined when he mailed $300 to his wife.
The police said the man had more than
$4,000 in cash on his person when arrested.
Blurton was said to have told the police
that he was willing to return to Montreal
to face the charge against him.

——Newspaper dispatches from Tunis
to Rome, on July 29, stated that an allied
warshlp captured a large Greek sailing
ship off Cape Matapan and towed it into
Bizerta. Five Turkish, officers ‘are de-
clared to have been found hidden aboard
the ship, which was laden with provisions
and ammunition intended for the rebels
of Cyrenaica. On searching an officer,
who seemed to be the leader of the ex-
pedition, a letter is said to have been
found from the Sultan of Turkey to the
Grand Senoussi rebel chieftain.

The dispatches say that the French
authorities are maintaining the greatest
reserve concerning the seizure.

——The Earl of Crewe, Lord President
of the Council, replying in the House of
Lords on July 28, to a question by Vis-
count Bryce concerning the killing of
Christians in Armenia by the Turks, said
the information received at the foreign
office showed that such crimes lately had
increased, both in number and in degree
of atrocity. They included, he declared,
both wholesale massacre and wholesale
deportations.

The presence of the Germans, and the
influence they exercised had been, the
Earl of Crewe continued, “an absolute and
unmitigated curse, both to the Christian
and Maslem population. They have shown
a most complete cynical disregard for the
country and the people who inhabit it.”
— Lord Davenport, chairman of the
port of London, said to a party of news-
paper men who were inspecting on July
28, the new $11,000,000 dock just approach-
ing completion :—

with general building construction work,
nothing will be allowed to hinder the rush-
ing to completion the great port improve-
ments of London ‘which are now being
carried out.” It is our duty to see thiit the
port of London is so thoroughly equipped
when the war is over, that Hamburg can
never again threaten our supremdcy. The
works which are now being constructed
will make London, in every way, superior
to every other port in the world.”

——The Times of July 28, commenting
vigorously on the fact that there are act-
ually several hundred so-called charitable
organizations soliciting funds for various
war relief purposes, urges the Govern-
ment to appoint immediately a committee
to license approved charities, inaking it an
offence to collect money without a licence.
The Times declares that there is colossal
waste under the present system, and that
the existence of most of the present or-
ganizations is a nuisance and a danger
“Some of them” says the Times, “pay
collectors a commission as high as 25 per
cent; many of them are expensively run,
wasting, money in administration and ad-
vertising. Some of the organizations
which send gifts to the troops are a burden
to the army postal authorities, forwarding
every sort and condition of article useful
and useless.”

——The future of the territory of South-
west Africa, captured from the Germans,
is being much discussed in Cape Town,
according to a dispatch received on July
29. It is believed that Great Britain will
under no_circumstances allow it to go
back to Germany after the conclusion of
peace, and that it will ultimately be added
to the Union of South Africa as a new pro-
vince. Plans are already being discussed
for the development of this vast and very
rich region. A railway from Livingstone
to the West Coast, which will bring the
rich cattle country of Northern Rhodesia
much nearer to the sea and to the markets
of EWYope, will in all probability be the
first big engineering work undertaken.

It is estimated in official; circles here
that the war against the Germans has
cost, South Africa $67,000,000, while the
suppression of the rebellion cost an ad-
ditional $20,000,000.

~——Viscount Oura, the Japanese min-
ister of justice, suddenly resigned his port-
folio at Tokio, on July 29. The minister's
action, following as it does, the investiga-
tion instituted by the minister of justice
into the charges growing out of the parlia-
mentary elections last. March, has caused
a great sensation throughout Japan.
