The
climate is a desirable one; the land prin-
cipally alder bottom and not very heavi-
ly timbered. In the settlement there are
no less than three pianos. Large clear-
ances are being made by the settlers; but
the great drawback there as elsewhere
in° the Province, is the lack of roads.
Trails have been constructed by the set-
tlers themselves, but they expect the
Government. to expend in road-making a
few hundred dollars, as was promised
would be done when the estimates were
being prepared for last session. Crops
grow well; wheat, from the Agassiz Ex-
perimental Farm, having ripened nicely
this year. They have no summer frosts.
The purest of water exists in abundance
and the country abounds with all kinds
of game, whilst the streams are full of
fish.
