FATHER AND SON DROWNED

While Returning Home After a 
Winter’s Work.

Wm. Alcorn and His Son the 
Victims of a Sad Accident.

Clarence Kstabrooks’ Narrow Ks. 
cape-The Particulars.

Passengers ou Thursday night's late train 
from St. John brought intelligence of a 
drowning accident on the south branch of 
the Oromocto, by which Hr. Wm. Alcorn, 
of Waterville, and his son William 
lost their lives, and yesterday morning 
scarcely anything else was talked of on the 
streets than the sad affair. Very many 
stories were afloat as to tha particulars of 
tbe accident, everyone who professed to 
know anything about it, having a different 
version to tell. It was said by some that 
Clarence Eitabrooks, eon of Mr. Chss. 
Es'abrooks, of Gibson, was also drowned, 
hut later reports were to the effect that hi 
narrowly escaued. It was not until the 
noon train arrived, however, that any 
reliable information was obtained. Clarence 
Bstabrooks himself was one of the passen­
gers, and it was from him that a Gleaner 
reporter learned the particulars of tbe sad 
affair,hwich he related as follows: Yesterdsy 
morning Mr. Alcorn, of Waterville, hia son 
William and myself left Tracey, where we 
had been working in the woods all winter 
We bad a span of horses attached to a bob 
s ed, and came along without any inter­
ruption until we approached Bliesville. 
Here the stream bad overflown its banks, 
and tbe road was covered with a few feet of 
water. To cross the Bliesville bridge it was 
necefsary to go through this, and we did 
it with some difficulty. Just as w'e were 
getting on the bridge a huge torrent of 
water and several cakes of ice came down 
upon it, and lifted one end of the super­
structure from the piers. We at once turned 
our horses and went back on the flooded 
road. The water here bad risen two feet in 
const qnence of the sadden flow, but our 
borsea were doing well, until the team was 
struck by a large piece of ice which took 
them beyond their depth in the ditch along­
side of the road. The hind part of the 
beb aled became detached from the rest of 
the team, and young Alcorn and myself 
dung to it while it tamed over and over. 
Mr. Alcorn got çn the back of one of the 
horses and remained there for some time 
until they swam into a shallower place 
which allowed them to stand. The son and 
myself then paddled over to where they 
were, and he got on the back of the other 
horse. We were all becoming benumbed, 
tod Mr. Alcorn said there was no other 
remedy than to wade through the meadow 
to tbe higher ground. In the meantime 
Luke Bailey, who bad seen us from the front 
of bis hanse, ran up the road as if for help.
I told Mr. Alcorn that we bad better remain 
where we were until Bailey arrived with 
assistance, else we might get beyond our 
depth, but he did not think that anyone wa- 
coming to help ns, =o he started the horses 
in. 1 caught hold of some of the harness 
and swam along, while the horses waded 
through with the men on their backs. In a 
little while they went down in a hollow, 
■rod that was the last I saw of Mr. Alcorn 
and bis son or the horses. I swam on and 
tried to keep myself up as best I could until 
Bailey arrived with a boat, although I was 
very weak. I can just remember being 
taken in tbe boat, -rod that is all. I believ.
I was then taken to Mr. Bailey’s bouse 
where the proper remedies were applied. 
They worked with me for upwards of an 
hour before I recovered consciousness. 1 
suff red terribly while the circulation was 
being restored. Mr. Bailey went up to Dell 
Barit’s for the boat,a distance of nearly two 
miles. He and Dell brought it down on a 
sled, and rescued me. I will never forget 
my experience of yesterday.

r. Alcorn was a hard-working, honest 
and well-to-do farmer of about 63 years ol 
age. He was well and favorably known in 
ihis city, and bis sad end has caused general 
regret. He leaves a widow and three sons 
to mourn the loss of a good husband and a 
kind father, two of the sons being married 
and living away from home. James, who 
married Clarence Estabrook’s sister, lives 
at Woodstock, and John is farming at 
Stanley. There is now only one son, a six­
teen year old boy, left at home with th* 
mother. William, the other victim of the 
accident, was 21 years of age.

When Mrs. Alcorn heard of the accident 
which bad robbed her of her husband and 
son, she became almost distracted, and 
could in no way be consoled The scene at 
the bouse was indeed a sad one, the poor 
woman’s cries being heart-rending.

