Templemore, Ireland, "Nov. T.—'Tem- 

plemore on Friday was the scene ot 
five hours of terrorism when military 
forces raided the town, fired shots am, 
raided premises, but no casualties 
were reported, in reprisal for killing 
of three soldiers and wounding of five 
in an attack on an army lorry.

Reprisals followed in 
neighboring villages, fa-m houses ’be­
ing burned. /

North Tonawenda, N. Y„ Nov. 1.— 

Twelve men were kiled early yester­
day morning in an explosion and tire 
at the distributing tower of the Ni 

ara Falls Power Company here, 
explosion occurred a few minutes 

afftç the two new transformers had 
been ‘put in at the distributing tower, 
when 13 men were crowded in the 
room. iSae force of the explosion 
burst a steel barrel of lubricating oil 
and a Hash of electricity fired the oil 
which was sprayed over the men.
