LOCAL LEGISLATURE.
Some Important Business Transacted 

During the Week.

Friday, March 18th.
On the opposition referring to the Bal- 

colm draft, hon. Mr. Ryan said that he 
might perhaps again give a history of this 
case, as the facts were made known to the 
public works department Mr. Balcolm 
sent the draft here. He did not bring it 
himself, but sent it by Mr. Quinton. The 
latter got the money on the draft of Mr. 
Balcolm and took it down, as he sup­
posed, to Mr. Balcom. He (Ryan) heard 
nothing more of the matter until it ap­
peared in the accounts in connexion with 
the expenditure for cutting down a ,hill 
Some attention was directed to the matter 
and he sent for Mr. Balcom. The latter 
came here, but he (Ryan) did not see him. 
Mr. Balcom, it seems, went before the pub­
lic accounts committee and the papers re­
ported that he said he had not got the 
money. After going back to St. John Mr. 
Balcom wrote that he had the money and 
would account for it in his next returns. 
He (Ryan) was not satisfied with this ex­
planation nor was the attorney general 
general, and it was resolved to hold an in­
vestigation.

It seems that Mr. Quinton got the 
amount of the draft mixed with some by­
roads expenditure, but he and Mr. Balcom 
got the matter straightened out between 
themselves and any money due in that 
connection by Balcom has been accounted 
for. He might say that there was another 
balance against Mr. Balcom’s account of 
last year’s expenditures, but Mr. Balcom 
states that he has the money and will ac­
count for it

Hon. Mr. Blair said Mr. Hanington’s 
view regarding Mr. Balcom was a very ex­
treme one. Mr. Balcom was a man of the 
highest respectability. Dr. Stockton 
would bear testimony to that fact. There 
was not the slightest desire on the part of 
the government to prevent the fullest in­
vestigation. It was a question for the 
hon. member for Kent to consider after 
the explanation of the chief commissioner, 
whether the motion should proceed 
further. The government had no reason 
to be alarmed in reference to the pay­
ment of the draft. That draft had been 
endorsed by Mr. Balcom and the money 
paid on hie order. The department held 
that draft as a voucher against Mr. Balcom 
until an expenditure to the amount of the 
draft was shown by him.

Hon. Mr. Blair said he had only sug­
gested referring the matter to the public 
accounts committee to save costs. He 
would withdraw that suggestion. The 
government had nothing to hide and 
there would be no objection to committee 
asking for it Motion carried.

Mr. Hetherington moved that “the 
question of the representation of the sev­
eral counties of the province in this house, 
having regard to the results disclosed by 
the recent census and the early abolition 
of the legislative council, is a matter that 
will engage the attention of the execu­
tive government.”

After debate the resolution was lost.
The original resolution was then put to 

the house and carried twenty-three to 
thirteen, Mr. Wilson being present.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell, seconded by Hon. 
Mr. Blair, then moved : —

“ Resolved, that is expedient that an 
annual tax payable to the receiver general 
of the province be imposed upon all com­
panies accepting risks and carrying on 
the business of insurance against fire, 
within the province, of one per cent upon 
the net premiums annually received by 
each, together with a specific additional 
sum of $100 license fee or tax to be paid 
by each of the said companies as 
said.”

This was carried on the ^sstfie division 
as before, except that Mri McKeown was 
absent, the vote standing twenty-three to 
twelve. .

Hop,Mr. Mitchell moved, seconded by
ofi Mr. Blair : —
“ Resolved, that is expedient to impose 

an annual license fee or tax, payable to 
the receiver general of the province, upon 
all incorporated banks doing the business 
of banking within the province for the 
amount and upon the scale following, viz.: 
For banks doing business in the city of St. 
John, having their organization within 
the province and head office in that city 
and with a capital of $500,000 or upwards 
$1,000 and an additional sum in respect of 
each office and agency in the province,in­
cluding the principal office up to four, $100 
each.

“ For banks with a capital of $1,000,000 
and upwards having their organization 
without the province and with an office 
in St. John $1,000 and an additional sum 
in respect of each office or agency 
including the principal office in the prov­
ince up to and not exceeding for offices 
$100 each.

“For banks with a capital of $500,000 and 
upwards and less than $1,000,000 having 
their organization without the province 
and with an office in St. John $750, and 
an additional sum in respect of each office 
or agency including the principal office in 
the province up to and not exceeding four 
offices $100 each.

