
A GREAT MOVEMENT 
AMONG THE BAPTISTS

Superintendent Stackhouse Describes 
the ‘‘Big Four Mission Fund.”— 
Edmonton Baptists Pledged to 
Raise $4,000 Towards the New 
Work. f

Brandon, January 10.—The lay­
men's movement for the evangeliza­
tion of the world in this generation, 
and particularly the part of it em­
braced in the Western Baptist con­
vention. formed the theme of an ad 
dress lasting nearly two hours, de 
livered by Rev. W. T. Stackhouse, 
superintendent of Baptist emissions 
from the pulpit of the Brandon Bap 
ti.-t church yesterday morning.

Mr. Stackhouse briefly outlined tht 
ii-e and spread of this movement or 
this continent within a year, and itr 
spread to Great Britain, declarint 
that no movement in modern histor 
could compare with it. Boro in at 
inter-denomination meeting^ in thi 
Fifth avenue church, New York, ii 
November, 1906, the movement ha< 
spread among the laymen, till 13 ci tie. 
had pledged to raise $1,000,000 an 
nually during the next three years fo 
missions clear and above the usua 
contribution of the continent. Car, 
ada had undertaken to raise its at 
nual contribution from the $140,00 
of last year, to $500,090 for the nex 
three years, and the churches of T< 
ronot had decided to never in futur 
give less than $50,000 annually t 
missions, last year's gift having bee 
$23.000.

Tlie superintendent then took" ui 
the “Big Four Mission Fund/-’ as th 
movement, is called which wak orig 
nated in Calgary last July, and whic 
proposes to raise and expend o 
Baptist missions in the fout wçsten 
provinces, $300,000 in the next thre 
years, above the ordinary amount 8. 
spent, or $100,009 each year over th 
usual amount. Of the amount raiâéc 
80 per cent, will be - spent in nes ; 
work and 20 per cent, will be handt 
over to the edifice board. Half th 
money was looked for from the we 
tern provinces themselves, and tb 
other half would be looked for ela 
where.

Mr. Stackhouse then reviewed th 
considerations which led up to th 
launching of this project. The me* 
important being the following:

Three-quarters of Canada’s popul 
lion was east of the Great Lake; 
with 120,000 Baptist». One-quark
of it was west of the. Great Lake 
with 10,000 Baptists. To presen
the proportion the organized Baptis 1 
in the west should number 25,000 t

Ou the C.p.R. and C.N.R. main an' 
Lrafi'ch lines in the west, 500 fieldr 
each good for from 1 to 6 preachin 
stâtions, waited to be opened, in tb 
majority of which there were Baptir 
people. Given the money, the m( ! 
jority. of these fields could be manne 
this tnonth.

Rev. C..Ç. McLaurin, general mi: 
sidtiary for that province, had o ' 
ganized *10 new churches in that pre 
vince since July, and had 15 mm 
waiting to be organized within thrfl 
months. These could not be proceec 
ed' witli till the money was forth • 
coming.

Alberta had organized 290 ne- 
school districts since its elevatio- 
into a provice, and Saskatchewa 
had organized 481, with 3C0 more i 
course of organization. The Albert 
deputy minister of education ha 
said to the speaker, ‘‘You ought 1 
have a mission in every school dii 
trict.”

In 50 years the population west c 
the lakes had increased from 8,0C 
to 1.250,000. In five more years s 
a similiar ratio of increase the popi 
lation would be 3,000,010. The Bai 
tists had their responsigility, and b 
believed they were morally respo; 
sible for one-sixth of the populatioi 
If the Disciples united with the Baj 
tists, as seemed probable, the fractio 
would be larger. If the denominatio 
acted on that ideal, it would mean, o 
last year's increase of population, 2f 
new congregations of 105 member 
each, with the number increasing ai 
nually. The concrete meaning of th 
new movement was, per annum, E 
new churches, 70 new Sunday school: 
55 new edifices, 75 new missionarie: 
200 new preaching stations, 3,000 bap 
tisms, 3,600 new members and 4,00 
conversations

The superintendent submitted elc 
qlient figures to show that the wor - 
of the board bad developed simpl 
marvellously in the last six years, an 
also to show that the limit of revenu 
from all present sources had bee: 
reached. Without this movement, th- 
board would be hopelessly involved 
Sdfne said to retrench, but while h 
had sole-leather left, he would not cor
sgottb retrench.

