TURKISH DEMANDS.
LONDON, Feb. 23.

At to-day’s session of Allied and
Turkish delegates the fdct was
brought out that Nationalists and the
Constantinople contingent were prac-
tically agreed upon what Turkey
wants. The two delegations agreed
on the broad principles of their
claims. These looked to-wards main-
taining the integrity of the Ottoman

fEmpire but with recognition of the

fact that the Allies would maintain
mandates over certain' parts of for-
Turkish provinces. They in-
sisted on the rights of minorities, un-
der these mandates. and demanded
also the return of Thrace and Smyrna
to Turkey. Liberty of the straits and

'military and financial control in Con-

stantinople were insisted upon. Lloyd
George said it would be necessary to
go beyond mere statements of general
principles, and that the Allies requir-
ed specific details of proposals for ex-
amination. The conference adjourn-
ed with an understanding that Turks
would submit their proposals to-
morrow morning.
