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Wellington and the Census.
From the second volume of the 

census of Caned», just received, w* 
extract some information in refe­
rence to thejCounty of Wellington, 
which will be found of interest.

The totaljpopulation of Wellington 
in 1871 was [63,289, and the census 
shows their ages to have been as

This shows that boys between one 
and six year» of age, and men be­
tween 21 afad ÿl years of age^re the 
most numerous classes in the county. 
Next in numbers come the women 
between 21 and 31, and the girls 
between six and eleven. By refe­
rence to the table the proportion of 
the remaining ages are given, and 
any of our readers who are desirous 
of knowing how many cotemporaries 
they have of about their own age, 
can see it at a glance. The totals 
for the Dominion giye about the 
same results.

The next table in the census gives 
the ages of the married. There ap­
pear to have been 18,924 married 
people in *Wellington in 1871, of 
whom 9,485 were men,"and 9,439 
women. The ages of tha married 
present some curious features, as 
will be seen from following 
figures :—

From the age of sixteen years to 

that of thirty-one, it will be seen that 
the wives have the best of it in num­
bers, but after the latter age, the 
husbands take the lead and keep it 
to the end.

The widows and widowers are next 
dealt with •, and we see that there are 
in this county more than twice as 
many of the former as of the 
latter. The figures are 1,266 widows, 
and 549 widowers. What is the rea­
son of this ? Is it because women are 
more faithful to old memories and 
old loves than men ? Or is is it that 
married women have a harder time 
ofv it than married men,” an cl when 
they are again free, they want to keep 
so? Or is it because the men have 
the piivilege of asking ? Our readers 
may each take that one of these 
reasons which best suits him or her. 
There were in the county two 
widowed persons under the age of 
21, one of each sex.

The largest stock of both widows 
and widowers is between the ages of 
forty-one and sixty-one.

Taking up the next table, we find 
that there were in the county 615 
males and 596 females unable to read 
or write, and 1,048 males and 3,430 
females unable to write, though able 
to read a little. This is not many 
out of over 63,000 persons ; but the 
less the better. There were 46 deaf j 
and dumb persons in the county; and 
about 16,00J boys and girls going to 
school:

The healthfulness of the county is 
shown by. the fact that there are in 
it 2,631 persona over 61 years of age. 

v One out of every twenty-four of the 
people of Wellington is an old man 
or woman of over sixty-one. The 
proportion of the four larger Pro­
vinces of the Dominion, however, is 
still more favorable^ being one in 
every twenty.

We conclude by giving a summary

The total oi lliese figures, nearly 

17,000, represents, we presume, the 
able bodied men of the' County of 
Wellington. Considerably more than 
half of them are farmers and their 
assistai! ts. The mechanics and gene­
ral workmen come next in point of 
number, being one-third as nume­
rous as the agriculturists. Then 
comes a detachment, two thousand 
strong, of men who would not, could 
not, or did not tell their occupations. 
The storekeepers and others engaged 
in commerce are about equal in num­
ber with the domestic employees; 
and the doctors, lawyers, teachers, 
Ac, bring up the rear. For the 
whole Province the recapitulation is 
not very dissimilar, but the indus­
trial class are larger in proportion, 
being 212,000, whilst the agricultu- 
rists number 479,0J0.

British Columbia EleotiO*__ A
telegram from Victoria, dated on 
Tuesday, gives the following in refe­
rence to the contest in Yale district i 

“Dewdney. has sixty six majority, 
and three polling districts yet to be

Startuxo News comes from Ash- 
anteo. It seems that the telegrams 
which recently announced the cap. 
ture of Coomflssie, the capital, arc 
incorrect, and that, on the contrary, 
General Wolseley is fighting hard 
for its possession. Tho British troops 
are reported to have sustained 
heavy losses, and to bo in a critical 
position. Great anxiety is felt m 
.England as to tho result.

Irish Catholic Benevolent Society.
Last evening a large and enthosUetio 

meeting of the Irish Oatholies of Gaelph 
woe held tor the purpose ot forming o 
St. Potriak’s OethoUo Benevolent Society.

Mr. M. J. Doran was chosen as chair­
man, and Mr. P. J. MoKaguo acted as 
Secretary.

The Chairman introduced Mr. John F, 
Murphy, who in an address of consider­
able length stated the objects of the meet­
ing, and the great necessity of forming 
an Irish Catholic Society, <0 meet the 
wants of numbers of their countrymen 
hereabouts. Mr. Murphy was listened to 
throughout with great attention, and his 
speech told well on those present.

The following resolutions were put to 
the meeting and unanimously carried :—

“ That the, society which of late has 
been in existence under the name of tho 
' Guelph St. Patrick’s Society* has not 
met and cannot meet the views and ex­
pectations of the Irish-detoolio people of 
this town, and to it resolved that the 
gentlemen who compose this meeting 
pledge themselves to support the Society 
which commenced under such favorable 
circumstances this evening, and which is 
intended to meet the wants and wishes pf 
numbers of our race and creed who are 
residing in this part of the Dominion, or 
who may arrive from Ireland and reside 
hereabouts.*'

“ That this meeting pledge themselves 
to support the Society inaugurated this 
evening under the name of the St. 
Patrick's Catholic Benevolent Society, as 
the same is in accord with the views of 
the Irish Catholic community of this 
town."

