Yesterday an ADVERTISER reporter
bad the pleasure of a few words with the
talented actregs in the Grand Opera House,
whore & rehearsal waws being held.

The great artiste’s manner is
both gracious and natural. She is of ma-
jestic appearance and has an aristocratic
tace with all the weird beauty of the Pole.

“Yes, I speak several languages,” she
said, “but I play only in Polish and Eng-
lish. I generally open with ‘Adrienne
Lacouvreur’ because I have always had such
success with it in the initial productions.
We actors have our little superstitions,
you know,” she added with a smile.

The conversation turned on the lady’s
late Furopean tour. ‘I was to have
played in St. Petersburg, Russia, but the
th r was closed on me. In Warsaw,
Poland, bills for my performances were
torn down by Russian’ officials because the
words *‘Our Star’ in connection with my
name were printed on them. They were
afraid it would stir up Polish feeling.
Our country is divided between the Rus-
sians and the Germans; that is why I
always use the Polish language there, for
either of the others would not please our
patriotic countrymen,

**My fondness for Shakespeare inclined
me towards the English tongue. I thought
I never would be able to produce his works
in your langnage.”

“‘Madame writes verse herself,” put in
Mr. Cotler. The lady smiled. It is said
that at present she is preparing her own
biography in Polish and  English.
