BRITISH POLITICS.

Rosebery Says Place Without Power
Is Purgatory—Further Cabinet
Appointments.

Lord Salisbury Charged With Ne-
potism -* A Lalamity
for Ireland.”

Loxpox, July 3 —Lord Rosebery, the
retiring prime minister, in addressing the
Eighty Club last edening, said that the
Liberals were defeated, but were not discom-
fited and not disgraced. He didnot pretend
to lament their position, for to him there
Was no comparison between the party united
and facing the constituencies from which
alone it could draw ite power, nd the posi-
tion of a party engaged in the arduous if not
impossible task of forcing through a reluct-
ant house of commons, with a narrow ma-

jority, measures which it would have to
foroe across the impassable rampart that
faced all great messures. He had never
tasted the sweets of place with
power, bub his experience of
place without power was a
purgatory, if not a hell. The great feature
of the situation, he said, was the final dis-
appearance of o called Liberals who
opposed Liberal measures. The Conserva-
tivea had absorbed the Liberal-Unionists,
Henceforth there would bs -only two great
parties, the Tories and the Liberals. The
lesson to be learned was the necessity for
concentration. If they only obtained a
small majority they must be content with
small things. The subjac upon which they
must concentrate was the House of Lords.
Personally he would fight the election on
that. That did not mean abandonment of
other reforms, but they must deal with one
thing at a time.

TERRIBLE DISASTERS.

Laidlaw’s, the Damfries and the
Phoenix Canneries Fall a Prey
to the Flames.

Brunette Mills Redueed to Ashes—
Irreparable Loss to Owners
and Employes.

NEw WESTMINSTER, July 3.—(Speocial)—
The watchman in charge of the Dunfries
cannery at Stevestom, at about 1 o’clock
this morning, discovered that fire had
broken out in the premises. Owing to the
inflammable nature of the contents of the
establishment, the fire spread with alarming
rapidity and in a very few minutes had
taken complete possession of the extensive
premises and almosb as quickly as it takes
o write, had spread to the Phosnix cannery
which adjoined, and in a very short time
both canneries had been completely re-
duced to ashes, The fire steamer Surrey,
which had been telephoned for as early as
possible, left Westminster soon after 3
o’clock, but arrived too late to be of ma.
terial service, though she was very effective
in preventing the fire from the ruins ex-
vending any further, The Phcenix cann
was fully equipped and also contained a lot
of valuable stock. In the Dumfries cannery,
which was not in operation, were stored
about 6,000 cases of canned salmon, most of
which had been recently brought from the
North. Both canneries were owned by the
Anglo British Columbia company, and are
understood to have had their loss of from
$60,000 to $30,000 fairly covered by insur-
ance. The canse of the fire is as yet a mab-
ter of oconjecture, though some astribute it
to incendiarism.

There was no fire in the vicinity of the
slm where the blaze breke out during the

ay before. Some nets were hanging near
and may have burst into flames spon-
taneously. In the fire, besides the build-
ings and machinery destroyed, the company
lost twenty-five boats, all the nets, a stock
of over 25,000 cases of cans made up for the
season and all other fittings about a cannery.

BIMETALLISM,

Sir Vernon Harcourt’s Reply to the
. Memorial of the Bimetallic
) League.

Important Interview Between Pro-
minent French and German
Authorities.

LoxpoN, July 8,—Sir William Vernon

Haroourt, ex-Chancellor of the Exchequer,
bas written a letter in reply to the memor-

1al of the Bimetallic League, in which he
says : ‘I do not share the opinionexpressed
in your memorial, but this is not a fitting
time to enter into an argument on the sub-
ject. The memorial refers to the deprecia-
tion of property and the depression of
industry, particularly agriculture, and attri-
butes all the evils to the action of France in
abandoning the bimetallic system. which,
while it exiated, you considered secured to

the rest of the world the advantages which

you believed flowed from that system.
You do mobt, however, adverts to
the fact that a  depreciation and
depression of a far more serious character
ocourred during the period when, as you
maintain, the bimetallic system was in prac-
tical operation—for instance, the thirty
years from 1815 to 1845, when the evils to
which your memorial refers existed in a far
more aggravated form than now. If youm
compare the condition of the people of ‘the
urban or agricultural distriote of that epoch
with their condition now, you will find that
the wages and employment of the working
classes contrast most favorably during your
