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A Lecture on
Whale Life

Prof. Prince Entertains a Large
Audience at meeting of the
Natural History Seciety.

Some Facts Presented Respect-
ing Habiis of Little Known
Animal.

-

Prof. - rince, Dominion Fisheries com-
missioner delivered a very interesting
lecture last night at the governmeat
buildings under the auspices of .t\he
Natural History Society on the _su‘bJecl
of whales,,a race of anmmais whicn are
rapidly uwihinishing. Prof. Prince was
introduced by wne president, Mr. Robin-
son in a short speech. The lecturer re-
called his previous address to the so-
ciety twelve years ago when he dealt
with the suuvject of ‘Bish eggs and the
early life of food fish. Then he deait
with the smallest vertebrates, viz.: lar-
val fishes. Now he would speak of the
largest back-boned animals. Geologis_ts
made claim that large animals had in
former ages existed on this planet, anl
fossils of hiuge creatures had been found
but he doubted if any of the animals ot
the past were greater than the largest
whales of the present day.

He did not know whether be was
giving away a secret, but he had learned
that within .a short distance of Victoria
there was recently observed a wha.e
which in size far exceeded others he had
seen; an experienceu man had estimat-
ed that it measured 110 feet in length.
This size is reached by certain whales,
but « is far in excess of most wnalas
of the Pacific. Canada possesses soms
valuable whaling resources. The waters
of the Dominion have been described as
tue

Last Resort of the Whales
In the Atlantic, Pacific and Arctic wat-
ers of British Columbia there occur
abundant schools of whales. Of the 25
species of known whales fifteen beloag
to Canadian waters. ‘I'his indicates the
extreme richness of the Canadian whal-
ing resources. He was surprised that
the whaling resources were so little 3=-
veloped in Canada. Long ago there were
many whales‘at Gaspe, who took whales
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence, but the
industry was little developed, whereas
the United States, the Old Country and
Norway had done much in this line.

A new era is dawning, and in this
Province notably Victoria, steps were
mow in progress for taking advantage of
this rich resource of our seas. Now there
was new means of capturing whales.
The old harpoon was crude; it lacerated
the whales and burt them so much that
they lashed the water in fury, threatan-
ing the lives of the whalers. This is
now done away with, and, thoreover, the
cutting up is done at home. The whai-
ers have bomb harpoons, which are fired
into the whale’s body from guns killing
the big animals with a single shot. How-
ever, no whale is really dangerous al-
though they have been known to imperil
whaling  bodts dnd “¢rews when infu. -
iated because of pain. = Like all larga
animals the whale is really inoffensive.
Thg whale, too, has many characteristics
which place it high in the scale of ani-
mal life. They have great affection fo.
their young, which are born living, and
sustained as the cow feeds its calvas,
with mus,

; A Scottish Professor
ounce advanced the idea of having a nu.a-
ber of whales trained to be used im ha:-
mess, suggesting that these trainod
whales be harnessed to steamers which
they would tow at a great speed. ‘ihe
idea was laughed at, but, considering the
characteristics of the whale it was n»
80 extravagant as oune would imagine.
Whales, like most animals of great siz3,
are extremely timid. A slight noise will
frighten Mhem, gnd whalers must be
cautious, make as little noise as possible.

Like all large animals the whales are
d.(wmed: many species are already ex-
tinct. They are rapidly dimdnishing in
number, produce few young, and are exs-
ily frightened from their feeding
grounds. They are a doomed race. 1'hé
ﬁa}een whale, or right whale, is dimin-
ishing very fast. The whalers in Hud-
son’s Bay and the Arctic have often re-
turned from their voyages of late years
without ta<ing one, or having seen one
blow. Off the Mackenzie river thero
s a great resort of these valuable waalas
which produce the most valuable whale-
bone.
