Professor :Mickle Is Appointed As-
sessor Under the Act

Toronto, May 10.—An  order in
council was passed at a meeting of
the cabinet today appointing Prof. G.
€. Mickle, of the Schoel of Practical
Science, as mining asséssor under the
Mining  Tax act, which was ut
through during the last Session of ghe
legislature. .- Mickle will leave
in a few days for the north, where
hig first duty will be <to assign dis-
triets to the eight mnew inspectors’ of
mining claims . whose appointment
was announced a day or two ago.

The act vests very wide powers in
the mining assessor. If his. decisions
do not give satisfaction, appeals may
be taken to the bureau of mines, and
these the minister may refer to the
mining commissioner for the Ontario
railway board.

Likely to be Liquidated
by July |

Washington, May 11.—Payment by
Venezuela. of:the United States and
seven ‘other nations will be begun scon
after July 1 next. By that time the
claims of Great Britain, Germany and
Italy will have been liquidated, and
the deferred creditors will comé in for
a -settlement, o

Tt ‘is estimated that six years will
be required to ‘settle the claims held
by the eight deferred creditors, since
they amount to something more than
one half of the total debts against
Venezuela at the time  the awards
‘were made by The Hague ' tribunal,
four years ago. The preferred cred-
itors were: Great Britain, 9,401,267
bolivars; Germany, 2,091,908, and
Italy 5,785,962, a total of 17,297,132
bolivars, The awards to the other
claimants = were: France, - 2,667,079

livars; Spain, = 1,974,818, Relgium,
10,808,643; Sweden and Norway, .174,-
359; the Netherlands, 5,441,310; Unit-
ed States, 2,413,711, and Mexico, 2,577,-
328, a total of 38,829,376 bolivars. A
bolivar s worth 20 cents,

Officials of 'the state department
have observed with great interest the
settlement of the preferred claims.. Af-
ter the blockade of Vénezuelan ports
on Dec. -20, 1902, by Great Britain,
Germany and Italy, the claims of all
powers were referred. to The Hague
tribunal, - and & decision ‘was reached
in 1903. @ By .this award the blockad-
ing powers were declared to be en-
titled - to preferential tregtment. Ven-
ezuela had agreed to set aside 80 per
cent of the customs receipts of La
Guaira and Pureo Cabello, and with-
lin three menths of this decision the
payments were begun. \

It has -beeén charged that President
Castro has diverted importations from
the ports on which the lévy was made
for the payment of the .public debt,
but despite this only about four years
has been required to accumulate . re-
ceipts sufficient for the settlement of
the claims of the blockading powers.
From this fact It is belleved that six
years will be time enough for the set-
tlement of the qther debts.

The ten thousand or twelve thou-
sand men who are out are @pparently
nearing the limit of their patience and
both sides seem waiting for what
promises to be the final struggle.

In the meantime the police are in
readiness to quell any rioting that
may occur. The reserves at all pre-
cints ‘near the waterfront have been
doubled, and many of the dinn2rs that
usually follow the annual police j&r-
ade, which : took place A today, were
called off tonight because of the uesd
of the men at stations 'In case of
trouble. ! 3

The steamships Umbria of the Cun-
ardard line, 'New York of the Ameri-
can line, and Koenigen Luilse, of the
North German Lloyd, apnd Vaderland,
of the Red Star line, sailed on time
in the forenocon. They were the prin-
cipal  trans-Atlantic {lners scheduled
to depart, and they were not delayed
although they’ all sailed light. The
Carmania, of the Italian line, which
was scheduled to 'safl, is still 'at her
pier. A riot on the pier this morning
drove away all of the strike-breaketrs
who were at work on the vessel.

West street, ‘which runs along the
Hudson sriver, is being newly paved
with granite blocks, and great piles
of  heavy missiles lay. ready to the
strikers’ hands. Many of them were
used in the two attacks today. When
the strikers left the pier at Hoboken
this evening a third riot occurred. A
number of the longshoremen employ-
ed by the North German Lloyd re-~
fused to strike a week dago, and when
the men left tonight they were at-
tacked by a :large .number of strikers
Many  men were badly beaten, and the
police used ‘their clubs freely. A num-
ber of arrests were made. The police
guard at the Hoboken piers has been
enlarged, as more trouble is feared
during the night.

It was announced tonight that sixty
checkers emplpyed on the Cunard
piers had struck.

‘There are several hundred check-
ers employed on the piers, and an ef-
fort will be made to. induce them all
to strike.

An effort has been made to induce
the teamsters who are employed in
hauling perishable goods from the
piers to strike in sympathy with the
longshoremen, but so far ' in wvain,
Many of the companies have notified
shippers that they will be unable to
nandle = freight until the present
blockade has been removed. Streets
near the piers are piled high with
freight, which cannot bé handled. The

jer superintendants of the trans-
Atlantic lines decla.ri however, that
they are well satisfle® with the situ-
ation, and that within a few days
they will have everything running as
usual. They report with emphasis
that they will not recognize the de-
mands of the men, and that those who
do mot return  to work immediately
will not be employed.

The annual parade of the police was
held  today, although up to the last
minute it was not certain whether
the police could be spared from their
precinets. There were more . than
3,000 police in line, and the parade
v\;as the best ever seen in New York.
