ductors were put on, double cars would
have to be used exclusively, It was the
intention of the company to double the
Sherbourne street track in the spring. when
twelve new and handsome two-horse cars
would be put on that line.

tail cars would be purchased, and those in
use would be withdrawn as soon. as the
routes upon which they were run were
found to produce revenue sufficient to run
aouble cars, but the citizens could hardly
expect the company to run the latter at a
loss. He thought their patrons would
rather have the bob-tailed eirs at frequent
intervals than double cars not so often. The
president closed with a reference to the im
provements in the cars ard service since he
became connected with the company and
said he was surprised at the man-
mer in which some gentlemen seeking
