This N. P, of ours is thoroughly detested
in various quarters, wnd for divers reasons.
It is hmted in Eugland for reasons econ-
omical: English manufacturers continue to
sell to us about as muchas we are able
_year by year to pay for, but our specifio
duties compel them to send better good?®
here, and render Canada much less
available than it used to be as a dumping
ground for shoddy etuff of various kinds,
We buy English goods to as large an
smount, in mosey, as before; but in the
kinds and qualities of goods that we buy
great changes have taken place. Now,
goods of the shoddy variety, whether of
oloth or metal, are precisely the sort o,
stufl that English manufacturers are mosy
anxious to find a market for. With the
sale of such stuff in Canada the N. P>
geriously interferes, and for this reason
mainly it is disliked in Eogland. English
Boods are still sold here, and in large

v Sigus of a Reaction,

THe rise and growth of the publio senti-
ment which has enabled the Soott act to
score 8o many remarksble victorles we
have all watched with iatevess, Many
shrewd and personally disinterested ob-
gervers are of the opinion that we are
about t0 see a new phase of the movement
Growth implies culmination, and there are
not wanting sigos that the fever is eubsid-
ing, that the tide is beginning to ebb, We
do not anticipate that there will be no
more counties carried by the promoters of
the sct. The probability is that they wiil
carry & good many more eonstita-
encies, But it is quite oclear, we
think, that the masses ars begin-
ning to get just a little tired of this
everlasting turmoil and agitation, and that
thoughtful mindsare beginaing %o enquire
how far it is justified by its effects.
Hitherto the act has been a novelty, and
the propeness of our rage $o run after
novelties is as old as the race itself. For
the first time in its history the Scott act is
npon trial in a considerable number of
constitnencies, and the resalte reported so
far are not of & convineing character, It
has not insngurated the millennium, It
bas closed no Ju.ll. Several counties still
under the Crooks act regime have recently
presented the judges on circuit with white
gloves. The ¢lerk of the peace for Halton
reports that for the first guarter of the
current year the number of convictiouns
in that ocounty has been largey
than for any similar period dur-
ing the past eighteen years. The
weight of testimony is that those who
got drunk under the Crooks act still get
drunk under the Scott act. We are assureq
from Orillia and Barrie that in those towns
drinking in private apartments and con-
vivial clubs, which the law cagnot regulate
#s it can public houses, has become a com-
mon practice. We give these facts as they
sre given to us, and shall ba glad of any
information that will throw light upon
their accuracy or inacouracy.

One sign of & reaction is the vote in the
house of commons upon the senate amend.
ments, A year ago those amendments
would have been rejected by & majority of
fifty. There is mo saying bow similer
propositionsymay fare & year hence. Maay
moderate people ave grown weary of pro-
fessional sgitators and their bought-and-
paid-for enthusinem.

Why, thue
would literally be “millions in it"—fo,
them, though not for us, Let us add here,
what probably has not occurred to many
people before, that American manufactur_
ers are more eager for the Canadla,
market now than ever they were in time
past. Reason why: They see & vast new
count:y opening upin the Northwest; ang
to get hold of that large and rapidly
growing market they would do, and darer
and sacrifice a good deal, In dealing with
our wideawake neighbors let us be well
advised of this fact—that they have their
eyes greedily set on this great Northwest
of ours as & market for their goods, They
think that it naturally belongs to them, or
it should be /theirs, and they hate mos*
cordially the national policy that keepy
them out of it. Let we get it ““through ovp
hair,” if we oan, that the rise and expan-
sion of the Cangdian Northwest introduces
a new element jof immense importance inty
the reciprocity guestion, the bearing of
which will better appear by-and-by.

Across the Atlantic imperial federation,
and on this side of it American reciprocity,
are being used a8 ‘‘springes ‘to catch
woodcocks''—as decoys to get Canada to
drop her national policy.
