a leak, The pumps were manned and worked
until daylight. when they suddeuly gave out.
Several of the men iuvestigated and found
that the pumps bad beerr tampered with
and rendered useless. " Tlis uroused the
suspicion of the furecastle and Steward Brown
was ordered to wateh Captain Tait, Brown
says he did so and shortly beforenoon cn Aug.
20, saw the captain and first- mate go into the
hold through the fore hatch. The steward
crept forward and getting down saw the mate
on his knees close to the skin of the vessel
with_an augur in his' haud and the captain
standing over him, All this time there were
four feet of water in thé liold. The steward
started ufs and reported what he had seen to
the men and it was determined to watch the
captain and mate still longer.
