Hints for Merchants Trading v;v{i fctmu.

At the recent Congress of Orientalists,
Professor Schegel delivered an address con-
veying some useful hints on European com-
merce with Eastern countries, and gave
some examples of the mistakes made by
merchants in sending out goods to China
and Java., One instance he gave was the
following : d

The CEineu are in the habit of boiling
their rice in flat iron boilors. ~These are
very thin, and they burn through very
quickly. Some En lish firms thought it
would be a very good thing to make these
boilers in England and send them to China.
Accordingly a shipload ‘was sent to Hong
Kong, and were cheaper and stronger than
the native boilers; but aftera.few undred
had been sold, the Chinese wounld buy no
more. They refused to give sry reasou to
the merchants, but the proiessor asked
some of them, and theys said to
him, “Their boilers ure much too
expensive.” He said, *‘Oh, but they
are cheaper.” They said, “Oh, yes,
but to boil them we have to use so much
tuel. They are too thick, and before we
can get our rice boiled we have to spend
more in the way of fuel than it would cost
to renew our goilerl every few months.”
Another merchant sent out some magnetic
horseshoes stamped with the Chinese drag-
on, but for this very reason the Chinese
would have none of them. Merchants did
not sufficiently study the prejudices of ‘the

ople with whom they wished to trade.

he Chinese were very particular about
lucky- and unlucky colors. They liked
English sewing needles, but would not buy
many of them because they were wrapped
up in black paper, black being an unlucky
color. Another man developed a very good
trade in printed Chinese calendars,and that
trade continued good until he commenced
Er'uning his calendars on green paper, when