The bodies of the two Alcorns were re­
covered yesterday, and an inquest was held, 
after which they were taken to Waterville, 
irtaere the funeral will take place to-morrow

Union of St. John and Portland— 
St. Andrew’s Company.

A good deal of interest attended the dis­
cussion of the river counties railway bill on 
Thursday afternoon, a brief report of which 
debate appeared iu the last Issue. Messrs 
Glasler, Harrison, Hetherington and Palmer 
members for Sunbury and Queens expressed 
their anxiety that the road should be built 
as soon as possible. They contended how­
ever that a company was already chartered 
for this purpose, and the right of that comr 
pany should be considered. They were 
willing, as the road was very much needed, 
to harmonize the two companies. Mr. 
Glasier in addressing the house said that 
neither he nor Mr. Harrison, his colleague, 
had been consulted ia reference to this bill 
before it was brought to the house. He had 
not seen tbe advertisement in re'erauce to it 
though be understood it bed appeared in a 
weekly paper. The representatives of Sun- 
bury and Queen's had been ignored io the 
matter, nevertheless they were willing t-> 
co-operate with the promoters of the road and 
give them every assistance. The members 
of the "existing company had corporate 
rights which the house conld not overlook, 
aud being willing to aid in the construction 
of the road they asked simply that 
the two companies be amalgamated 
If the promoters of this bill 
were really anxious to have the road built, 
they would yield to this. Hon. Mr. Blair 
took strong grounds in favor of £he olaii 
and rights put forth by the representatives 
of Queens and Sunbury. They were told 
that the promoters of the road were not ask­
ing for a charter as a private enterprise, but 
were expecting subsidies to build the road. 
Under these circumstances, it must be treat­
ed as a public question, and the opinions of 
the members of the counties through which 
tbe road would run, should guide the house 
to a very considerable extent. The,company 
were also asking for a charter for a road to 
travel the game route as that of a company 
already incorporated. In view of these facta 
th- views of the representatives of tbe local­
ities interested should not be ignored. Their 
rights must be considered and their voice in 
the matter should direct the members in 
voting on this question. A fier some further 
discussion on suggestion of Bon. Mr. Blair, 
as stated in last issue, progress was reported 
on the bill.

New Brunswick Telephone Co.
Dr. Stockton committed a bill incorpor­

ating the New Brunswick Telephone Co., Dr. 
Moore in the chair. Dr. Stockton offered 
explanations of the objects of the company, 
which have already been given quite fully 
in'this paper. The company, in seeking in­
corporation, ask for legislation to establish 
telephonic communication between the lead­
ing towns and centres of the province. No 
opposition was met with in the bill until 
section 14 was reached, in which the com­
pany asked for exclusive rights for ten years 
to control the telephone communication 
between the towns named in the bill. Mr. 
Stockton claimed that the bill rather sought 
to prevent a monopoly than to create one. 
The Bell Telephone Go., by an act of the 
assembly passed in 1862, had been given the 
power to establish telephone communication 
between the points named bat took no steps 
to do so. That company had now sold out 
to a foreign company which had no legal 
status in this country. This bill asked for 
the incorporation of a home company, and 
privileges should be extended to it by this 
legislature in preference to any outside 

>mpany.
Hon. Mr. Ritchey strenuously opposed 

giving to the company any such exclusive 
r ghta. The Bell Telephone (Jo., had estab­
lished the telephone in the leading towns of 
the province and the people had benefited by 
it

Mr. Stockton—This bill would not prevent 
hem from continuing in operation.

Mr. Ritchie contended that 
when the telephones were erected between 
St. John and Fredericton and between the 
otner points named, the company would re­
quire to have exchange offices in the towns 
and thus would soon acquire 
exclusive control. The foreign company 
spoken of as the purchasers of the Bell Tele­
phone was the Nova Scotia Telephone com­
pany. He had never before heard Nova 

Scotians called foreigners in this country.
Dr. Alward would like for personal inter­

ests to give every aid to the company seek­
ing incorporation, but he was not filling to 
confer upon them any such exclusive powers 
as sought lor. He hoped that some solution 

ight be made which would prove aatisfac- 
fory to both campaniea.