“ For banks having a capital of $500,000 
and upwards and less than $1,000,000, 
whose organization is without the prov­
ince not having an agency in St. John, 
$500 and an additional sum in respect of 
each office or agency up to and not ex­
ceeding $100 each.

“ For banks whose organization is with­
in the province with a capital not exceed­
ing MM,000, and whose head office is not 
in St^^ihn, $200, and an additional sum 
for all agencies or branch offices up to 
and not exceeding four $100 each.”

Hon. Mr. Blair explained to the house 
that the tax on the various bank under 
this schedule would be as follows : —
Bank of New Brunswick...............  $1,100
Bank of British North America,....  1,200
Bank of Montreal,...........................  1,300
Bank of Nova Scotia,......................  1,400
Halifax Banking Company,...... . 950
People’s Bank of Halifax,............... 800
Merchant’s Bank of Halifax,.......... 900
People’s Bank, Fredericton,...........  200
St. Stephen’s Bank,........................ 200

Total..........................................$8,050
This resolution was carried by twenty- 

one to fourteen, the division being the 
same as before, except that Dr. Atkinson 
was present and voted with the nays 
while Messrs. Porter and Burchill were 
absent. Adjourned.

Ways and Means.
Saturday, March 19.

The house in committee of ways an 
means, to-day, passed the resolutions in re­
spect to the license fee or tax on all acci­
dent and marine insurance, express, tele­
phone, city passenger or street railway, 
trust or loan, and telegraph companies do­
ing business within the province.

Answering Messrs. Hanington and 
Phinney, Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it was 
expected to realize $4,000 yearly from the 
tax on life insurance companies.

Hon. Mr. Blair said in respect to marine 
insurance that agents got from two and a 
half to ten per cent commission on first 
risks ; in view of that fact the proposed tax 
of one half per cent was very small.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell said it was expected 
to realize from $560 to $1,000 from this 
source.

Mr. Powell — You will realize much 
more than that.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell — In reply to Mr. 
Phinney, said marine insurance companies 
are now taxed in the United States. Al­
ready a great number of New Brunswick 
marine risks are carried in Boston and 
New York.

Mr. O’Brien introduced a bill in addi­
tion to and amendment of chapter ninety- 
nine of Consolidated Statutes of munici­
palities.

Mr. McQueen presented the petition of 
a yearly allowance for William A. Barnes, 
who had been a school master for forty- 
one years, but who has become totally 
Jilind.

Mr. Speaker ruled that the petition 
woukjthave to go before the government.

Mr. McQueen — I will present it to the 
government.

Mr. Speaker appointed Messrs. Wilson, 
Phinney, Poirier, Lewis and Douglas a 
committee to investigate the Balcom 
draft matter.

Mr. Russel, from the standing rules 
committee, submitted a report.

Mr. Wilson introduced a bill establish­
ing liens on logs and lumber. Adjourned.

Government House.
Monday, March 21.

Mr. Shaw introduced a bill amending 
acts relating to the general public hospital, 
St. John.

Mr. Poirier introduced a bill respecting 
the erection of a jail and court house in 
Gloucester.

Hon. Mr. Blair committed a bill author­
izing the acceptance of policies in guar­
antee companies as security for certain 
public officers, Mr. Palmer in the chair. 
Agreed to with amendments.

Hon. Mr. Blair committed a bill declar­
ing the rights of the crown as represented 
by the government of the province in cer­
tain land and property, Mr. Palmer in the 
chair.

Hon. Mr. Blair explained that the bill 
referred to the government house pro­
perty. He said this property was appro­
priated for the use of the provincial gov­
ernment of New Brunswick at the time 
of the union,and being so appropriated,was 
then excepted, under and by virtue of the 
third schedule of the British North Amer­
ica act, from the provincial public works, 
and the property declared to be the prop­
erty of Canada, and in consequence there­
of has continued to be and is the property 
of the province. As a question may be 
raised as to the title of the province to 
such property, and to remove doubts and 
declare the right of the crown as repre­
sented by the government of the province 
therein, it is deemed desirable to enact 
the bill.

The first section declares that the right 
and title to the property is vested in and 
belongs to the crown as represented by the 
government of the province and that the 
said government of the province possesses 
and enjoys full power and lawful author­
ity to grant and convey the same, as fully

committees, reported that in accordance 
with the requirements of the new rules 
they have added the following names to 
committees named : — .

Municipalities — Mitchell, Ryan, Labil- 
lois, Stockton, Al ward, Lewis, Russel, Har­
rison, Smith, Wilson, Perley and Legere.