Annual Report of U. S. Commérce 
Commissioners Excoriates Harri- 
man Rail Combination—Fears End 
of Competition.

Washington, Jan. 10—That combina? 
turns of railways such as those .effect? 
ed_ by Edwarcj jH., Harriman are a 
mènac? to the prosperity of the tioun- 
try and that many of the ’financial 
fansactions incluent thereto are per? 
nicious and un-American in the. opin­
ion of the interstate commerce com­
mission, are clearly stated in the 21st 
umuaJ report of that body which was 
presented to congress yesterday. 

Under two captions the commission 
xcoriates the Harriman methods and 
tiges congresiosnal action which will 
prevent a recurrence of some of the 
yils which are said to attend the un- 
imit-ed buying by one railroad of the 
ecurities of another. In dealing with 
he ‘‘harmony of managements," 
ibout which Mr. Harriman loves to 
alk, the report declares that:—
"If the policy of purchasing and 

:ontrolling stocks in competing lines 
s permitted to continue it must mean 

‘.he suppression of competition. It is 
contrary to public policy as well as 
mlawful for.railwaps to"acquire con- 
rol of parallel and competing lines. 
This policy is expressed in the federal 
aws and in the constitutions and 
aws of nearly every state in the un- 
on.

“The effect of the control of. the 
Southern Pacific by the Union 'Pacific' 
tas been to unifiy and amalgamate the 
nanagement of these two railway- coin- 
unies and their steamship lines and 
o substantially eliminate pbihpetitipp.. 
«tween them int transcontinental 
msiness’and In business to and from 
riental ports."
It is asserted that there is a tern­

ary of over 50,000 square miles in 
Iregon surrounded by the Harriman 
ines which has been denied develop- 
lent in order that his roads might 
se their funds to purchase stock in 
he other railways, and attention is 
âlled to the fact that after Havri- 
nan’s purchase of Santa Fe stock the' 
msiness of thé West was parceled out 
letween them as to the fruit carrying 
rade and to Oriental business. Draw­
off a lesson from the Harriman coiu- 
linations the commission declares that 
ie time has come when ' reasonable 
egulation should be imposed upon the 
seuants of securities by railways 
nd that- such securities should 
<e made the most eafe and 
onservative investments for tbc 
isople. To this end the functions 
f a railroad should be rigidly con­
ned to (he furnishing of transporta- 
ion, leaving high finance to soiAe oth- 
r agençy. -?

EDMONTON AGAIN WINS.

The first of the inter-Provin'cial 
league hockey series played on local 
ice resulted last night in a victory 
for Edmonton over Strathoona by a 
score of six to four. At half time 
the score was three all, but in the 
second half Edmonton notched up 
three rtiôré while theiv opponents were 
only able.te secure one. .The.game 
was undoubtedly the lopghest,. seen 
here this WinJet, and a large number 
of penalties were handed' oùt. Even 
as it was the judge of play was*hard­
ly severe enough, and several -glaring 
offences were allowed to go unpenal- 
,ized. A feature o' ihe game was the 
large amount of li Piping and hacking 
which 'several the players indulged in 
and which failed on numerous occa­
sions to receive merited punishment.

The excitement was intense and 
from start to finish the rink resound­
ed with shouts and cheers of the 
admirers of the two contesting teams. 
Edmonton had just returned from a 
double victory at Battleford in the 
early part of the week, and with their 
full line-up on the ice were deter­
mined to add another to their series 
of victories.

Strathcona. on the other hand, had 
been greatly strengthened since the 
New Year’s game, and on their line­
up were several men with reputations 
in the east who had recently been se­
cured to represent the southern city 
in the series. Bellamy, who, in the 
early part of the season, played with 
Brandon and was later on the line­
up of the Maple Leafs of Winnipeg, 
was known t-o have a place on thé 
team, having reached Strathcona sev­
eral days previously; and Milner, for? 
merly on the Winnipegs, was another 
recent addition. With a reorganized 
team, the doubt as to tlie winners in 
last night’s game was yesterday ex­
pressed very generally by the support­
ers of the Edmonton players. „

The game itself last night was a 
very even one, as the summary will 
show. Undoubtedly in point of' as­
saults on their opponents’ goal, Ed­
monton had the best of the argument, 
but to counterbalance this the defence 
work of Parr, of Strathcona, was su­
perb, and he repeatedly stopped hot 
shots upon liis nets.