The following gentlemen were elected 
officers for the current year :—

President.—M. J. Doran.
Vice-President.-—Patrick Molloy.
2nd Vice-President.—Thos. H. Lynch,
Secretary.—John Francis Murphy.
Treasurer.—Daniel Brandon, sr.

Thomas Birmingham, John H. Kennedy, 
John Hoban, James Clanoey, andMiehael 
Clancey.

The following committee was appointed 
to, draft a constitution and by-laws to 
govern th,e Society, and to report the same 
at the next meeting, which will be held 
next Wednesday at the Harp of Erin 
Hotel Mesçrs. John F. Murphy, P. J. 
McKaguervD, Brandon, sr., M. Clancey, 
John Kennedy, and Thos. H. Lynch.

Some .thirty members were enrolled, 
after which the meeting closed.

Ontario legislative Assembly.
Toronto, Feb. 25.

In answer to Mr. Clarke, Wellington, 
the Attorney-General said with respect 
to Mr. John Montgomery’s claim, the 
Government were of opinion that they 
would be justified in paying the sum ori­
ginally awarded to the late Mrs. Mont­
gomery and her family, as compensation 
for stores taken for the use of the troops. 
That amounted to $1,589, and this with 
an allowance for interest, they proposed 
to submit for the approval of the House.

In answer to Mr. O’Donoghue, the At­
torney-General said tho Government 
would proceed as quickly as possible 
with the Normal School at Ottawa. It 
had been necessary to revise the plans 
in order to keep the expenditure within 
the amount of appropriation.

In reply to Mr. Chisholm, the Attor­
ney-General stated it was not the inten­
tion of the Government to bring down a 
measure amending the Act of last session 
so as to allow of the money paid to 
Municipalities being applied tp, ordinary 
school purposes. -***■'■

Mr. Boultbee then moved, pursuant to 
notice, a resolution declaring that Dom­
inion salaries should not be taken as the 
rule for the guidance of the Local House, 
and that some system should bo devised 
whereby the salaries under the authority 
of the Legislature should be placed on a 
proper basis, present inequalities adjust­
ed, and present injustice remedied.

The Attorney-General replied. He 
said the proposition was contrary to all 
principles of responsible government.

Mr. Stephen Richards deprecated the 
constant revival of the salary question. 
He did not Consider the gentlemen re­
ferred to. over paid, having regard to the 
nature of the duties they were called 
upon to perform. Ho regarded the re­
peated allusion to them as most undesir­
able, and calculated to have a bad etfcct. 
He recommended his friends oir that 
(the Opposition) side of the House to 
examine the items under the head of 
‘ ‘ contingencies ” to see that too many 
officials werexnot engaged in any Depart­
ment, and to let the officials' salaries, 
when once settled, alone. His remarks 
were cheered by the House, and recess 
put an end to further debate. The mo­
tion, and an amendment proposed by Mr. 
Oliver, both stood over.

Mr. Crooks moved the second reading 
of the Bill to amend and consolidate the 
la* for the sale of fermented and spirit­
uous liquors, explaining the improve­
ments which it was proposed to make in 
the existing law—improvements which 
have been already explained—and the 
effect of which would be to elevate the 
trade and greatly diminish the evils at­
tending it.<

After some discussion the Bill was 
read a second time.

Episcopal Reform.—Bishop Lewis de­
livered an address in Ottawa on Sunday 
in condemnation of the Episcopal reform 
movement in that city and elsewhere. 
In conclusion he said he predicted the 
failure ot this movement, and earnestly 
impressed upon his hearers the duty of 
considering well the responsibility and 
serious consequence of the course which 
some rashly and unnecessarily recom­
mend. God forbid that some of them, 
if not all, should not hereafter change 
their minds and confess their error ; but 
if they did not—if they persisted in 
standing aloof from the church and re­
sisting her authority—they should be 
cut off from her privileges and benefits. 
After giving careful thought to the whole 
matter, find collecting all information 
within his power on the Cummins move­
ment, ho felt bound to characterize it as 
nothing more than an uncalled for at­
tempt to break up the true old Church 
of England for the purpose of setting 
up a petty American sect.—The Ottawa 
correspondent of the Hamilton Times 
says that this address has widened the 
breach in the Episcopal Church at Otta­
wa and given strength to the advocates 
of reform.—A number of the OlergV of 
tho Diccoeo of Ontario arrived in the 
city on Wednesday. It is understood 
they Lave been summoned by tho BfShop, 
in order to take counsel- as to t le action, 
to bo adopted, in reference ' to tue move 
ment now on foot.