Hoe. Mr. Blair was aoxions to lend every 
enc mragement to the promoters of this bill, 
but the legislature had conferred certain 
rights and powers on the Bell Telephone 
company, and those rights conld not be 
overlooked. Tbe legislature had not em­
powered the company to sell or lease their 
property,' and they were therefore net com­
pelled to recognize their assigns or lessees 
He preferred to aid a New Brunswick com­
pany to any outside company. He would 
be willing to give the New Brunswick com­
pany exclusive right for 10 years, provided 
the Bell Telephone company did not, within 
one or two years, exercise the power grant- 
to them by the legislature in establishing 
telephone communication between the 
places named, aud suggested an amend­
ment to that effect.

Mr. Wilson favored the bill and spoke at 
some length on the propriety of fostering 
home enterprise. He pointed out wherein 
the Bell company had not exercised the 
powers granted them, but bad only estab­
lished the telephone in a few of the popul­
ous centres where they could make the most

After some further discussion progresa 
was reported with leave to sit again.

Friday Mobnino.
Mr. Ketchum introduced a bill to author­

ise the county council of the municipality 
of Garleton to aid io the erection of an exhi­
bition building. Mr. Ketchum presented a 
petition from the secretary-treasurer and 
warden of tbe municipality of Garleton 
praying that the above bill may become 
law.

■ Iramlehl Ball war.
Mr. Burchill committed a bill to incor­

porate the Newcastle aud Tabueintac rail­
way company, Mr. Black in the chair. Mr. 
Burchill moved as ao amendment to the first 
section that the names of the incorporators 
of the bill be struck out and the following 
inserted instead : Allan Ritchie, William 
A. Hickson, Michael Adams, Wm. Richards, 
K. F. Burns, John Sadler, Patrick Henneesy, 
John J. McDonald, James O. Fish, Francis 
Hughes, Ernest Hutchison, Hon. R. Hutch­
ison, Alex. Loggie, Jas. Anderson, George 
Watt, John Johnston, James Doyle, Joseph 
MvKuigbt, Robert R Call, John Ellis, Wm. 
Muithead, Michael S. Hocken. It was ex­
plained by Messrs Burchill and Hutchison 
that the reason for striking out and adding 
to the names of incorporators was the result 
of compromise between the two companies 
while the bill was before the corporation 
committee, and that the Northumberland 
members were agreed to the amendment. 
Another amendment was also agreed to that 
the proposed road run through the village 
of Newcastle and to follow the survey made 
by E iglneer Cushing for the Douglas town 
railway to a point opposite Chatham and 
through the parish of A|uwick to terminate 
at some point in the county of Gloucester. 
The bill was agreed to as amended.

Hon. Mr. McLellan presented a petition 
from the city ot Portland praying that the 
bill to provide ter a commission with tbe 
view to toe union of the cities ot Portland 
»nd St. John may not become law.

I Mr. Ketchum committed for further con- 
| sidération the bill for the incorporation 
i of tbe Woodstock Women's Christian Union,
! Dr. Lewis in the chair. Dill agreed to with 
l slight amendments.

rotou or Si. John iuiaI Fori Nanti.
Dr. Alward committed bill to provide 

for a commission to enquire and report with 
fa view to tbe union of tho cities of St. John 
i and of Portland, in the city and county of 
| St. John. Dr. Alward expl lined the provi­

sions of the bill which provides that the gov­
ernor in council and the city councils 
of St. John and Portland shall each appoint 
one person to act as commissioners under 
this act whose duties it shall be to prepare 
a scheme for uniting the two cities under 
one government in one city, and for con­
solidating all tbe interests of the two cities. 
When the commission shall have finally 
adopted and completed their scheme, 
the bill provides that the same shall 
be submitted to a popular vote io the re­
spective cities. Dr. Alward strongly advo­
cated the scheme and pointed out many ot 
the advantages that would be gained by 
the consummation of tbe union of the two 
cities. Hon. Mr. Ritchie was strongly in 
favor of amalgamation. It would be advan­
tageous in many respects, and tbe province 
would have a city then of which it inay be 
proud. It was important iu many respects 
that such a union should be effected. He* 
however, was opposed to tbe provisions of 
tbe bill with regard to the cost of the com­
mission. He thought that Portland should 
not be asked to bear one-half ol the expense 
of the commission. Hoa. Mr. McLellan said 
there were some objections to the passage 
or this bill which should bear weight with 
the members. The city council of Portland 
bad taken a stand recently against amalga­
in ition by a vote of 13 to 2. If, however, 
there was a strong feeling in the house in 
Nvor of the bill, he would ask that it be 
amended in some respects. He agreed with 
Mr. Ritchie with regard to the cost of the 
commission and Portland's share. He sug­
gested the proposition that the expenses bq 
adjusted according to the valuation. He 
recommended a change also in the appoint­
ment of the commission. Dr. Stockton 
spoke in favor of the scheme, but suggest­
ing some changes in the bill. Mr. Quinton 
favored the principle of the bill, the bill 
was under consideration when the house 
swljuurned for dinner.