Corporations — Tweedie, Turner, Phin­
ney, Atkinson, Theriault, Taylor, Hether­
ington, Murray, Ketchum, McQueen, 
Anderson and Burchill. Adjourned.

Tuesday, March 22.
Hon. Mr. Blair said that resolution 

number six, dealing with marine insur­
ance, passed by the ways and means com­
mittee, would not be read a first time, as 
it was not intended to proceed further 
with that resolution at the present time. 
He moved that resolutions 4,5, 7,8,9,10 
and 11 be read a first time. Carried.

Hon. Mr. Blair explained that owing to 
additional information which had come 
before the government, some admend- 
ments would be proposed to resolutions 5, 
7 and 11. He would, therefore, move that 
resolutions 4, 8, 9 and 10 be now read a 
second time. This was carried on divi­
sion of the house by the following 
vote : —

Yeas — Blair, Mitchell, Ryan, Pugsley, 
Labillois, Poirer, Colter, Harrison, Taylor, 
Palmer, Hibbard, Hetheyington, Wilson, 
Robinson, Douglas, McQueen, Legere, 
Anderson, O’Brien —19.

Nays — Hanington, Stockton, Phin­
ney, Alward, Atkinson, Lewis, Russel, 
Rourke, Smith, Shaw, Perley —11.

Hon.Mr. Blair moved that the first order 
of the day to-morrow, be the second read­
ing of resolutions 5, 7 and 11, dealing 
With accident insurance, express com­
panies and telegraph lines. Carried.

After a number of bills were presented, 
the house adjourned.

Wednesday, March 23.
Hon. Mr. Mitchell submitted supple­

mentary estimates amounting to $20,799.50 
for necessary expenses on legislative 
buildings and lunatic asylum.

On motion of hon. Mr. Blair resolutions 
2, 4, 5, 7 and 11, as passed by the commit­
tee of ways and means, were referred back 
to that committee.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell moved that resolu­
tion No. 2, be reconsidered, and that the 
following stand in lieu thereof :

“ Resolved, That it is expedient that an 
annual tax payable to the receiver general 
be imposed upon all companies accepting 
risks and carrying on the business of in­
surance against fire within the province, of 
one per centum upon the net premium 
annually received by each, together 
with an annual license fee or tax to be 
paid by each of the said companies whose 
principal office or organization is not 
within the province, of $100.”

Hon. Mr. Mitchell explained that it was 
deemed advisable to discriminate in favor 
of offices having an organization within 
the province, viz.: the Keystone and 
Central fire insurance companies. These 
companies had to pay higher municipal 
taxes than others, as they were taxed upon 
their capital.

The resolution as amended was carrried 
by nineteen to eight.

Resolution No. 5, on accident insurance, 
was then reconsidered, and hop, Mr. 
Mitchell moved, seconded by'hon. Mr- 
Blair, that the resoUAion bé amended 
adding after, thé word “ accidei
thirdJiue the words “ and guarantee,” and. 

and to the same extent as other crown -striking out the words “ $100,’Jand in­
lands and property in this provincerfnay serting “$25.” Carried.property in this provincennay 
be granted and conveyed Jjy^Ee govern­
ment thereof.

In order to remhve any objections that 
might he-nSade to this section by the do- 

lon government, a second section was 
proposed as follows : In case the said 
government house property be at any 
time hereafter sold or disposed of, the 
proceeds of such sale shall not be other­
wise used or applied than in or towards 
providing a suitable residence for the 
lieutenant-governor in the city of Freder­
icton, and in the meantime, and until the 
said proceeds are appropriated for such 
purpose, the same shall be placed to de­
posit at interest to the credit of a special 
account in a chartered bank to be named 
by the governor in council. If the bill 
passed without the second section the 
dominion government might disallow it 
In passing the bill with the second section 
we do not abandon any claim to the prop­
erty, but we meet a difficulty that might 
arise, and we will be enabled to sell the 
property if a reasonable offer be made for 
it

Mr. Hanington said that it was undesir­
able that the property should be sacri­
ficed. He would like to ask if the gov­
ernment had an offer or any information 
as to what sum would be realized for the 
property.

Our Legal Title.
Hon. Mr. Blair said no offer had been 

received. The property might never be 
sold, but it was the duty of the legislature 
to declare our legal title to the property, 
hence the present bill. The property 
would not be sold except under the most 
favorable terms.