The Edmonton team had the same 
line-up as at Battleford on Monday 
and Tuesday nights. In the forward 
line Whitcroft was the mainstay of 
the team, and despite the fact that 
he was suffering from a. sore shoulder, 
received by a heavy check from Bel 
lamy early in the game, he played a 
fast game all through, and repeatedly 
went through the opposing forwards 
and defence, his shots, only being 
stopped by Parr. Deeton and Miller 
player] excellently, the latter especial­
ly, showing much improvement. 
.Campbell was a trifle off, and did not 
show up as well as usual. Crowley 
did Herculean work at cover, ai\d 
used li^s. great weight vyry, effectively 

;in hard checking. Bahford was In 
good form: and WiRson stepped gome ; 
hard shots.

Strathçona’s star was Coverpoint 
Bellamy, and his playing,. especially : 
in the first half, was one of the best 
exhibitions of hockey seen here. He 
has remarkable control of himself on 
skates, is a very heavy checker,' and 
does his work with much greater fin­
ish than is usually seen in Edmonton. 
Several of his dashes down the ice 
were hair-raising, while a collision 
with Crowley near the end of the first 
half was like the meeting of stone 
walls. Graban on the left wing was 
outplayed in the first half, but show- 
this considerably weakened his use- 
ed up better in tlie second. He re 
ceived hard checking by Miller, and 
fulness. Palton at centre was strong 
as usual, and Kent on the right wing 
showed much- improvement, and his 
retirement in the second half owing 
to an injury received from Crowley 
was much regretted by his supporters. 
McArthur as rover was weak, for 
while, for while he is a pretty stick 
handler, he has not the .weight for a 
rover, who should essentially be a 
hard checker. Milner at point did not 
come up to expectations ip the first 
half, and two of the three goals for 
Edmonton were due to his being un­
able to get the puck away quick 
enough from behind his pasta. He 
played much better in the second half 
however.

Strathcona greatest weakness ap­
peared to be their inability to keep 
their places and to follow back when 
their opponents broke away. As a 
result Strathcona defence had harder 
work, and Strathcona forwards had 
their combination repeatedly broken 
by the Edmonton players.

GEORGE DIXON DEAD
New York, Jan. 10.—The greatest _ 

fighter of his time and the winner of 
several hundred fistic encounters, 
George Dixon, the negro pugilist, fa 
miliarly called “Little Chocolate," 
died on Monday at Bellevue hospital 
the victim df a long fight vrith drink, 
Idolized in his prime bf thousands 
as a pugilistic hero, George Dixon 
passed away practically penniless and 
without friends. Dixon Was 37 years 
old, and for many years held the title 
oi fèatherwffight champion.

George Dixon fought several hun­
dred ring battles, his first fight being 
ip 1866. when }ie whipped a boy nap 
ed Johnston in Halifax,' N.S. From 
that time until Terry McGovern 
knocked him oùt in 1900 and brbke 
his heart, no man of his weight ever 
whipped him. He won thç feather- 

move- wejght title in 1891 by whipping the 
champion, Cal McCarthy: " Dixon was 
a perfect fighting machine, se far as 
attack and defence was concerned, 
and his peculiar ability to strike a 
blow from any position made him a 
formidable opponent. * Dixon won 
thousands of dollars in the prize ring 
which he spent with convivial com­
panions.

A wasted, wan figure was brought to 
Bellevue hospital two days ago and 
ticketed in the alcoholic ward as Geo. 
Dixon. To the doctor he said that 
he had “fought his last fight with 
John Barleycorn, and had been beat-

When she 
protested that she was not there for 
that purpose he told her to go out and 
never return. Nothing is ïunnier than 
the astonishment of women prisoners 
during these disturbances in their be­
lief.