Friday Afternoon.
The consideration of the bill providing a 

commission with the view of effecting a 
anion of the cities of Portland and St. John 
was resumed in the afternoon session. Mr. 
Hanmgton spoke in favor of the bill claim­
ing that it would add to the Importance, 
independence and influence of the chief city 
of the Province. Messrs. Atkinson, Baird, 
Pugsley and Tweedie spoke in favor of the 
bill. Dr. Alward argued in reference to the 
appointment of the commission that one of 
the members should neither be a resident or 
ratepayer of either of the cities. The reason 
for this as advanced by Dr. Alward met 
with the general approval of the House and 
an amendment was carried to that effect. 
Another amendment to the bill was effected 
making the cost of the commlssioa one-third 
for the city of Portland aad two-thirds for 
the city ot St. John. The bill was agreed 
to as amended.

SI Andrew* Land Company.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell committed bill to incor­

porate the St. Andrews Land Company, 
Mr. Burchill in the chair. Mr. Mitchell ex­
plained the object of the corporation, which 
was investing in real estate, erecting a 
wharf, running one or more steamers, erec­
tion of buildings with the view of increasing 
the advantages of St. Andrews as a summer 
resort Some of the incorporators were 
residents of St. Andrews and Charlotte, 
others belonged to the United States. After 
some discussion the bill was Agreed to with 
amendments.

81. Jobs Elver Railway.
Mr. White committed for further consid­

eration the River Counties Railway bill, 
Mr. Ketchum in the chair. Mr. White said 
that after consultation with the gentlemen 
who differed from their views yesterday, a 
conclusion had been arrived at which he 
thought proved satisfactory to both parties 
and companies He moved as an amend­
ment that in an addition to the corporators 
named in the bill there be added the names 
of Thos. Hetherington, M. P. P., John Law. 
Parker Glasier, A. S. White, M. P. P. The 

lendment prevailed without discussion. 
Mr. White also moved as an amendment that 
the name of the company be changed from 
the River Counties Railway to “St. John 
River Railway.” Another amendment was 
also moved by Hon. Mr. Blair making it 
compulsory that the road pass through the 
villages of Oromocto aad Gagetown, an& 
connect with the New Brunswick Railway 
at or near Welsford. The bill was agreed 
to as amended.

Friday Evening.
Mr. Humphey committed bill to exempt 

Moncton cotton mill from taxation tor 
county purposes, Mr. Phinoey in tbe chair. 
The Attorney General strongly opposed 
making any exemption on school assess- 

ta. The school law of the province 
ordained that the schools ot the country 
should be maintained by the property of the 
country. If they were going to exempt 
valuable properties all over the country 
they had better surrender their present 
school administration and return to the old 
system. He had Strongly advocated io the 
interests of the schools that no exemption 
in any case be made for school purposes, 
and he would continue to do so.

SHOT BY HIS FRIEND.

How Wm. S. Perry, of Caiman, 
(.'ame to His Death.

S. M. Styles Mistakes Him for 
a Night Prowler

Ami Fires at Him with a Fatal 
Result.

Pbtitcodiac, March 21.—The tragedy at 

New Canaan, on Friday night, whereby W. 
Smith Perry lost his life at the bands of a 
friend, has attracted much public interest, 
and it is the talk of the neighborhood.

Severe or She Tragedy.