Hon. Mr. Blair, in reply to Mr. Phin­
ney, said he had endeavored to show 
that the object of the second section was 
to prevent the bill being disallowed at 
Ottawa, which might be the case if the 
second section were not included. It 
might be possible, if the government 
house was sold, that a small sum, perhaps 
not as much as $250, might be used to 
provide an official residence for the lieut­
enant governor. That would meet the 
Ottawa objection that government house 
had been appropriated as a residence for 
the lieutenant-governor without entailing 
on the province the keeping up of such 
an establishment It was one thing for a 
provincial government to own a proper­
ty and another thing to establish our 
claim as against the contention of the fed­
eral authorities. The government has 
made several claims against the central 
government, but it has not always been 
able to get that government, to take 
similar views regarding our claims.

The bill was agreed to.
Bills were introduced : By Mr. Blair — 

A bill to authorize trust building and 
loan companies incorporated by the par­
liament of Canada of another province to 
do business in this province ; a bill 
amending the N. B. joint stock companies 
letters patent act ; bill amending chap. 36 
of commissioners for taking affidavits out 
of the province ; by Mr. Rourke — a bill 
to amend the New Brunswick elections 
act of ’89; by Mr. McQueen—a bill to 
authorize the city of Moncton to exempt 
the sugar refinery from taxation ; a bill to 
amend the incorporation act of the city of 
Moncton ; by Mr. Poirier — a bill to alter 
the time of holding the annual meeting 
of Gloucester county council.

Hon. Mr. Mitchell submitted the return 
asked for by Mr. Phinney regarding ad­
vances to the Central railway, etc.

Hon. Mr. Blair, on behalf of the com­
mittee to nominate all standing or select

under a will or intestancy does not exceed 
$200 the same shall be exempt from pay­
ment of the duty imposed by this section.

“These duties shall not be imposed 
upon any estate the value of which, after 
payments of all debts and expenses of ad­
ministration, does not exceed $5,000 nor 
upon property given, devised or be­
queathed for religious, charitable or edu­
cational purposes, nor upon property pas­
sing under will, intestancy or otherwise to 
or for the use of the father, mother, hus­
band, wife, child, daughter-in-law or son- 
in-law of the deceased where the aggre­
gate value of the property of the deceased 
does not exceed $50,000 in value.”

The resolution was supported in a 
lengthy speech by Mr. Blair, and opposed 
by Messrs. Hanington, Alward and Stock- 
ton, the latter concluding at midnight, 
when the resolution was carried, the vote 
being 19 to 9. Adjourned.

CANTERBURY STATION-

Resolution No^—7,-express companies, 
was reconsidered and the following amend­
ments moved : “Add after the word 
‘ business ’ on the second line, the words 
‘ and operating over a railway mileage of 
500 miles and upwards’ ; and add to the 
end of the resolution the words,1 and all 
similar companies operating over a rail­
way mileage of 250 miles and not exceed­
ing 500 miles within the province $125, 
and all similar companies operating over 
a railway mileage of less than 100 mile 
and not exceeding 250 miles.’ ”

Hon. Mr. Blair said in reply to Dr. 
Stockton that it had been supposed, when 
the original resolution was first intro­
duced, that there were only two express 
companies in the province, the Canadian 
and Dominion ; but it had since appeared 
that there was a small express com­
pany operating on the Shore Line railway, 
and the government did not think it 
should be called upon to pay the same 
rates as the larger companies.

The resolution was carried.
Resolution No. 11, on telegraph lines, 

was reconsidered and the following 
amendment was moved : Add at the end 
of section the following words : But upon 
any such company having or working a 

e number of miles of wire than 100 
miles, the license fee or tax shall be $100.

It was explained that this amendment 
was made to meet the case of the Anglo- 
American company, which had a wirè' 
across the straits. Carried.