The said affair occurred in the settle­
ment of New Canaan, near the border of 
Kings and Queens counties, and about 19 
miles from Petitcodiac. Part of the Perry 
Brother»' farm lies io Queens and part in 
Kings county, but the barn and dwelling 
bouse are ia the latter county. The farm 
house is in a lonely spot, the nearest settler 
living over a mile distant, The occupants 
of the house were W. Smith Perry; his 
brother, Thos. A. Perry; an unmarried sis­
ter, Tryphena Perry, and a widowed sister, 
Mrs Arminia Parlee. George D. Perry 
lives with 8 Stockton, in Queens county, 
near the border of Kings county. Wilfred 
A. Keith, who was at the Perry house 
the night of the tragedy, resides 
in Butternut Ridge. For several
weeks past all manner of vindict­
ive pranks have been played on the pro­
perty of the Perry Brothers by some qn 
known person. Apple trees were entdown, 
the locks broken off the barn doer, and Paris 
green pot in tbe stable. On one occasii n 
some Paris green was given to a horse, ar d 
tha animal was sick some time in conse­
quence. From pranks, the mischief soon 
changed to sending threatening letters to 
Albert Perry; and on the night before iLe 
tragedy the mysterious prowler was sun 
prowling around the lonely farm all night, 
but be could not be identified. None of the 
neighbors know who he is; but one of the 
two surviving Perry Brothers declares in 
evidence that he has strong suspicion.

Tbe Tbreatemlssa Letters.

The two threatening letters, one of which 
was found in the barn and the other stuck 
in the fence, are in the possession of Mr. 0. F. 
Alward, foreman of the coroner’s jnry, who 
showed them to a Transcript reporter. The 
first is written on a small piece of paper, 
which looks like a half-sheet of small letter 
paper or a leaf from a memorandum book. 
Both were written in lead pencil, and in a 
scrawling, almost illegible hand. The first 
was found on the 8tb inst., and reads as 
follows.

March 7.
I am bore toroight. I hear you have got 

your horse pretty well hooked in. I will 
watch him and you if you keep him I bave 
a grudge on you I will fix you if you do 
not leave. Find out who I am. You are 
away to-night. 1 will come on yon when 
(you) are not expecting., J will not harm 
any other but you. I mean it.

The second letter found on the 15tb lost., 
is written on the back of an old envelope, 
the part containing the address having been 
torn off, and read as follows :

D-----your soul. You may watoh and I
will watch too. I saw you last night after 
dark. You had some one with you.
I did not want to come on you then, but just 
as sure ae you live I will do it.

There were no signatures to either of the 
two letters,

A Tragic Culmination.

The Perry Brothers, determined to cap­
ture the miscreant if possible called in the 
service of some friendly neighbors. Besides 
the Perrys, Wilfred A. Keith and S. M. 
Styles agreed to keep watch all night 
There was only one gun between them and 
that was in possession of Styles. The latter 
served with tbe Canadian troops daring the 
Northwest half breed rebellion of 1885, and 
Is said to bave been rather careless in the 
use of fire aims through frequent practice. 
Two of the party—George Perry and Styles 
—were in the barn daring the night suid to­
wards Friday morning at halt-past three, 
Smith Perry went out to tell them to come 

*io the house and warm themselves as it was 
no use waiting any longer. “Instead of 
giving the signal which was three knocks 
upon the door, he said “Gome on boys.” 
He was about ten feet from the door, when 
Styles, who was watching at the barn, fired 
through the opening in the door, thinking 
the person calling was the midnight prowler. 
The entire charge struck Perry in the leg 
below the groin, and the whole thirty or 
forts buckshot were distributed within the 
area of a few inches. Smith Perry cried 
out “I am shot” and fell back He was car­
ried into tbe boose, medical attendance 
summoned, hot in vein. He was conscious 
all the time, suffered great pain snd died at 
five o’cloek on Saturday afternoon.

George D. Perry and Thomas A. Perry, 
brothers of the deceased, accompanied by 
S. M. Styles, celled on Coroner William 
Keith at bis residence in Havelock on Sun­
day afternoon, detailed the facts of the case, 
and asked him if he thought an inquest nec­
essary. He replied that an inquest must 
certainly be held, and the men left. Styles 
drove off to Petitcodia, telling hie friends 
that he was going for a lawyer to look after 
his interests in the case, and has not since 
been seen. Geo. Perry, brother of the de­
ceased, went to Petitcodiac, where Styles 
had left the team in a stable, and brought it 
home. It was at the Perry farm when the 
inquest was held on Monday morning. It 
is not known where Styles is, but it is gen­
erally supposed that he changed hie mind 
in regard to getting a lawyer at Petitcodiac 
and is now residing in Uncle Sam’s terrl-

y Tbe Coroner’* Inquest.