Hon. Mr. Blair moved, seconded by hon. 
Mr. Mitchell, the following resolution :

“ Whereas, This province expends very 
large sums annually for the care and treat­
ment of the insane, and in aid of hospital 
and other institutions for the dependent 
classes, and it is expedient to provide a 
fund for defraying part of the said expen­
diture by a succession duty on certain 
estates of persons dying as hereinafter 
mentioned ; therefore

“Resolved, That succession duties be 
imposed to be paid the receiver general 
for the use of the province upon the 
estates of deceased persons, as follows : 
Where the aggregate value of the property 
of the deceased exceeds $50,000, and 
passes either in whole or in part to, or 
for, the benefit of the father, mother, hus­
band, wife, child, brother, sister, daughter- 
in-law or son-in-law of the deceased, the 
same, or so much thereof as so passes (as 
the case may be) shall be subject to a duty 
of $2.50 for every $100 of the value in ex­
cess of $50,000 ; where the aggregate value 
of the property exceeds $200,000 the whole 
property shall be subject to a duty of $5 
for every $100 of the value, and where the 
value of the property of the deceased ex­
ceeds $10,000 so much thereof as passes to 
or for the benefit of the grandfather or 
grandmother or any other lineal ancestor 
of the deceased (except the father and 
mother or to any brother or sister of the 
deceased, or to any descendant of such 
brother or sister of the father or mother 
of the deceased, or any descendent of such 
last mentioned brother or sister) shall be 
subject to a duty of $5 of every $100 of 
the value ; where the value of the property 
of the deceased exceeds $5,000 and any 
part thereof passes to or for the benefit 
of any person in any other degree of col­
lateral consanguinity to the deceased that 
is above described, or to or for the benefit 
of any stranger in blood to the deceased, 
save as hereinbefore provided [for, the 
same shall be subject to a duty of ten per 
cent on the value, provided that where 
the whole value of any property devised, 
bequeathed or passing to any person

Canterbury Station, March 21.—The 
“ green goods men,” of New York, have 
been trying to do a little business in their 
line here. I enclose their circulars which 
have just been handed me by one of our 
business men, who received it a few days 
ago. Please explain to your readers 
their methods of doing business, as the 
information may prevent some one from 
getting caught.

Quite an excitement in the village to­
day caused by the failure of one of our 
business men, who was engaged in Janu­
ary trading and lumbering to quite an ex­
tent. Bills amounting to several thou­
sand dollars remain unpaid. A large 
crew of men, who have been working in 
the woods since last fall, will suffer con­
siderably from the failure. It is to be 
hoped that the lien law which Mr. Wil­
son has been endeavoring to have passed, 
will be successfully got through this ses­
sion, so that in the event of a case of this 
kind the men can hold the lumber for 
their wages,

,Thé great herds of Texas and the West 
have been doubled in value during the 
past ten years by thejuse of superior bulls, 
of Short-horns, Herefords and other im­
proved breeds.

The native flocks of the conntry have 
been increased in clip of wool more than 
double of thirty years ago by the use of 
pure-bred rams. •

The swine have been transposed by the 
same process. In all cases large and well 
formed males of pure blood have accom­
plished the work. The most successful 
breeder’s in this county are pursuing that 
line of breeding.

The increasing demand for large well 
formed horses of the Clydesdale breed, 
both in the United States and in Canada 
and in England has induced our Provin­
cial government to import some five speci­
mens of Clydes as well as of Percherons 
and Shires. The magnificent lot of young 
horses from one to three years old now 
being raised in this part of the province, 
show the results of breeding to pure-bred 
sires and the value of the good reputation 
to our Province.

Among the fine pure bred Clyde Stallions 
which the breeders in Carleton and York 
will have an opportunity of using during 
the coming season, is Jamie the Laird, 
(3,704), G. B. and I Studbook, (600) Can­
adian Registry, now owned by E. Lundon 
and H. Jamieson, of Canterbury. This 
horse has gained an enviable reputation 
in the show ring. He was the sweep- 
stakes horse at the Maritime Provincial 
Exhibition in 1889, and the winner of 
two first prizes and the sweepstakes prize 
at Canada’s International Exhibition in 
1890. He took first prize at Whitly, 
Ontario, in 1885 at Windsor, and at Pictou 
in 1887, and at Fredericton in 1891. He 
is a dark brown sixteen and a half hands 
high, weighs 1,660 pounds, has good feet 
and legs and is as active as a kitten. He 
was foaled in May, 1882, and imported 
from Scotland by Author Johnston, of 
Greenwood, Ont., the noted breeder and 
importer of Clydesdale horses. But 
Jamie the Laird’s value does not consist 
so much in his triumphs in the show ring, 
his excellence or royal breeding as in his 
ability to produce good stock of the right 
stamp. His colts shown at the Maritime 
Provincial Exhibition in 1889, and at 
Canada’s International Exhibition in 
1890, at the Nova Scotia Provincial in 
1888, and at Pictou in 1887, (at all of 
which they carried off the blue ribbon), 
show Jamie the Laird to be one of the 
leading sires of draft stock in Canada.