Coroner Wm. Keith, of Havelock, held an 
ir quest on the remains at New Canaan Mon­
day morning at 10 o’clock. The following 
coroner’s jury was empanelled, with Mr. 0. 
F. Alward, of Havelock, as foreman : Mar­
shal Price, 8. O. Price, Ohas. B. Keith, John 
H. Bransoomb, Isaac Schofield and David 
O’Neil. After viewing the remains the in­
quest was held at the late residence of the 
deceased. A number ot witnesses were ex­
amined, aud the jury, after a short consul­
tation, returned the following verdict :

That the deceased, William Smith Perry 
came to hie death by a shot from a gun in 
the bauds ot one 8. M. Styles, with no in­
tent to kill, but to do bodily harm, believ­
ing the deceased to be a burglar.

We also strongly coudemu tbe reckless 
use of firearms.

Smith Perry, the man who was killed, was 
about 40 years of age and unmarried.

IcrOlMCK AMU UHELFLEY.

About three hundred people witnessed 
the three-mile race between McCormack and 
Whelpley in the Marysville rink last night, 
quite a number from the city being present 
despite the unfavorable weather and the bad 
roads. The Ice was in good condition. 
Shortly alter eight o'clock Whelpley appear­
ed on the ice and gave a splendid exhibition, 
getting over the laps at a good speed a-id in 
excellent style. A few minutes later all 
••yes were upon the world's chaqipiou as he 
skated round the mammoth rink with bis 
long, graceful and sweeping strokes. No 
one, of course, expected that there was any 
chance for Whelpley, smd when be after­
wards finished the race leaa than a lap be, 
hind he surprised all the spectators and was 
cheered by the boys for his excellent show­
ing. The race was called on about half 
past eight, the men being started from the 
middle of the lower eide, g- H. McKee and 
W. P. Fiewelling acted as timers, and D. J. 
Stock ford as umpire. McCormack got the 
lead from tbe start and kept slowly increas­
ing it until the finish, leaving Whelpley 
about an eighth of a lap behind at the end of 
the first mile, when tbe watches registered 
3.16. In tbe second mile Whelpley skated 
well and lost very little. The second mile 
was finished at d.45. In the last mile Mc­
Cormack kept steadily increasing his lead, 
and gave the spectators a splendid exhibi­
tion of last skating, and in hie spurt for the 
finish astonished tb- m all, it being hardly 
possible for them to follow him with 
tbeir eyes. In the last three 
laps he increased his lead wonderfully, 
gaining nearly a half a lap. At the end "of 
the three miles the watches registered 10:15 
for McCormack, Whelpley getting in 7 
seconds later.

An amateur race was next csdled on, in 
which Arthur Gibson, Will Gibson and 
Abner Starkey were the contestants. This 
was a most exciting race, each one of tbe 
skaters taking their tarn at leading. For 
the first few laps Will Gibson seemed the 
best man.

SMITH’S BOOT UCOVUBD

The body of Richard Smith, the fire- 
an, who was killed in the railway dis­

aster on the South Branch Bridge on 
December 10th, 1885, was discovered 
floating in the stream a little below the 
bridge yesterday morning by Luke Bailey 
a resident of the vicinity, while grapling 
for the bodies of the two Alcorns. Mr 
Bailey, who euspected that the body was 
that of Smith, at once informed the rail­
way authorities. The friends of the de­
ceased were also notified. Une of his 
brothers went to the spot, and at once 
recognized the body. Although having 
been such a long time in the water the 
features were still partially recognizable 
while his clothing, such as overhalle, etc. 
seemed as it it had only been in the 
water a few days. An inquest was held 
on the body by Coroner D. W. Hartt yes­
terday, and the remains have bet-n taken 
to tbe residence of the deceased's par­
ents in Portland, 'l'he funeral will take 
place to-morrow afternoon.

It is belirved that the body has been 
all these months since the disaster buri­
ed beneath tbe coals which tell from the 
tender when it went crashing through 
the bridge, and that the recent rains, 
which produced a strong current in the 
stream, have washed away the debris and 
allowed the body to rise.
